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The new LCDGT University and college faculty members in the occupational category was discussed and proposed as a more appropriate term for the occupation MARC field 374 in NARs, when compared with the term Law teachers of the LCSH vocabulary. The latter has been routinely used so far. There was a suggestion to make a proposal to PSD for the NT Law professors. No action has been taken so far. In the meantime some law catalogers have started to use the combination of the new demographic group term and  the traditionally used subject heading to better describe a person who is full faculty member of a law school, i.e.:

[bookmark: _GoBack]At the time of our Annual Meeting in July 2016 our proposal to add the UF terms Tribal by-laws and Tribal ordinances under the law genre/form Statutes and codes was still under discussion at PSD,  but both terms have recently been added.

The Working Group discussed a possible proposal of the new LCGFT Legal opinions. This could be used for opinions currently not contemplated by other LC G/F terms such as Attorney general’s opinions and Court decisions and opinions. No formal proposal has been submitted yet.

The work on retrospective application of law g/f terms continues but the challenges are slowing down the process considerably. Since no search strategy is fully comprehensive, or precise, the work of reviewing and weeding search results becomes rather cumbersome.

Cataloging Legal Literature (CLL4) is finally published. The authors Melody Lembke and Melissa Beck gave very elucidating demonstrations of the structure of the work, which is fully interactive. Part 1 is arranged by subject and covers various themes and issues typical of law cataloging. Part 2 is organized alphabetically with a list of general cataloging as well as law-specific terms. It includes a section on subject, genre/form terms, and classification, as well as a great number of examples.
