Managed Discussion (90 minutes)
NMRIG hosted a panel discussion: 
Maureen Walsh, Metadata Librarian and Assistant Professor, The Ohio State University Libraries, speaking on institutional repository metadata. Highlights:
· Dspace Knowledgebank, 40 communities, the Knowledgebank contains journals, articles, archived books from the University Press, undergrad honors theses, images, oral histories, research material affiliated with Ohio State. 29,573 records. 2nd largest in the US (behind Michigan). Ohio does both individual submission & large batch loads (spreadsheets, etc.). The Knowledgbank is searchable in Google Scholar, Google, Open Door, CIC metadata portal, OAISTER. 
· Issues: taking metadata out of its collection context; lack of authority control; self-archivers tend to choose keywords that are same words appearing in the title. 
Amy Jackson, Project Coordinator, IMLS Digital Collections and Content and Myung-Ja Han, Metadata Librarian, University of Illinois Library at Urbana-Champaign, speaking on their analysis of Dublin Core implementations over time Highlights:
· Began in 2002, grant just extended
· Registry of digital collections funded with IMLS grants
· Records were harvested from 2002-2006, how has use of DC changed over time?
· Repetition of fields – use stable
· Length of fields – use stable
· Core fields – use declined 
· Title
· Subject
· Date
· Identifier
· Creator
· Description
· Format
· Rights
· 2 fields most often missing – creator & rights
· Identifier, title, subject, in 96% of records (title/identifier 100%)
· Format & description declined most dramatically
· Overall increase in use of the relation field
· The records harvested from Contentdm collections have more of some elements (subject, coverage, dates, description, format, source, language) – likely, because of the DC templates ContentDM provides.
· Users can only search across all records by searching by title!!
· Some changes in practice have to do with MARC mapping. 
· 245$c was often first mapped into title, later into creator
· 260 in early records often merged publisher & date into 
· 6XX was not separated into and in early records.
· confusion between and in data coming from 300
· confusion between and in data coming from 500.
· Misuse/confusion of DC elements 
· date & coverage
· source & relation
· format & description
· type & format
· Other observations 
· Anything not mapped to a DC element in ContentDM does not go out in an OAI harvest, so the data coming from ContentDM collections may be richer in their home contexts than in the aggregated, harvested context. 
· Administrative metadata not useful in aggregated context 
· Is the decline a casualty of scale of digital objects. We no longer have time to catalog more fully? 
Kristin Martin, Electronic Resources Cataloger, UNC Chapel Hill, speaking on metadata for electronic theses and dissertations (ETDs) 
· System: Berkeley Electronic Press + ContentDM
· Metadata standards: NDLTD (networked digital library of theses & dissertations) + ContentDM application profile + MARC/AACR2.
· UNC also wanted in their metadata: 
· 245$c in addition to authorized form
· Date written v. date graduated
· Department name in authorized form
· Ability to browse by faculty advisor
· URLs in MARC records go to metadata (not the full text object) because many of the ETDs have associated files (i.e. streaming audio)

· RDA is going on despite the recommendation. 
· The JSC met in October. They have reorganized the content to relate more closely to FRBR 
· The chapters just released (2-4 & 9) are the last new content issued for review before publication date 
· There will be a final complete draft for review in July, but it will not have any new material 
· MARBI is discussing new data elements 
· The RDA Update Forum will distribute a handout called “RDA, FRBR, and Implementation Scenarios” 
· Right now, it will be flat MARC 
· The 3rd implementation strategy will show Work records, Manifestation Records 
· The current chapters show fuller records for person, families, corporate bodies (i.e. gender) 
· Draft will still have pieces missing (subjects) but they might be done post publication 
· Greta will put message out to the list for the NRMIG review taskforce. 
· NRMIG comments due to Greta by Feburary 5th.
