[bookmark: _GoBack]The MARC 382 field continues to enjoy refinement and development. In 2017, three MARC documentation changes were made to subfield definitions for the 382, Medium of performance. Subfield $2’s definition was broadened to include all subfields that a controlled vocabulary could apply. Definitions for subfields $d and $p were harmonized to make them more parallel. Changes will be published in the next MARC update.


LCGFT and LCMPT Development

MLA/VS continues work on several projects to develop areas of LCMPT and LCGFT needing refinement or reexamination. The LCMPT electronics terms project, begun in 2015, is in its final stages. Several other small projects, pertaining to both LCMPT and LCGFT terms, are in the pipeline; these include changing the LCGFT term Electronic dance music to Underground dance music, and to “split” Rap music from the existing term Hip-hop (Music). New and updated LCMPT and LCGFT terms resulting from these projects will be announced on Monthly Lists on an ongoing basis.

Deriving Faceted Music Terms from LCSH (a.k.a. “Retrospective Implementation”)

Following on the preliminary work done by the former Subject Access Subcommittee just prior to the 2015 MLA Annual Meeting, the current MLA/VS group evaluated several iterations of a program written by Gary Strawn (Northwestern University) to derive LCMPT terms in 382 fields from LCSH music form/genre/medium headings in 650 fields. The latest version (and associated natural-language documentation) was completed by Strawn in May 2015. 

In early 2016, the ALA Subcommittee on Genre/Form Implementation began work in this area across disciplines. That spring, a SGFI task group prepared a mapping of LCSH form subdivisions to their corresponding LCGFT terms. The MLA/VS task group prepared a mapping for music-specific LCSH subdivisions, and the two mappings were synthesized in a single document (available here). 

Since ALA Annual 2016 in Orlando, the MLA/VS task group prepared preliminary mappings for LCSH music headings that contain or imply genre/form terms in 650 $a. A companion algorithm providing mappings for all non-medium facets in LCSH strings, to complement the 382 algorithm prepared in 2015, was completed and is currently being tested. Beginning summer 2017, the MLA/VS task group and Strawn began testing both algorithms together, iteratively revising specifications as needed. Additionally, an OCLC toolkit (inspired by Strawn’s Authority Toolkit) for real-time faceted term generation in individual bib records, is under active development and is available for download. This toolkit is designed as a tool for testing the derivation algorithm, as well as for streamlining the process for enhancing legacy bibliographic records for music resources (e.g., during copy cataloging workflows). 

On February 2, 2018, Strawn and Mullin will present on the derivation project at the MLA Annual Meeting in Portland, Oregon. Subsequent to that, the products of the project (including the source code for the algorithm, textual documentation, and download information for the OCLC toolkit) will be made available in “beta” form for public comment and more widespread testing. Although this initial project will come to a (brief) stopping point at that time, MLA will continue to coordinate efforts in this area, with a view to realizing the vision of full implementation of faceted vocabularies for music in library metadata, and a significant retooling of LCSH practice for same.
Working Group on Full Implementation of Library of Congress Faceted Vocabularies

Mullin was appointed to chair this working group shortly after ALA Annual 2016 in Orlando. This group has prepared a white paper, whose intended audience includes OCLC, the Library of Congress, the Program for Cooperative Cataloging, and other constituencies, including ILS and authority control vendors, advocating for the full implementation (current and retrospective) of new and emerging faceted vocabularies, most notably the Library of Congress Genre/Form Terms for Library and Archival Materials (LCGFT), the Library of Congress Medium of Performance Thesaurus for Music (LCMPT), and the Library of Congress Demographic Group Terms (LCDGT). 

The group submitted the final draft of the paper just after ALA Annual in Chicago. The co-chairs of SAC have sent the paper to a short list of key individuals and bodies, as well as publishing the paper in ALA’s institutional repository. The newly-charged SAC Subcommittee on Faceted Vocabularies (the successor to the longstanding Subcommittee on Genre/Form Implementation) will monitor community responses to the paper’s recommendations.

New MLA Liaison to SAC

This report to SAC will be my last. At the MLA Annual Meeting (which will have occurred by the time this report is given verbally), I complete my four-year term as Chair of the MLA Vocabularies Subcommittee. My successor will be announced through public channels around that time. That individual will give their first MLA Liaison report at ALA Annual in New Orleans this summer. 

These past four years have proven more invigorating, rewarding and meaningful than I could have anticipated when I first stepped into this role in 2014. Serving on the Subcommittee on Genre/Form Implementation and chairing its Working Group on Full Implementation were extraordinary opportunities. I wish to thank my colleagues for welcoming me into their midst. I look forward to serving SAC, and ALCTS more broadly, in new capacities for years to come.
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
