How can AASL more effectively support the Affiliate Assembly?

· Incentivize a joint membership between AASL and state associations

· When joining AASL via ALA membership the website should direct to school library association

· Monetary compensation for state associations hosting the AASL conference

· Optimize and advertise AASL’s Essential Links for members/associations to share ideas and best practices

· Help involving professionals while maintaining the integrity of our professional membership

· Work with accreditation agencies to develop staffing, collection and facility standards

· More virtual opportunities including virtual regional caucuses at Midwinter and Annual

· AASL should be move faster on affiliate concerns during the year

· Common Core evaluation

· AASL could reach out more the preservice programs and state licensure departments

· Continue to insist on legislative mandate in ESEA Senate version

· More Common Core professional development opportunities

· Developing position statements on hot topics in the profession

· More regional professional development. For example: regional summer institutes when school is closed

· Provide more information to affiliates about how they can reach out to younger members of the profession

· Collect data on school library positions that have been lost and percentage of schools with library programs

· Increased contact with state education bodies and school library advisors

· Active partnership with US Department of Education and other national groups

· Increase awareness of best practices among state affiliates

· AASL should provide a more clear timeline of key dates and responsibilities for affiliates throughout the year

· Change the time of the Friday Affiliate Assembly meeting at Midwinter and Annual so that it does not end so late at night

· Provide training for new delegates: what to expect at meetings, explaining the concerns and commendation process, Connect tutorial, glossary of terms etc.
