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The American Association of Law Libraries (AALL) held its annual meeting in Denver in July 2010. The 2011 Annual Meeting will be held in Philadelphia in July. 

Genre/Form Terms for Law Materials 
The development phase of the law genre/form terms is over and the terms are now incorporated into the Library of Congress Genre/Form Terms for Library and Archival Materials (LCGFT). The AALL Classification and Subject Cataloging Policy Advisory Working Group (CSCP) is now preparing for the implementation phase of the project. To help apply the genre/form terms retrospectively, the CSCP group will develop strategies for identifying the relevant bibliographic records for each genre/form term and will send these strategies to Ed O'Neill from OCLC, who has kindly agreed to work with us on enhancing OCLC records with the law terms. Once the terms are added to the records, Ed will provide the AALL team with a crosswalk between the OCLC numbers and the relevant terms, which will enable us to enhance our local databases. For those who would prefer to use only a select number of terms in their databases or would wish to add terms to non-OCLC records, the CSCP group also plans to post its detailed search strategies for the individual terms. 
International Criminal Law

While the International Criminal Court (ICC) is currently classed in KZ, international crimes are scattered throughout the K schedule and the schedules for individual jurisdictions. PSD law specialist Jolande Goldberg is working on the construction of a new range of KZ numbers for international criminal law and international crimes, and, with the assistance of George Prager from NYU Law, has also been reviewing the correlating LC subject headings. Members of CSCP were recently consulted and a decision was made to propose two separate heading for “International criminal law” and “International crimes”. The latter will replace the current “International offenses” and will include various narrower terms for specific crimes like Genocide, Crimes against humanity, War crimes, etc.
