Content could include highlight accomplishments, retirements and promotions.  Each chapter should provide content.  A schedule for content submission should be created.  Cate McNamara, Chase Ollis, and Eleta Exline are working on a template for the libguide.  The list of suggestions for content should be included on the libguide template. Nancy Weiner suggested that there should be a place for transferring knowledge as members rotate off the committee.  Suggestions include keeping an ACRL orientation kit, the Chapters Council Officers manual, and an archive of document templates.
b. Rachel Minkin will inquire about archiving capabilities and Libguides software.
c. Chapters council discussed methods for increasing membership.  Free professional development is an important incentive.  Additionally, there was discussion of a possible panel on membership recruitment and retention for ALA.

V. Best Practices
a. Ideas for best practices presentations for ALA annual were discussed.  Kimberly Boyd will present on practical tips for starting your own webinars/providing free professional development for your members.
