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[bookmark: _GoBack]The SAC Subcommittee on Genre/Form Implementation met twice during the ALA Annual Conference in Anaheim.

Saturday, June 23, 2012

Schiff reported on activities since the previous midwinter meeting in Dallas.  "Sources for Genre/Form Terms" was completed and has been posted on the SACO website at http://www.loc.gov/aba/pcc/saco/documents/Genre-Form%20Reference%20Sources.pdf. It includes a general section, followed by lists of useful reference sources for genre/forms in the following categories: art & materials; books, printing & publishing; cartographic materials; law; literature & writing; moving image resources; music; newspapers; radio; religion.

Schiff appointed a Working Group on LCGFT Literature Terms, chaired by Mary L. Mastraccio, which held its first meeting on Saturday, June 23, 2012.  An ALA Connect webspace has also been established for the group, which has representatives from a variety of types of libraries including public, school, academic, and vendors.  Minutes of the initial meeting are posted in the group's webspace at http://connect.ala.org/node/183393.

Schiff thanked the subcommittee for all of its hard work over the last six months, which included the development of three MARC discussion papers that were discussed at MARBI on Sunday, June 24, 2012:

2012-DP03: Chronological Aspects in the MARC 21 Bibliographic and Authority Formats

2012-DP04: Recording Audience Characteristics of Works and Expressions in the MARC 21 Bibliographic and Authority Formats

2012-DP05: Recording Creator/Contributor Group Categorizations of Works, Expressions, and Persons in the MARC 21 Bibliographic and Authority Formats

The papers are available on the MARC Standards website at http://www.loc.gov/marc/marbi/list-dp.html#2012.  In particular, Adam thanked Stephen Hearn for writing the discussion paper on chronological aspects.

Schiff then invited Janis Young to talk about a new general terms project for LCGFT that LC's Policy and Standards Division (PSD) has approved adding to the genre/form development timeline.  The subcommittee received a letter from Young formally requesting it to undertake the project in cooperation with PSD.  The subcommittee agreed and several members volunteered to serve on a new working group.  Mandelstam and Tabb agreed to co-chair.  McGrath, Mastraccio, and Schiff will also participate, and Mandelstam will issue an additional call for volunteers from the subcommittee after ALA, since several members were not present.  The working group hopes to complete its work by the next ALA midwinter meeting in 2013, although LC PSD is willing to wait a year for completion.

Schiff will set up email lists for the entire subcommittee and for the two working groups using the University of Washington servers running the Mailman software program.

Next the subcommittee discussed a report prepared by Mandelstam, Mastraccio, Prager, and Vermeij dealing with options for including geographic origin of work and place of production as an aspect related to genre/form in MARC 21 bibliographic records.  The subcommittee agreed with the report that field 751 could be used for the geographic origin aspect, and that all that is needed are a list of recommended relator terms/codes that could be used in subfields $e and $4.  Some ideas discussed included "performance place", "place of origin", and perhaps a term or terms for laws such as "jurisdiction".  The original writers of the report will go back and discuss what relator terms to request from the MARC Standards Office and report back to the subcommittee by the end of August.

Finally, the subcommittee discussed one additional draft MARC discussion paper on the topic of demonyms and the MARC 21 Authority Format.  The subcommittee decided that linked data is probably the way to go to be able to connect the name of a place with the demonyms for people from that place.  An idea was discussed of having a presentation about linked data for demonyms and how this oculd be made to work in an ILS at the ALA Midwinter conference in 2013.  Kevin Ford from LC's Network Development and MARC Standards Office was suggested as a possible speaker.  Adam will check with SAC to see if there is interest in having someone speak to the entire committee rather than just the Genre/Form Implementation Subcommittee.

Monday, June 25, 2012

The subcommittee heard reports from the Library of Congress liaison, from the Working Group on LCGFT Literature Terms, from AALL, and from MLA. Young's report from LC and Vermeij's report from MLA (presented by Iseminger in Vermeij's absence) were also distributed and presented to SAC.

The subcommittee then discussed the outcome of the MARC discussion papers. MARBI approved all three to come back as formal proposals in January 2013. With 2012-DP03, MARBI will expect a proposal that includes all three options presented.  Hearn will draft that proposal.  With 2012-DP04 and 2012-DP05, MARBI preferred the 3XX block for index terms for audience and creator/contributor characteristics.  It also wants a way to designate the type of group category (e.g., nationality; age group; ethnic group; religious group) to which a term belongs.  Schiff will draft these two proposals and incorporate the feedback from MARBI.

Finally, Schiff initiated a discussion on genre/form terms in authority records for works and expressions.  A group volunteered to draft a discussion paper on this, which Schiff asked for by October 1.  Hearn, Iseminger, and Clarke volunteered for this.  Vermeij was also volunteered by Iseminger.
