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Meeting 139A of the Decimal Classification Editorial Policy Committee (EPC) was held virtually over the EPC listserv, in October 2016. 
EPC considered two topics of mostly internal interest:
· A change to work methods, allowing more kinds of straightforward changes to be made without consultation (though EPC will be notified of such changes), and allowing more kinds of issues to be brought up initially in an electronic meeting, rather than having to wait for the next face-to-face meeting. (approved)
· A change in terminology for when a topic is moved to a more specific number in the same hierarchy, used in history notes. “Expansion” is used when a new number is created for the topic; but what is it called when a topic is moved to an existing, more specific number? Proposals: continuation (analogous to discontinuation, a term already used when a topic is moved up to a more general number in the same hierarchy), and “relocated down to” paired with “formerly located up in”. 
“Continuation” was favored, but not unanimously, so we will discuss the issue further at meeting 140.
EPC approved the following changes to the tables and schedules (all but the first are follow-ups from the previous face-to-face meeting):
· Table 1: Clarifications to the instructions in Table 1, particularly to explain when other rules override the table of preference.
· 306/346, (Social/Legal aspects of) interracial marriages, partnerships, unions: now merged with interethnic/intercultural marriages, partnerships, unions.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Clarification of Security services of private military companies: these class in 363.2898 (security services) generally, but in 355.7 (military science) if the services are being provided to a military installation.
· 579 Natural history of microorganisms, fungi, algae: The same clarified captions and notes that were developed for the revised angiosperm schedules were applied to the Microorganisms, fungi, algae schedule.
· 785.6-9, Ensembles consisting of only one instrumental group: the thorny distinction between one kind of instrument and one family of instruments was eliminated, and the instruction was added to use the notation for the first higher number which includes all the instruments in an ensemble.
