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Dewey Development
[bookmark: _GoBack]The Dewey editorial team has completed publication of extensive updates in the schedules related to natural history of living organisms, including complete revision of 583-584 for angiosperms, with additional changes at 579 and 585-599. We published provisions for the new king of Thailand and for the four new elements announced by the International Union for Pure and Applied Chemistry. New numbers for the incoming presidents of Gambia and the United States are pending. We have also updated the Glossary.
The team reviewed mappings of BISAC terms to Dewey numbers, and completed mapping new BISAC headings through the 2015 edition.
