June 26, 2005, 8:30-12:30 
Judy Ahronheim (Chair) called the meeting to order.
Approval of Minutes:
The minutes from midwinter in Boston were approved as written.
CC:DA Liaison Report
Greta de Groat (CC:DA liaison) reported on Saturday’s CC:DA meeting and updated the NRMIG on the status of work on RDA. Greta highlighted points of particular interest to NRMIG:
• The name has changed from AACR3 to Resource Description and Access (RDA).
• It will take more of a data dictionary approach with broad functional areas.
• It will try to appeal to other metadata communities.
• It will be backwards compatible with AACR2.
• The ISBD will be moved to the appendix.
• Targeted publication date: 2008 (rather than 2007 as originally planned)
• Arranged around the FRBR user tasks.
• A full RDA presentation was taking place at ALA at the same time as NMRIG. Powerpoints will be available on the ALCTS site and on the JSC site.
Other Liaison Report
There were no other liaison reports.
Program Planning
• Brian Surratt reported on the planning for ALA Annual 2006. 
o The topic will be Rights Metadata in Institutional Repositories.
o We have a four hour slot on Saturday, 1:30-5:30 with three speaker blocks and a panel discussion:
1. "Opening doors to learning: standards for rights management." This presentation will cover the use of metadata standards for access management. Potential topics include Shibboleth, XrML, ODRL, and METSRights. The discussion will focus on the purpose of standards, aswell as their practical application and future development
2. "Copyright stakeholders in IRs: A balancing act." This presentation will analyze the stakeholders in IRs and evaluate their motivations in the context of new forms of scholarly communication. Some of these stakeholders include faculty, students, universities, academic libraries, commercial publishers, and open access publishers. The discussion will analyze how cultural and legal issues impact the development of IR systems, programs, and services and how rightsmanagement metadata is meeting those needs. 
3. "Managing access at University X: a case study." This presentation will feature a case study from the implementation of an actual IR. The topics discusses will include planning and development of the IR with an emphasis on rights management and access issues. 
o Potential Speakers:

? Susan Nayer Kesner, Publisher Relations, Copyright Clearance Center
o A call for speakers will go out to listservs soon.
o We expect around 200 attendees.
• Mary Woodley reported that NMRIG is also co-sponsoring (in name only) a 2006 pre-conference on Cataloging Cultural Objects (CCO). This will be a day or a day-and-a-half program and expects about 100 people. NMRIG also co-sponsored (in name only) the Saturday program in Chicago on CCO. The program was well attended and well received.
