2. Lighting Talks Presentations 8:30-9:30 am

a. Automating XML Remediation with Python’s lxml package and schematron.
Jeremy Bartczak, Metadata Librarian, University of Virginia.
University of Virginia is remediating objects for DPLA from its multiple legacy digital conversion projects that were implemented in MODS with differing descriptive metadata practices. The remediation process uses the Phython programming language’s lxml package and validates the changes with a custom schematron file that searches for discrepancies in the patterns in the xml.

b. Overcoming the Challenges of Implementing Standardized Metadata Practices in a Digital Repository.  Sai Deng, Metadata Librarian, University of Central Florida.
Working with the metadata in a digital repository has many challenges with authority control, linked data URIs and harvesting data into OCLC’s Gateway when following traditional practices are at sometimes at odds with what the system can accommodate and preferences by non-catalogers. It’s finding a median between traditional and new practices. Suggestions to help remedy the situation would be establish templates for different types of collections, adding linked data URIs, accept metadata as is, and keep the review option opened.   

c. Using MarcEdit to Retool Existing MARC records of Paper Maps for Use in an Online Geoportal. Niocle Smeltekop, Special Materials Librarian Catalog Librarian; Tim Kiser, Special Materials Catalog Librarian, Michigan State University.  
After joining the Big Ten Academic Alliance Geoportal, the Michigan State Universities used MarcEdit to convert their MARC records for the paper maps to MARC records for digital maps following the Provider Neutral record standard, and then to the geoportal as MARCXML in order to provide online discovery and geographic data for their maps. 

d. Metadata Librarian’s Little Helper: OpenRefine Reconciliation Services.
Greer Martin, Discovery & Metadata Librarian, Illinois Institute of Technology.
With a record migration to ArchiveSpace, the Illinois Institute of Technology used Open Refine and Reconcile-csv services to bring authority control for names and subjects.



e. Git a Grip: Using GitHub to Manage Your Metadata Application Profile. 
Anne Washington, Metadata Librarian, University of Houston. 
Using GitHub allowed the University of Houston Libraries to manage their metadata documentation with the added benefit of versioning to document changes of the local Metadata Application Profiles and as their guidelines evolved.  

f. Metadata Migration to Leverage Linked Data in an Institutional Repository.
Brian Luna Lucero, Digital Repository Coordinator, Columbia University.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Using a new cataloging tool, codenamed Hyacinth that operates on the Hydra architecture and incorporates linked data, Columbia University was able to unify workflows of several departments and projects for migrating records in Columbia University’s institutional repository. Names, genres, academic unites, and subjects were challenging to normalized. This led to the creation of URI service as part of Hyacinth that extracted information from external authorities as well as mint local URIs for entities not identified elsewhere. Additionally, Open Refine was used to transform ProQuest subjects to FAST terms along with adding FAST URIs to the records.

3. Liaison Reports
a. Music Library Association (MLA) - Jim Soe Nyun.
The MLA work on MARC is winding down. The association has a grant, “The Performed Music Ontology Project” to develop a BIBFRAME-based ontology for performed music. A MLA Linked Data Working Group was formed to support the project.

b. Committee on Cataloging: Description and Access (CC:DA) – Jessica Hayden
There were no CC:DA proposals at this midwinter. The RDA Steering Committee (RSC) governing structure is changing to a single representative for ALA and a single representative for Europe. Input on the RSC changes from North America will be an open event scheduled for May 16th. The FRBR Library Reference Model is now being called IFLA Library Reference Model. The RSC has approved changes to the RDA Elements, vocabulary encoding schemes, and instructions, for improving the interaction between the RDA Reference and RDA Toolkit Glossary. To accommodate the changes to the RDA Toolkit there will be no new proposals to be considered by RSC in 2017. The Program for Cooperative Cataloging (PCC) is working on coding gender in NACO records. ALCTS webinars will follow for training on the coding.

5. Open Discussion
ALA Conference Remodel and What It Means for Interest Groups (IG).
The purpose of the ALA Conference Remodel is to improve the user experience; streamlined programs offered that helps the impact on facilities; reduce scheduling conflicts between sessions on the same topic; and reduce costs. An online form will be utilized, instead relying on a programming committee. The new planning process will be in place for New Orleans in 2018.
