The session will be held on Tuesday, August 16 from 16.00 to 18.00. The Section Standing Committee will meet twice during the Congress: Saturday, August 13 from 14.45 to 17.15, and Thursday, August 18 from 9.45 to 11.15 (the final day of the Congress). This being an election year, there will be considerable turnover in the membership of the Standing Committee. The Section’s Working Group on Guidelines for Subject Access by National Bibliographic Agencies, established in 2003, has produced a draft for worldwide review of Guidelines for Subject Access in National Bibliographies. As the Chair of the Working Group, Yvonne Jahns, reports: “National bibliographies have been in a state of change with many countries starting to publish their national bibliographies online. The question of how to integrate the multitude of national online resources needs to be considered, how they should be catalogued, how they should be made accessible, and how they could be discovered by bibliography users. Because the Working Group on Guidelines for National Bibliographies of the IFLA Bibliography Section was concerned with exactly these ‘new directions’, we decided to build our guidelines on their recommendations, published in 2009 under the title National Bibliographies in the Digital Age: Guidance and New Directions. Our guidelines can be understood as a supplement to the 2009 Guidelines.” The draft document consists of eight chapters:
1: Introduction

2: Users of national bibliographies and subject access

3: Subject access standards and tools

4: Functionality and interface of national bibliographies
5: Application scenarios (indexing / access levels)
6: Indexing policies of National Bibliographic Agencies
7: Examples of subject access provided by National Bibliographic Agencies
8: Recommendations, in four groups: Subject access standards and tools, Functionality and interface of national bibliographies, Application scenarios (indexing/access levels), and Indexing policies of National Bibliographic Agencies.

The Working Group invites review of the proposed text for the "Guidelines for Subject Access in National Bibliographies," posted on IFLANET at http://www.ifla.org/en/node/1707. Please send comments to Yvonne Jahns (y.jahns@dnb.de) through July 15, 2011, the final date of the worldwide review.
The IFLA Namespaces Task Group has continued to be very active. The Group’s activity includes publication of the namespace for the FRBR entity-relationship model and continuing work on the namespaces for FRAD and FRSAD, among other accomplishments and work in progress. The Task Group will meet in San Juan on Monday August 15 from 10.15 to 12.15, and all are welcome.
