Summary:  Catalogers have endured decades of rapid and continuous change in the work they do and how they do it.  The resources that catalogers catalog are in constant evolution.  Both the MARC format and the cataloging rules remain in a corresponding struggle to keep up with ongoing technological advances.  RDA and whatever post-MARC framework emerges are each part of this change. The proven adaptability of catalogers will help us all continue to endure.  Additionally, OCLC has been trying to do its part in the development of the cataloging future.
