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The OLAC/CAPC Moving Image LC Genre/Form Best Practices Task Force continues work on its best practices document entitled, “Guidelines for the Usage of Moving Image LC Genre/Form Headings.”
The Task Force met at the OLAC Conference in Macon, Georgia in October 2010, and discussed and worked on their best practices document while at their conference.  Because of time constraints, the Task Force could not fully discuss and edit the existing document during the conference.  At the end of their meeting in Macon, the Task Force agreed to work virtually on the document over the fall semester.  Kelley McGrath agreed to set up a wiki to facilitate the Task Force’s work and discussion on the document.  Notes from Task Force’s discussion of the document at the OLAC Conference and comments from outside reviewers were added to the wiki once it was populated.
Since the Task Force met in Macon, below is a summary of what the Task Force has worked on and accomplished virtually:
· Changed the title of the document to best reflect its contents and scope.  The document is now titled, “Library of Congress Genre-Form Thesaurus (LCGFT) for Moving Images: Best Practices.”
· Standardized use and application of “headings” and “terms” in the document and made their use consistent throughout the document.  Unless appearing in quotations, “headings” refers to Library of Congress Subject Headings in the document, “terms” refers to Library of Congress Genre/Form Terms for Library and Archival Materials, and “local terms” refers to genre/form terms that are either subdivided, or are genre/form applications of Library of Congress Subject Headings.
· Edited and expanded Section A “Purpose and Objectives” of the document.  Included definitions about the use of the words “headings,” “terms,” and “local terms.”  Added information about the Policy and Standard Division’s plans for new coding for Library of Congress Genre/Form Terms for Library and Archival Materials headings.  Headings coded 655 -0 [Term] will change to 655 -7 [Term]. $2 lcgft no earlier than March 2011.  The existing document contains the current coding.  When the new coding is implemented, the coding examples in the document will be updated. 
· Re-ordered, re-arranged, and edited the table of contents.  Made the headings in the table of contents more descriptive and a better indication of the content.  For example, in the old document, Section A was “Introduction.”  In the revised document, Section A became “Purpose and Objectives.”   Section B “Sources Consulted” was moved from the beginning of the old document to an appendix in Section N of the revised document.  The existing document will be re-ordered to follow the revised table of contents.  
· Replaced Section D “Order of Genre/Form Headings” with Section G “Order of Genre/Form Terms.”  Substantial re-writing and editing was done to this section; three additional examples were added to illustrate application of other categories of genre terms.  The emphasis in the instructions in this section was changed from an emphasis on prescription (based on a single example, The Wizard of Oz) to a recommendation about predictability. Additional examples--Arsenic and old lace, Breakfast at Tiffany’s, and Humanité—were added to illustrate order of subject headings and genre/form terms, order of specific to broader form/genre terms, and application of local form/genre terms.
· Edited and added additional paragraphs to the section on “Genre Headings for Accessibility.”  Wording was added to clarify the Task Force’s recommendation on when and how to apply terms in this genre.  The Task Force recommends that such terms in this genre be based on the format at hand, normally video recordings, rather than the original format.
· Deleted Appendix N3 “Possible new genre/form headings” from the document.  K. McGrath made a separate page on the wiki, “New genre form term ideas,” for this information.
· Continued work on revising and updating the section on Internet moving images.  The section is being rewritten to accommodate the addition of “webisodes.”  The Task Force is revisiting the recommendation concerning physical items that originally appeared on the web.  New examples for webisodes and podcasts will be added to this section.
More work and fine tuning of the best practices document needs to be done.  The Task Force will continue its work on revising its document in 2011.
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
