	Holley Lecture: Thinking Globally about Carnegie Libraries  4:00pm-5:30pm 
	
	In the early years of the twentieth century, Andrew Carnegie’s efforts to construct library buildings throughout the English-speaking world were one prong of a campaign to forge what he called a “Race Alliance” among people of British ancestry in North America, Great Britain, Australasia, and throughout the Pacific. Architectural historian Abigail Van Slyck looks closely at the Carnegie libraries in New Zealand with this global context in mind, asking how libraries' physical spaces and collections helped sustain an imagined community called the Anglo-Saxon race.
