Whereas Mrs. Hurd served the College of Charleston since the mid-1990s as a part-time librarian at the Robert Scott Small Library and Addlestone Library;
Whereas Mrs. Hurd was an esteemed graduate of Clark Atlanta University and a 1989 graduate of the Master of Library and Information Science program at the University of South Carolina School of Library and Information Science.
Whereas Cynthia Graham Hurd’s smile, laughter, and service positively touched the lives of all of her family, friends and colleagues;
