I. Call to Order
a. Nancy Weiner called the meeting to order at 8:30am.

II. ACRL Candidates Visit
a. Lauren Pressley, Director at University of Washington, Tacoma spoke with Chapters Council about her work history, qualifications, and dedication to ACRL.  She formerly worked at Virginia Tech and Wake Forest.  She is an involved member of ACRL.  While she is not currently involved with governing bodies of ACRL she is involved with LITA and is currently serving her third term on ALA Council.  If elected, she would like to focus on three things: Structuring ACRL so that it is easier to be involved with the organization and in order to bring different voices to the table, encouraging professional development, and working with other associations with similar values to pool energies and work towards common goals.  She requests input from council members.  Nancy will send her email address to the Council for follow up.

III. ACRL Leadership Visit
a. Irene Harold, ACRL President, spoke about the busy year she is having working on advocacy for libraries including copyright, interacting with the department of education, open access for grant funding, and the value of libraries.  She charged her presidential committee to work on the topic of new leadership and development of new library roles.  Irene invites all to attend Leadership Council on Friday afternoon. She has done one chapter talk for New England and has another coming in March.  She reminds us that we have the opportunity to invite ACRL leadership to speak with our Chapters through the ACRL Speakers Bureau.

b. Cheryl Middleton, ACRL Vice President/President Elect spoke about opportunities for ACRL committee work.  She is going to South Dakota for an ACRL presentation in September.  She is looking forward to working on resiliency in institutions and how that fits with new roles and environments.  She is interested in talking with membership about what they think resiliency is and how to deal with collection shortages and other problems, providing future services to our students and researchers, as well as thriving in the future.

c. Mary Ellen Davis, ACRL Executive Director, spoke with the Council about an action oriented research agenda and the work ACRL is doing with OCLC to investigate topics such as how libraries contribute to student learning.  ALA is working on a more responsive website, a new Connect platform.   Leadership council for ALA is remodeling the annual conference.  They are looking to consolidate activities into a smaller geographical area, decrease duplication of programing, improve consistency of quality across programs, etc.  This remodel may include looking at how committees are assigned time and space for meetings.  Chapter’s Council meetings times and locations may change.   Mary Ellen thanks Chapters for providing 168 scholarships to the upcoming ACRL conference.  The ACRL board is looking at the wording for funding that chapters receive based on membership numbers to ensure that in the future this funding will go only to chapters and if the chapter wishes to donate their share of the funding, this donation will go to another chapter.  Mary Ellen would like to know if ACRL can have email addresses from chapters who have members who are not also members of ACRL.  In addition, she would like to know what ACRL can do to provide these people with incentives to become members of ACRL.  David Wright suggests making it clearer that dues may be paid in installments.

IV. ACRL Candidates Visit
a. Jose Auguinaga, Glendale Community College, spoke about his work history, his focus on the library profession, library leadership, and working with digital archives.  If he is elected he will work on encouraging diversity in ACRL, bringing additional voices to the table, the value of academic libraries, collaborating with other groups to enrich our ability to achieve our goals, bringing new librarians into the fold via mentoring, and introducing librarians to the opportunities available to them.  Nancy will send his contact information out to the group.

V. Leadership Recruitment & Nominations Committee
a. David Wright will send an email out to everyone.  Leadership committee is looking for candidates for the ACRL board.  This is a four year commitment.  They are in need of two candidates to run from Chapter’s Council.
