Report on MARBI activity, ALA Annual Meeting, 2013
This ALA conference marks the last meeting of MARBI, the joint ALCTS/LITA/RUSA committee. It has been replaced by the ALCTS/LITA Metadata Standards Committee, which began meeting at the 2013 Midwinter Meeting. The MARC Advisory Committee (MAC) which has long met in conjunction with MARBI, will continue to meet, though not as an official ALA committee.  SAC has been invited to continue to send a representative to MAC.

MARBI is discussing one document of interest to SAC at this conference, a discussion paper from SAC’s Subcommittee on Genre/Form Implementation:
Discussion Paper No. 2013 DP06 : Defining New Field 388 for Chronological Terms in the MARC 21 Authority Format.  This paper discusses defining a new field to record terms such as “Eighteenth century” and “Middle Ages” for the creation or origin of a work or expression. It follows on an earlier successful proposal from the SAC Subcommittee on Genre/Form Implementation about recording dates in authorities for works and expressions, noted below.
Follow up from MARBI at Midwinter 2013. New fields, subfields, and code values noted below were added to the MARC formats in April 2013.
Proposal No. 2013-04: Defining New Code for Score in Field 008/20.  This proposal was approved with the proviso that definitions for 008/20 code values l (Score), a (Full score), and z (Other) would be reworded for greater clarity.
Proposal No. 2013-02: New Fields to Accommodate Authority Records for Medium of Performance Vocabulary for Music.  This proposal has added fields 162, 462, 562, and 762 to the MARC Authority format.  Medium of performance terms were formerly included in LCSH headings for music, but are not part of the implementation of LCGFT terms for music.  An update on LC’s work with the Music Library Association to create a new vocabulary, the Library of Congress Medium of Performance Thesaurus for Music (LCMPT), can be found at http://www.loc.gov/catdir/cpso/medprf.html .
The last three proposals originated from SAC’s Subcommittee on Genre/Form Implementation, chaired by Adam Schiff:

Proposal No. 2013-05: Defining New Field 385 for Audience Characteristics in the MARC 21 Bibliographic and Authority Formats.   This proposal has added field 385 field in the MARC Bibliographic and Authority formats to represent the intended audience of a resource.  Library of Congress has created a Demographic Group Term and Code List (lcgft), a list of demographic group designator terms and codes to categorize specific audience terms (cf. http://www.loc.gov/standards/valuelist/lcdgt.html ) for use in subfields $m and $n of the 385.
Proposal No. 2013-06: Defining New Field 386 for Creator/Contributor Group Categorizations of Works, Expressions, and Persons in the MARC 21 Bibliographic and Authority Formats.  This proposal  has added field 386 to the MARC Bibliographic and Authority formats to represent the categories into which authors responsible for the aggregated content of a resource fall.  The field is applicable to authorities for works with single authors but not to authorities for individuals. It makes use of the new LC Demographic Group Term and Code List noted above to assign general categories to specific creator group terms. 

Proposal No. 2013-07: Defining Encoding Elements to Record Chronological Categories and Dates of Works and Expressions in the MARC 21 Bibliographic and Authority Formats.  This proposal has added new subfields in field 046 and new indicator values in field 648 for representing the origin dates of the contents of aggregated works
