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From the Music Genre/Form Task Force:

In August 2010, the Task Force sent LC a whitepaper on subdivision issues, specifically, five categories of subdivisions used in LCSH that need to be dealt with in the LCGFT.  Highlights of the recommendations:
· General subdivisions

· Add the following terms to LCGFT: Ballet stories and plots, Musical instrument catalogs, Manufacturers’ catalogs, Facsimiles, Manuscripts, Manuscripts (Facsimiles), Opera stories and plots, Television adaptations, and Texts (Music)
· Manuscripts $v Facsimiles → USE Manuscripts (Facsimiles)
· Texts → USE Texts (Music)
· Subdivisions used with terms for musical instruments

· Add the following terms to LCGFT: Fingering charts (Musical instruments), Methods (Music), and Studies and exercises (Music)
· Terms for musical notation

· Add the following terms to LCGFT (with good scope notes for usage): Chord diagrams, Graphic notation, Letter notation, Mensural notation, Neumatic notation, Number notation, Solmization, Staff notation, Tablature, and Tonic sol-fa.
· Subdivisions used with names and topical terms

· All of these were discussed at length, because they are usually dependent upon the initial element to have any significant meaning, and don’t function as well in a post-coordinated system.
· Drama → Undecided. What would “Drama” mean if used alone? Should subjects be used alone, with other areas in the record (more specific genres/forms or medium statements) indicating that the work is dramatic?
· Music → Add to LCGFT with a very specific scope note (e.g., “This heading is used as a genre/form heading for collections of music that are composed of multiple genres or forms to which more specific headings cannot be applied.”)
· Musical settings → Delete altogether. This subdivision does not represent a genre/form or subject; the relationship should be defined in the descriptive area.
· Songs and music → Do not add to LCGFT. Why shouldn’t music have unqualified topical headings like books do?
· Other music-related subdivisions 
· Add the following terms to LCGFT: Accompaniments (Music), Cadenzas, Elementary works (Music), Excerpts (Music), Instructive editions (Music), Instrumental settings, Librettos [with qualifier], Scenarios, Simplified editions (Music), Stage guides, Teaching pieces (Music), and Thematic catalogs (Music)
· Excerpts, Arranged → USE Excerpts (Music) and post-coordinate with Arranged music
· Music and the war, etc. → Topical headings; do not include in LCGFT
The Task Force also reported on music for children.  They identified several concepts suggested by the terms “Juvenile” and “Children”: terms that can imply child audience, child performers, and/or level of difficulty, terms that indicate child audience only, and terms that indicate level of difficulty only. 

· Children’s music → Currently a see reference from the subdivision Juvenile. The Task Force strongly recommends making Children’s music the preferred term and using it as the broadest term in the category.
· Elementary works (Music) → Currently a subdivision for use only with Music theory; could be useful in suggesting level of difficulty (without specifying audience).
· Music for child audience → Necessary addition if we want to separate the concepts of child audience and child performers.
· Music by child composers → Currently only valid for collections; the Task Force recommended that this (and the larger group of “Music by [x category of persons]”) not be added to LCGFT, as the identity of the composer is not an inherent attribute of the musical work itself.
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
