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Dewey Development
[bookmark: _GoBack]Since ALA Annual last year, the Dewey editorial team has published changes approved by the Editorial Policy Committee (EPC) in meetings 140 and 140A. Such changes cover topics including sustainability; Nilo-Saharan languages and peoples; personal improvement and analysis; the ethics of torture; and road maps. EPC also approved a change in the language we use in developing the classification. Namely, classes (i.e., numbers) are authorized or deprecated, while topics are continued (to subordinate classes), discontinued (to superordinate classes), or relocated (outside their upward or downward hierarchy).
Additionally, we have published over 1000 records to WebDewey in which history information was converted into regular notes or was enhanced. This represents the first stage of a long-term project to enhance history information in WebDewey.
Over the summer, we benefited from the contributions of Rachel Maxwell, our intern, who reviewed LCSH mappings from People, Places & Things (2001) that needed updating. We hope to have an intern this summer as well to continue this work.
[bookmark: _Hlk502837517]In an effort to provide libraries with the most up-to-date information available, OCLC has decided to discontinue publishing English-language print editions of the DDC. Remaining copies will be sold until June 2018 or until depleted. After June, updates will no longer be posted to the Dewey Services update page, and will be accessible only through WebDewey. Print editions in other languages will continue to be available through our translation partners. This decision will not change the work of the editorial team.
[bookmark: _Hlk502841081]As we consider the future of Dewey development, we have begun discussing ways to increase community involvement. Dewey editors will retain the responsibility of ensuring that new developments are consistent with the remainder of the DDC and conform to editorial rules. Increased collaboration with outside experts could be to everyone’s benefit. We welcome comments on how to further such efforts.
Editorial Policy Committee
ALCTS approved changes to the EPC bylaws that provide for permanent representation for the European Dewey Users Group (EDUG). Elise Conradi of the National Library of Norway is the first full member representing EDUG. Electronic meeting 140B will be occurring during Midwinter, concluding March 1. Topics for 140B include probiotic foods, seaweeds as food, vegan cooking, electronic games, and fantasy sports. Meeting 141 will likely be held in the fall. See the EPC report to SAC for more information on EPC activities.
Personnel
Dr. Rebecca Green will retire at the end of June, having been with the editorial team since 2007. In the meantime, she will be working on relationships among Relative Index terms and on history information visible in WebDewey. Julianne Beall will temporarily take the lead over Dewey editorial operations; additionally, Alex Kyrios will be providing more technical support previously handled by Rebecca.
OCLC is in the process of hiring a new editor to join the Dewey editorial team. We encourage those interested to apply.
