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The Committee on Cataloging: Description and Access (CC:DA) is the body within the American Library Association responsible for developing official ALA positions on additions to and revisions to RDA: Resource Description and Access (from http://alcts.ala.org/ccdablog/). In addition to voting members and ex-officio representatives, approximately 30 non-voting liaisons represent ALA and other organizations with an interest in issues of descriptive cataloging. The current chair is Tina Shrader of the National Library of Medicine.

Kathy Glennan is ALA’s representative to the RDA Steering Committee (RSC). A recent reorganization has changed this position to North American representative to the RSC. Until structural changes are complete for the new position, Kathy continues to serve as representative. 
This past year, International Federation of Library Associations and Institutions (IFLA) has initiated a world-wide review of FRBR-Library Reference Model (LRM).  Although ILFA has not yet approved LRM, RSC decided to begin revision of RDA to conform to LRM. “The RDA Toolkit Restructure and Redesign Project (3R Project) will be a major focus of discussion at the ALA Midwinter Meeting. The project aims to significantly improve the functionality and utility of RDA Toolkit and will include revisions to RDA based on the IFLA Library Reference Model (LRM).” (RDA Toolkit blog, 12/6/2016) 

Because this is such a big project, RDA will not be revised from April 2017 to April 2018. RSC will working on a major revision of the RDA Toolkit and RDA changes based on LRM. There is a moratorium on adding new relationship designators to RDA during this revision.

· Agent, Collective Agent, Expression, Item, Manifestation, Person, and Work, taken from the forthcoming IFLA Library Reference Model (LRM).
· Corporate Body and Family, taken from the previous Functional Requirements for Authority Data (FRAD).
· an element set for each of the RDA Work properties, Expression properties, Manifestation properties, Item properties, Place properties, Time-span properties, and Nomen properties, representing the entity attributes and relationships.
· an element set for the RDA Agent properties including the RDA entities Collective Agent, Person, Family, and Corporate Body, representing the entity attributes and relationships.
· an element set for the RDA Entity properties as a super-entity, representing the entity attributes and relationships.
· an element set of meta-element properties representing RDA meta-elements that describe the values of other RDA elements.”
RSC/ALA/2, July 21, July 2016. Expanding RDA 6.29.1.3, Laws Governing More Than One Jurisdiction. Abstract: Add instructions to RDA 6.29.1.3, Laws Governing More Than One Jurisdiction, to address creating an authorized access point for a single law that governs multiple jurisdictions. Allow for naming the work by the enacting jurisdiction when known, and by title when the enacting jurisdiction is unknown or uncertain. Add examples to support the new paragraphs.

RSC/ALA/3, Aug. 1, 2016 Providing Greater Flexibility in Creating Variant Access Points (RDA Chapters 5, 6, 8, 9, 10, and 11). Abstract. In Chapters 5-6, change the basis for variant access points for works and expressions from a “variant title for the work” to “a title of the work”. In Chapters 8-11, change the basis for variant access points for persons, families and corporate bodies from “a variant name for the [person/family/corporate body]” to “a name of the [person/family/corporate body]”. Update related references and instruction names in the text.
Recommendations to GODORT: This would be a good time for GODORT to review relationship designators and identify any new needed designators, i.e. issuing body, sponsoring body, etc. It would also be a good time to give feedback about RDA 6.29.1.3, Laws Governing More than One Jurisdiction. This information should be updated on the GODORT Toolbox for Processing and Cataloging Federal Government Documents, but it does relate to all the Toolboxes. Finally, planning education about the new sets of classes and elements, especially related to cataloging of government documents would be appropriate.
