Approval of August 2015 Minutes. There was a motion to approve by Leslie and it was seconded by Tess
Introductions:  Leslie introduced Pauletta Brown Bracy.
 Last Meeting Follow-Up
· Eatonville Tour-Tess   Tess emailed John about the Taste of the Town from a few years back. She will pursue getting information about a bus.  There were suggestions for cosponsors.  She will contact the Coretta Scott King and Black Caucus groups to see if they might be interested.  Tess will also contact the library in Eatonville to see if there is some visit or program related to Zora Neal Thurston that can be included, as well as a lunch.  Tess would welcome volunteers to help with the planning.
· Financial Report-Leslie 
· $150,000 net asset.  This included membership fees, a transfer from the Coretta Scott King account and a deduction of money for a certificate, trophy and check to Mark Puente as the EMIERT Distinguished Librarian. Leslie noted a bank fee that EMIERT incurred from credit card dues of $226.00. This is pretty consistent each year due to members paying with credit cards.
· Equity, Diversity and Inclusion Task Force.  Leslie followed up to find out why EMIERT was not included in the Task Force work.  It appeared that the group had the wrong email address (missing the "L"("chime@ci.santa-fe.nm.us" rather than "lchime@ci.santa-fe.nm.us")).   EMIERT is once again part of the group.  As of Friday, the task force sent a list of proposed speakers for an annual program, whom they will rank.  One of the panels EMIERT sponsored for annual last year will be presented at annual (microaggressions) with another iteration of the panel.
 Committee and Task Force Reports
· Katherine provided a report about the task forces.  She created a timeline based on Leslie’s timeline.  People are using it to complete the different tasks. 
· The Directory of Ethnic Archives Task Force: Sarah emailed group to find if they wanted to continue serving, which they did.  They also came up with a google form for volunteering for the task force. The executive board wanted it noted how much we admire and appreciate the production of the task force.
· Guidelines for Outreach to Immigrant Populations:   They have monthly calls.  From September to December they are on revising and reviewing the draft. There are now four members.
· Guidelines For Selecting Multicultural Materials Task Force: The new members were briefed on RUSA guidelines and are adding comments to planning documents.
· Electronic Resources for English Language Learners Task Force.  Tess is seeking additional volunteers.
 New Business
· Cosponsorship-BCALA Walter Dean Myers Annual Lecture Program:  A request was made from BCALA for co-sponsorship for their lecture which would occur ALA annual 2016.  Leslie asked for more details.  We decided, given our financial stability that we could contribute $250.00 towards the speaker honorarium of $500.00.  Leslie will let BCALA know.    
· SRRT Newsletter-Leslie:  Leslie gave a summary of items in the newsletter and encouraged us to let her know of other items to include, including pictures taken at annual.
· Member-at-large: There is 1 vacancy because Eliot Gertel’s term is expiring.  Leslie will first find out if he is eligible to run again.  If not, we would need to advertise for the position, with a bio and the form completed for those interested by January 28, 2015. We will need to post the link to the call for this in the minutes, on the web page, the  listserv, and in ALA connect.
· EMIE-List: There was again a question about who updates the EMIE-L list.  It was agreed that the membership chair should update it and add new people.   However, individuals can send a request to join by going to this address: http://lists.ala.org/sympa/info/emie-l  
· Bylaws change (see email for link to Google Doc)—This would need to be put on the ballot by Jan 28 to be added to the ALA ballot  
Action Items
· The 2016 Annual call for proposals went out.  We should continue to publicize this.
· David Cohen Award. Hazel sent the documents to Leslie and Lori for edits.  Lori will create a form and add the information to the web page.  We should all then push this out to our lists and groups. 
· Tess asked if we could advertise for new members for the Great Electronic Task Force. Leslie will put a list of concrete items that people could work on in committees (in a google doc) and then put it out so volunteers have an idea of involvement.
· Leslie will drum up ideas about activities to support EMIERT’s mission to get going and think about ways to market and circulate words about this. 
· Virtual meeting for midwinter?    There had been discussion of not meeting face-to-face for midwinter but, instead, meeting virtually via Blackboard Collaborate and opening up the meeting to everyone.  Reasons for this included the low turnout in the past midwinter meetings of the EMIERT membership (mainly just the Executive Board was there), competing meetings at midwinter and the cost of travel.  A virtual general membership meeting has the potential for a much higher number of participants, as is experienced in almost every group that has gone this route.  The meeting needs to be advertised at least a month in advance to the general membership as well as more broadly.  It is best if it does not happen at the same time as midwinter (again due to conflicts in schedules.  Leslie will email options to the group.
