Sherman Clark asked whether LC is considering making changes to headings for Native Americans similar to those being made to the Sears List. Janis Young responded that there is currently no plan to change the headings, but she would take the issue back to LC for further discussion.

David Miller asked whether the revision to the classification span for the Iraq War would be made available as a separate document. Young replied that it is available to SACO members, but she will be looking into further distribution. Joseph Miller asked if any of the African sheet maps being cataloged had been digitized. Young was not aware if any had been. Sherman Clarke asked for more information on the LCSH in SKOS project, especially how the subject suggester function would work. Young said it would probably be based on word frequency rather than linguistic analysis. After the Midwinter Meeting, Young sent further information to the SAC email list, saying that “it will probably use a combination of frequency analysis (how many times a word appears in a document) and linguistic analysis (how the word is used, where in the document it appears, etc.). The HIVE project is doing something similar. See http://karya.nescent.org:9090/home.html for information on the HIVE project. Information on this type of analysis can be found on the Internet by a search on the phrase ‘automated metadata extraction’”. Joudrey asked Young to talk more about the SKOS project during her section of the Monday meeting as well.

Jimmie Lundgren asked if the African sheet map cataloging project would use collection level records or item level. Young thought they were probably doing collection level records. Stephen Hearn asked, regarding the project to add geographic coordinates to authority records, if they had decided on using bounded box or specific location coordinates. Young said no decision had been made, but that they mainly used whatever was in GeoNet. Hearn noted that the validation record project and the cartography project to add the “Maps” subdivision can cause problems in his institution’s ILS and that a lot of lead time is needed to prepare for such changes. Young assured SAC that there would be 4-6 weeks warning before they released the new subdivision authority records. Another question was whether LC would be going below the 20 instances limit for creating validation records. Young said that 20 is being used as the review limit, with fewer than 20 instances of a subject string getting human review before creating the validation record. She added that there is another project to manually crawl through the LC database to check all subdivisions, but that this is a very slow process. LC is still deciding whether to make validation records for children’s subject headings.

2.1 Welcome and introduction of members and guests

2.2 Update on MARBI (Stephen Hearn)

[SAC10-MID/14]

Regarding Proposal No. 2010-01, Hearn noted that MARBI decided not to make Form of Item “s” obsolete. Proposal No. 2010-04 from his report had passed. In addition, Proposal No. 2010-05 passed, and Hearn expects further work to be done with subfield $3 of the 034 field in the future. Discussion Paper No. 2010-DP02 involved encoding URIs for controlled values in MARC records. The use of subfield $0 for URIs was well received, but it is less clear what to do for subject heading strings. Discussion Paper No. 2010-DP03 was amended to exclude the International Standard Text Code (ISTC) from discussion, but proceeded for the International Standard Name Identifier (ISNI). Debate centered around the format for subfield $0 in field 024.

Ed O'Neill asked if there had been any discussion of using the number from the Virtual International Authority File (VIAF) in the ISNI. Hearn said the discussion had centered on a narrower definition. O'Neill noted that it seems wise to use this paper as a model for other identifiers, which will probably proliferate.

2.3 Report of the SAC Subcommittee on Genre-Form Implementation (Patricia Dragon)

The Subcommittee discussed the continued use of second indicator 0 in 655 fields to indicate that the genre/form term had been derived from LCSH. Since LC sees the genre/form headings as a separate thesaurus, should the indicator be different? Members expressed strong opinions on both sides; and the discussion will continue online. Janis Young consulted with the Subcommittee about revising the hierarchy for the moving image and television program genre/form headings, which is a proposal on the Library of Congress genre/form website http://www.loc.gov/catdir/cpso/genreformgeneral.html. The Subcommittee will write a formal response. There was much discussion over the use of the overarching terms “Fiction” and “Non-fiction”, with several members expressing strong philosophical arguments for and against their use. The Subcommittee also addressed old business left over from Annual 2009, including the use of geographic ethnicity and language qualifiers for genre/form headings. Another item of old business concerned which form/genre subheadings should be established as separate form/genre headings and which could be cancelled.

Report on SACO at Large meeting (John Mitchell)

The meeting featured a presentation by Andrew Paige on a new online course for cataloging cartographic materials. At present, the online course that was demonstrated at the presentation is password-protected and only available from Penn State servers, so the SACO website will provide a synthesis of the presentation. In addition, Paul Frank talked about the 50,000th subject heading proposal made through the SACO program. Janis Young talked about the changes proposed for the subject heading “Cookery,” and related headings. Gary Strawn is working on a display of narrower terms to be generated programmatically within Voyager library systems.

Stephen Hearn asked for clarification whether there had been 50,000 subject headings proposed, or 50,000 approved. Mitchell thought it was probably the former. A question from the audience asked for clarification whether Strawn's program was working on broader terms or narrower terms. Mitchell confirmed that it was narrower terms, since LC's ILS (Voyager) doesn't already display them.

2.6 Progress Report: Where is LC heading with LCSH? (Janis Young)

Janis Young noted that the full report would be on the LC website in a couple of weeks, once the LC managers have had the chance to look at it. Her presentation of the report would follow the outline she distributed for this meeting. She began by observing that the technology is not always available yet for some of the things the Policy and Standards Division (PSD) wants to do with LCSH; and that sometimes the data is not yet in a form that can be used by the existing technologies. She then described the various actions that are taking place to address the recommendations in the 2007 report “Library of Congress Subject Headings: Pre- vs. Post-Coordination and Related Issues”.

The last initiative Young described, involving increased access to the Subject Headings Manual (SHM) instruction sheets, was one she particularly wanted SAC to discuss. The instruction sheets were written for humans, not for computers, so they include many exceptions that would be difficult to convert into programming that could be machine-actionable. Many instruction sheets include several parts, with only one part applying to a particular subject heading. PSD is asking whether the instruction sheets should be rewritten to reduce exceptions and to parse them into identifiable parts. Would it be possible to find all the headings to which an instruction sheet applies, and how could a database search be written to find them? PSD is experimenting with pattern headings using H1158 (Materials) because there are few exceptions and the set of subject headings to which it applies is relatively small. Another PSD experiment involves writing a new instruction sheet for computer use, with few or no exceptions. The first instruction sheet they will attempt is “Topical Works about Moving Images”. Most of the applicable headings have already been identified through the genre/form projects. They will then apply the new instruction sheet programmatically to the subject authority records to see how it works. They would like to have SAC help them with a portion of this project.

Yael Mandelstam asked if LC has considered partnering with a digitized text provider, such as Google Books, to supply additional text for their metadata generation experiments. Young said she wasn't sure, but would find out. She later emailed the SAC list that LC has been talking to mass digitization projects about using their digital texts for the experiment.

Adam Schiff asked about having validation headings created for geographic region or metropolitan area subheadings (e.g., Puget Sound Region). These subheadings do not yet validate in OCLC Connexion. Young said she would propose this as a next step in the validation heading creation project. She added that, though it would not solve this particular problem, the project to add 072 fields to subject authority records would help validation routines verify that subheadings are correctly attached to a main heading in addition to verifying that the text of the subheading is correct.

John Mitchell asked if, in the initiative to add 072 fields to subject authority records, they would be looking at seemingly valid strings that conflict with existing subject headings. As an example, “Children” is a class of persons, and the subheading “Abuse” is allowed under classes of persons, but the string “Children—Abuse” is invalid. The correct heading would be “Child abuse”. Young said she would find out, since that issue had not come up yet. In theory, the authority record for “Child abuse” would have a Used For (UF) reference for “Children—Abuse”, but it isn't certain if the software has been set up to recognize such UFs and drop the invalid strings.

Paul Weiss asked, regarding adding LCC classification numbers to subject authority records in 053 fields, whether they would reconsider the current restriction to numbers explicitly expressed in the LCC schedules. Young thought PSD might in future, but for now it would be too difficult to maintain. Weiss observed that he would prefer to have more automatically generated guidance available even if there's the chance that a small percentage could be wrong. He would like to see a culture change that would accept a lack of perfection. Young noted, regarding the need to accept a lack of perfection, that LCC and LCSH are controlled vocabularies and need to be as correct as possible, knowing that the application of them in bibliographic records will be prone to error. Another audience member observed that a subject heading could fall into more than one class number. Young agreed, and noted that some authority records give the alternatives, where there are only a few. Yael Mandelstam offered the example of “Constitutional law”, which could be used with many subject headings; but the class number would be based on the jurisdiction, and may need to be built from tables. It would be a challenge to provide 053s for all of the options. A member of the audience pointed out that we need to think about whether the 053s are intended primarily as guides to the cataloger, or as links between two different controlled vocabularies (LCSH and LCC). Another noted that it could be possible, with the “Constitutional law” example, to provide class numbers in the validation records that include the jurisdiction. Young said that 053s are not being added to validation records, but that that would be where such a number could be placed.

John Mitchell asked, regarding the project to add subject headings automatically based on machine-readable text, whether the language of the texts were anything other than American English. Young said the Stanford project is limited to English language texts, but could include any variants of English. LC’s collection would, of course, include any number of languages, though LCSH is in English. She notes that the software would have to both identify important terms within the text in other languages, and translate them into American English to find a match in LCSH, which would involve many degrees of separation.

Jimmie Lundgren asked, if a proposed subject heading had more than one LCC class number possible, would the SACO member proposing the heading have to add all numbers. Young answered that they would only need to add the LCC number they are using. However LC does attempt to add all class numbers that apply.

Scott Opasik asked what kind of user-generated metadata is being added to images on LC’s Flickr account. Young said people are adding summaries, added entries, and clarifications. LC has already received some very useful information from knowledgeable users. A member of the audience followed up by noting that the Flickr project builds on bibliographic records, and other LC social metadata projects seem to focus on enhancing subject authority records. He wondered if these projects would extend to bibliographic records [in the LC catalog]. Young said that the Inspector General for LC directed them to develop guidelines for what tags and other social data can be added to LC records, and what to do about inappropriate data. In addition, the LC catalog is behind a firewall, so direct tagging would not be available to users. It was suggested that LC might work with OCLC to allow comments to be added to LC records, but not directly in the LC catalog. Young said she would take that suggestion back to LC.

Open discussion
Daniel Joudrey began the discussion with an opportunity to respond to the previous report from Janis Young. He asked if PSD has any thoughts to do a wholesale review of the SHM to simplify it beyond the needs of computer use. Young said they haven’t discussed it but, as part of their work with the Airlie House Guidelines, they are reviewing subdivisions for possible combination, cancellation, or changes in wording. This topic is one that she would like to discuss with SAC. LC probably could not attempt a wholesale review with their current staff restrictions, but she will take the suggestion back to LC. Joudrey observed that the SHM is confusing and difficult to teach to students and new catalogers; and it's worth considering whether either LC or SAC could work on such a review. Adam Schiff noted that it would be helpful if catalogers could link from authority records in OCLC Connexion to the class schedules and the SHM instruction sheets.

Joudrey asked if there were any concerns in the library communities if XML Datastore becomes the new OPAC interface for LC. Members and guests commented that it was a positive development; however the Voyager OPAC is widely used by catalogers and cataloging students. It would be best if both interfaces remain available, or at least make it possible to limit searches in Datastore to the OPAC. Young responded that the Voyager OPAC will still be available, at least for this year. However, if any changes were to be made it would be a management decision. Stephen Hearn stressed the value of being able to browse the catalog, especially for subject strings. Others agreed, saying that even though most catalog users might not use browse functionality, catalogers find it essential for their work. Paul Weiss clarified that the functionality of the data for cataloging guidance was the concern, not the interface that displays the data.

Joudrey then asked what kind of help LC would like to receive from SAC. Young proposed that SAC help them deal with H1095. Some ideas include: removing all non-free-floating subdivisions, categorizing subdivisions by what type of headings they are allowed to be used under, identify subdvisions that could be included in new pattern headings, identify subdivisions that are so close in meaning that they could be combined, remove or rename some subdivisions. This project would be a good one for LC to hand over to SAC so they can benefit from the combined knowledge of the committee. There would be about 500 subdivision headings in H1095 to look at, which should be manageable for SAC. SAC would need to identify and separate the genre/form subheadings, since the SAC Subcommittee on Genre-Form Implementation is already looking at those found in H1095 and elsewhere. The data from H1095 should be electronically available in a form that can be parsed into a spreadsheet that can be manipulated and annotated with decisions. Joudrey wrapped up the discussion by taking a straw-poll of the members to find out if there is interest in having SAC participate in this effort. The members agreed that SAC is interested; and Joudrey will form a working group and work with Young to get the data needed.

Joudrey opened the floor for other open discussion topics. Adam Schiff asked about creating new pattern headings, specifically for fisheries, so individual headings don’t need to be proposed each time. Stephen Hearn commented that some of the automation made possible by the projects Young presented earlier might make editorial decisions to establish pattern headings no longer necessary. In the meantime, Young said she would take Schiff’s question back to PSD. John Mitchell added that in February 2008 he submitted a proposal to establish a new pattern heading for microorganisms. The proposal would have involved changing over 200 authority records and thousands of bibliographic records. The decision from CPSO at the time was not to establish any new pattern headings. He noted that all his documentation from that proposal is available if PSD wants to revisit that decision. His opinion is that a new pattern heading for fisheries should not be established. Paul Weiss spoke in support of Schiff’s proposal, saying that the availability of automation could make such changes more feasible. Young added that the decision against creating any new pattern headings was made before the project to add 072s and similar efforts were planned.

New business

2.9.1
SAC Task Force to respond to On The Record’s LCSH recommendations?
After Midwinter 2009, David Miller wrote a document for SAC, which provided an inventory of SAC initiatives of interest to the ALCTS Task Force on Optimizing LC Subject Headings for Use and Reuse. This document was in response to the task force seeking SAC’s ideas for identifying where activity in the area of subject heading use and reuse could take place within ALCTS, and what partnerships might be formed. Some discussion of Miller’s report took place on the SAC email list after the 2009 Annual conference. Much of that discussion centered around questions about SAC’s role in LCSH, since the committee does not govern it.

Daniel Joudrey led a discussion to determine whether there is interest within SAC to form a working group to address some of the issues that have come up. He began the discussion by asking whether members think SAC should formally request that LC consult SAC about LCSH changes. Stephen Hearn responded that LC will retain the right to do what it wants with LCSH, and that they already ask for SAC’s input. Requesting that SAC serve as a gatekeeper would not be appropriate. John Mitchell agreed, and added that LC has learned from its mistake with their series authority records decision, and are now more active in consulting affected communities. However the ultimate responsibility for LC’s policies will remain within LC. Scott Opasik observed that the number and frequency of changes could be prohibitive for consulting on everything, and a line would need to be drawn to decide which proposed changes should go out for consultation. Joudrey clarified that the suggestion to make the formal request didn’t go as far as to work out such details. He added that he thought LC already sees SAC as a consulting body. Mitchell noted that Janis Young’s appearance before SAC today, requesting its assistance is evidence of that relationship. Yael Mandelstam added that LC’s work with outside communities on genre/form headings is further evidence of their increased openness to serious collaboration. The consensus of the members was that no formal request to LC is needed.

Another issue brought up was whether SAC should create and monitor a wishlist of desired changes to LCSH. Adam Schiff noted that SAC’s charge includes other subject vocabularies and forms of subject analysis, so a detailed focus on LCSH would not be appropriate. David Miller added that certain subject headings, such as “Cookery,” tend to come into the spotlight within the cataloging community. Lori Robare noted that some subject headings, which are complicated and difficult to explain, come up over and over again when teaching LCSH. Maybe SAC could address these kinds of issues, which could also help in its effort to simplify the system and making it easier to learn. Mitchell proposed that perhaps the PCC program would be better for considering major changes to LCSH, since it includes wide representation of institutions that contribute to LCSH. It was agreed that it would be better for SAC to keep track of general issues in subject analysis rather than specific subject terms targeted for change. Joudrey wasn’t sure which approach was intended by the person who originally proposed the idea, but he thought that the former approach, including projects like working on the SHM, was more along the lines of what SAC might consider. Sherman Clarke noted that proposals for new models, such as those brought up by Adam Schiff earlier, could be addressed as part of such an initiative.

Another proposal was that SAC sponsor a program or invite speakers to its meetings. Diane Vizine-Goetz (OCLC) was suggested as someone who could speak about vocabulary and thesauri linkages. Joudrey asked for thoughts about SAC planning a program or inviting speakers. Ed O’Neill affirmed that Vizine-Goetz would be an excellent choice, and thought that inviting key people to speak about their ideas on thesauri and vocabularies would be a better approach for SAC to take at first. The members generally agreed that inviting speakers would be a good idea. Any program would have to be for Annual 2011 or later, since the program cycle is long.

Other suggestions for programs were discussed. Exploring faceting in the current environment will be discussed as the next agenda item. The suggestion that SAC encourage research in LCSH, and controlled vocabularies in general, would fit in with ALCTS’ declaration that 2010 be the “Year of Cataloging Research”. It was specifically suggested that SAC call attention to Lois Chan’s recent article in Cataloging & Classification Quarterly on approaching LCSH by separating source vocabulary from application of the vocabulary. Ed O’Neill proposed that SAC generalize this last suggestion by calling attention to outstanding research in cataloging and classification to give recognition to researchers and to encourage further research. Scott Opasik suggested that SAC use time within one of its scheduled meetings for speakers, if not for a program.

Another suggestion, brought up earlier by Yael Mandelstam, was that SAC look into the possibilities for creating customized topical thesauri automatically from larger lists, which was also mentioned in the On the Record recommendations. Joudrey noted that pulling out the genre/form terms for music and law headings had provided some experience in doing this. Mandelstam talked about the difficulty of extracting legal headings from LCSH during their project. She thought establishing some kind of fixed field or other code to tag headings as being of interest to a specific topical thesaurus might be feasible. Perhaps the 072 and 053 headings would help, but would not be completely effective for this purpose. Stephen Hearn suggested that the possible subsets could be unlimited, and that perhaps user-contributed data from interested parties would be a better way to tag headings than a formal MARC code. Ed O’Neill agreed that such an approach could work better to accommodate the various permutations being discussed.

The last suggested topic for a program or invited speakers was the usefulness of SKOS for subject authority data and future directions in subject access. Lori Robare suggested that time-sensitive topics such as these might be offered by SAC to interest groups seeking a discussion theme, rather than putting them off until a SAC-sponsored program could be put together. David Miller noted that SAC has in the past invited speakers to one of its scheduled meetings, and specially publicized that meeting. Joudrey proposed that, for Annual 2010, SAC complete as much reporting and other business as possible during the Sunday meeting, leaving the Monday meeting mostly free for invited speakers. One possible topic for that day would be the status of FRSAD.

In response to a question later on, Joudrey clarified that the above discussion of programs and other initiatives was in place of forming a SAC task force devoted to responding to the report.
2.9.2 Faceting Task Force?
Members discussed whether SAC should form a Faceting Task Force to look at how faceting is defined, now that use of the term is proliferating and becoming less precise. The idea to address questions about faceting was originally proposed on the SAC email list by Stephen Hearn. Members agreed that SAC should explore these questions. Joudrey offered that he could have a graduate student do a preliminary literature search to find out how the term faceting is being used in the published literature, though its use outside of formal publications may be of more interest. It was suggested that Hearn’s ideas for the exploration be sought before forming a group, since he was not able to be present for this portion of the discussion.

e-Handouts for Annual?

Joudrey asked SAC members and guests whether there was support for SAC switching to using e-handouts to distribute reports and other documents, rather than bringing paper copies for everyone. No one present objected to this proposal. Joudrey also noted that ALA is encouraging the use of ALA Connect instead of the ALA website for committee minutes and other information. As a result, very little information is being allowed on the committee pages within the website. There was a general consensus to accept the SAC interns’ offer to lead the effort to use ALA Connect more for communication and document distribution.

The Sears List of Subject Headings is now available on WilsonWeb with a unique interface developed for the cataloger or other user of subject authority records. To keep things simple, when a word or phrase is searched, the records retrieved are ranked by relevance. A direct hit on a subject heading comes to the top, followed by that heading with subdivisions, then by the heading used as a subdivision, then by the word in a scope note or general reference. A “Use For” term takes you directly to the established heading or headings for which it is a reference. The authority record on the screen looks very much as it does in the book, with broader, narrower, and related terms clearly labeled. All established terms are hyperlinked. A Browse display shows all the established headings and “Use For” references together in one alphabet, also hyperlinked. Every subject record has a link to a MARC display, and the front matter to the 19th edition, including the Principles of the Sears List, and the entirety of the 17th and 18th editions of the Sears List are available by way of links to PDF pages.

2009 Update to the 19th edition

The second (2009) update to the 19th edition of the Sears List of Subject Headings was made available to our electronic users in MARC21 authority format in October of 2009. All the new headings added to both the 2008 and the 2009 updates are included in the Sears database on the Web and will be included in the 20th edition of the Sears List, which will be published in June 2010.

A Proposal for headings relating to India

It has now been ten years since all the headings for Indians, Indians of North America, Indians of Mexico, Indians of Central America, Indians of South America, etc., were cancelled and replaced by the single heading Native Americans, which can be subdivided by any geographically entity. The response to this change among our users has been universally favorable.

We feel now that the time has come to address the matter of India in some rational way. Given that the confusions between Indians and Indians goes back some five hundred years, we do not intend to rewrite the English language, but only to rewrite the way books are cataloged. 

The Sears List is widely used in India and in many other countries where India is given more attention than the native peoples of North and South America. In the interest of international application and linguistic conformity around the English-speaking world, we propose applying the term Indians to the people of India and the adjective Indian to things relating to India and its people, history, culture, etc. The attached pages list most of the headings we are proposing for the Sears List and a pattern for the establishment of further headings as needed. Please look at this proposal and get in touch with me if you have any thoughts, suggestions, or objections that could be useful to us in this development. We are also soliciting responses from librarians in India.

It consists of information about all Library service units, divisions, and offices, and covers initiatives undertaken since the ALA’s Annual Conference in Chicago, Illinois, in July 2010.

GENERAL

LC Booth.  The LC Exhibit Booth is no. 2238 in the Boston Convention and Exhibition Center, Halls A and B, 415 Summer St., Boston, Mass. A complete schedule of booth theater presentations is available on the LC at ALA Midwinter Meeting web site, http://www.loc.gov/ala.

ERMS Interface.  The OPAC component of the Library of Congress Electronic Resources Management System is currently available in beta version on LC reading room public computers. This is a full‑fledged Integrated Interfaces Inc. public access catalog for electronic resources at the Library of Congress. Preparations are underway for a full public launch of the system to both on-site and remote users.  The beta version will be available to on-site users until that time. 

Automated Call Slips.  In 2009 LC implemented automated call slips. Researchers can now request general collection titles online rather than by completing a paper call slip.

Lending of Playaways.  LC has expanded services to Congressional patrons by adding Playaway digital audio books to the selection of formats available for loan and will soon begin a pilot project to lend e-readers to the same patrons.  

Talking Books.  In 2009, the National Library Service for the Blind and Physically Handicapped (NLS) issued digital talking-book players and audiobooks on flash-memory cartridges in newly designed mailing containers to libraries around the country for distribution to patrons. Not only does this digital technology offer new spoken-word accessibility opportunities, but it represents a state-of-the-art technological achievement and innovation for the Library of Congress.


In September NLS distributed 150 duplication fixtures to network libraries to support local duplication of digital talking books. This equipment serves as an interface between duplication equipment and the uniquely shaped NLS digital cartridges purchased by libraries. Further distribution will be made upon request as network libraries transition their programs to the digital talking-book system.

Preservation Week.  To educate and collaborate with library and information professionals, LC preservation staff developed, with ALA/ALCTS, a new annual initiative, “Preservation Week.”  The first Preservation Week will be held May 9-15, 2010.  Preservation Week will increase public knowledge of libraries’ roles in connecting people to preservation information and expertise, through events created by individual libraries to emphasize the close relationships among personal, family, community, and public collections and their preservation.  

Digitization of Law Materials.  Jolande Goldberg, law classification specialist, is active in a project to increase online access to law materials.  This year collaboration began between LC and the Law Library Microform/digital Consortium (LLMDC) on a cooperative scanning project.  The parties agreed on the types of materials that would be included, and Dr. Goldberg selected approximately 3,000 titles from the LC collections (classing in the span E51-E99), including laws, treaties, and other law-related works for all of the indigenous peoples of the Americas.  Another collaborative project, with a tie-in with LCCMDC for metadata, is the upcoming law digital project with the National Diet Library of Japan, with selected items scanned by Internet Archives.

GENERAL CATALOGING

PSD Outreach to Spanish-Speaking Librarians.  In August 2009 Barbara Tillett presented a videoconference in Spanish on the antecedents of the current cataloging rules and a behind-the-scenes look at the development of RDA.  The videoconference was viewed throughout Chile and is available as a webcast at http://www.loc.gov/today/cyberlc/feature_wdesc.php?rec=4736.  A workshop module is planned based on this presentation is being planned.


PSD has also made Spanish language files for use in presentations of information on FRBR and FRAD available at http://www.loc.gov/catdir/cpso/frbryfrad/frbryfrad.html/.  The content was translated from the IFLA reports and developed for use in a workshop setting or as informational presentations by Graciela Spedalieri, a librarian employed at the Information Center at the U.S. Embassy in Buenos Aires.  The goal is to support the dissemination of information on these conceptual models to the Latin American library community, especially those that do not have library science schools. 


In the area of subject cataloging, the Biblioteca Nacional de España collaborated with PSD to translate the FAQ on genre/form headings, which is available at http://www.loc.gov/catdir/cpso/genre_form_faq_spanish.html.  “Preguntas frecuentes (FAQ) sobre los términos género/forma de la Library of Congress” does not signal that LC will begin to issue genre/form headings in Spanish anytime soon, but it explains the background, the decisions taken as well as the policies and procedures for assigning the headings.

Cataloger’s Desktop 3.0.  Cataloger’s Desktop 3.0 is now available and is a major modernization of the popular web-based subscription service. It is LC’s integrated, online documentation service and includes the most important cataloging and metadata resources. The service now features a significantly enhanced bibliographic web-based toolbox and currently includes resources in ten languages from over a dozen countries. The user interface is provided in English, French, German, and Spanish.


Navigation in Desktop 3.0 incorporates fuzzy matching, finding/excluding similar resources, dynamic and facetted drill-downs, contextual analysis, search relevancy, remembering search histories, query federation, and a search engine that adapts to a user’s search behavior. 


To help users optimize their use of Cataloger’s Desktop 3.0, a battery of learning aids and practical tips have been developed. This includes a series of webinars in both English and Spanish, free online training files, PowerPoint presentations, and “at-a-glance” how-to handouts. Additional information is available from the Cataloger’s Desktop website at www.loc.gov/cds/desktop.

Cataloging of African Sheet Maps. The Library of Congress has received a Cataloging Hidden Special Collections and Archives grant from the Council on Library and Information Resources (CLIR) to support a project that will catalog 125,000 sheet maps of Africa. The catalog records will include geographic coordinates for each map that will permit geographic searching of the catalog records, and enhanced data will make it possible to view the coverage area of individual sheet maps using geographical browsers such as Google Earth. The grant program is made possible by funding from The Andrew W. Mellon Foundation. The project began with the cataloging of 1,800 sets of maps from the 19th century to the present.  An unexpected challenge arose from the discovery that about 22 percent of the maps lacked coordinate information; the cataloging team has to research or determine coordinates through indirect methods. By December 2, 2009, 1,635 bibliographic records had been completed, providing access to 36,326 map sheets.

Free Access to Publications.  All back issues of Cataloging Service Bulletin (Nos. 1-123) are available at http://www.loc.gov/cds/freepdf.html. Also available at the same site are the latest updates to the following publications as they are published: Library of Congress Rule Interpretations, Subject Headings Manual, CONSER Cataloging Manual, CONSER Cataloging Manual, Descriptive Cataloging Manual, and updates to MARC 21 format documentation.

DESCRIPTIVE CATALOGING

Review of LCRIs.  Each of the 545 existing LCRIs has been reevaluated in the context of the RDA Test in 2010, taking into account the recommendations of the PCC LCRI/RDA Task Force’s report on the disposition of the current interpretations.  PSD has decided that approximately 125 will be retained and revised as annotations for RDA instructions and will be used during the RDA Test.  Most are narrow in scope and will need to be consulted by only some of the testers.


The main categories being retained and revised include guidance and instruction on:

· Pre-cataloging decisions (e.g. monograph v. serial)

· Corporate body status (e.g. concentration camps, libraries, printers);

· CIP practices;
· Names of places (RDA chapter 16 for places is not yet complete);
· Musical works and legal works (not all needed revisions have yet been incorporated in RDA); and,

· Areas for which instructions were developed with other constituencies (e.g. named works of art, American Indian tribes, manuscript repositories).

Those categories being cancelled include:

· Historical information or explanation of past practice;

· Directions for evaluating/updating headings for transition to AACR2; and,

· Instructions for situations where cataloger’s judgment should be applied.

Further revision will be considered after those participating in the RDA Test have given their feedback on the need for and usefulness of this documentation.
Non-Latin Reference Pre-population Project. PSD hopes to announce soon a process by which catalogers that have been examining the non-Latin script references added to name authority records since 2008 can contribute to the development of policies and practices for the future, such as the issues raised in the white paper on non-Latin script references in name authority records, http://www.loc.gov/catdir/cpso/nonlatin_whitepaper.html.

Geographic Coordinates in Authority Records.  Since August 2009 NACO participants have been able to supply geographic coordinates in the 034 field (Coded Cartographic Mathematical Data) of name authority records for geographic name headings (tag 151).  LC is also collaborating with OCLC to harvest geographic coordinate data collected by OCLC that may be used to pre-populate existing name authority records for jurisdictions.  Specifications for the project are still being developed, and it is hoped that coordinates will be added early in 2010.  LC is also evaluating projects to add coordinates to selected subject authority records.

VIAF and NACO.  The Virtual International Authority File (VIAF) is available at http://viaf.org for PCC catalogers to use as a reference source to identify persons and resolve conflicts and disambiguate personal names.  Useful information found in VIAF may be used and should be justified in a 670 citation.  All information should be used in accordance with AACR2, the LCRIs, and current NACO policies.  Examples of VIAF citations will be added to the Descriptive Cataloging Manual (DCM) Z1, 670 section in the next update.

ONIX Data Reuse in CIP Records.  This project to test the reuse of ONIX data in CIP records began in June 2009 and was a direct outgrowth of the Report of The Library of Congress Working Group on the Future of Bibliographic Control, On the Record, specifically “Section 1.1, Eliminate Redundancies.”  The initial test involved ONIX data from Cambridge University Press and Wiley, and later also included Harper Collins imprints.  The test examined:

· The availability of ONIX data for items in the CIP stream;

· The usefulness of the data in cataloging;

· Any problems or unexpected results from converting the data from ONIX to MARC;

· Changes that would be needed to the CIP workflow; and,

· What additional information can be extracted from the ONIX data that would not normally be provided in MARC records.


The test results indicated that when the records received from the publishers were accurate, the new ONIX/MARC conversion process was twice as fast as the former TCEC process. In some cases, however, the publisher records were missing too many key data elements to be useful and actually took longer to process using the converter. In order to evaluate more data, the ONIX/MARC Conversion Committee added the imprints of Palgrave Macmillan and Oxford University Press to the pilot. If the results continue to prove successful, we hope to take the project out of pilot and implement it more broadly for ECIP processing.

BIBCO Standard Record.  The Program for Cooperative Cataloging (PCC) Policy Committee at its November 2009 meeting adopted the BIBCO Standard Record for printed books and announced a January 4, 2010 implementation date.  Implementation details and a newly revised FAQ are available from http://www.loc.gov/catdir/pcc/bibco/BSRAnnouncement.pdf.  The PCC is developing BIBCO Standard Records for future use in rare book and non-book formats.


LC will be implementing the BIBCO Standard Record for printed non-rare books in 2010, but a specific date has not yet been determined.  LC catalogers will supplement the BSR with additional elements in original cataloging records:

· All appropriate fixed field (tag 008) elements: to find records in faceted search systems, identify some types of resources, assist with user selection of materials, and process records;

· Geographic area codes (tag 043): to support standardized coding of hierarchical place names in newly-designed search systems at LC;

· Dimensions (tag 300$c): to support collection management activities; and,

· Bibliography note (tag 504): to assist researchers and reference staff in LC’s closed-stack environment.

ISSN Assignment. In August 2009, after more than a year of development, the first ISSN using Automated ISSN Register was assigned to the online version of Publishers Weekly, the magazine to which R.R. Bowker assigned the first ISSN in 1972. 


An important step towards implementation and use of the Linking ISSN in the United States occurred in August 2009 when OCLC implemented the subfields needed to record the Linking ISSN (022 $ l and 022 $ m) in the WorldCat database. The Linking ISSN is a mechanism to enable collocation of the medium-specific ISSN assigned to different medium versions of a serial. It is anticipated that U.S. policy regarding assignment and provision of Linking ISSN to U.S. publishers will be determined in fiscal 2010.

SUBJECT CATALOGING AND CLASSIFICATION

32nd Edition of LCSH.  The Cataloging Distribution Service (CDS) is preparing for the 32nd edition of LCSH, which should be available sometime in the first half of 2010.

Subject Headings Manual Update Package. Update Number 2 of 2009 was published in August and is available for purchase through the Cataloging Distribution Service (CDS).

Library of Congress Classification.  The 2009 edition of PB-PH (Modern European Languages) is available from CDS.

LCSH in SKOS.  The LCSH/SKOS terminology section of the Authorities & Vocabularies service (http://id.loc.gov) has undergone several developments over the past year:  

· Enhanced use statistics to evaluate the effectiveness of the service;

· Weekly updates;

· Access to deleted headings; and,

· A scope statement explicitly describing the contents of the product.  

     Enhancements to occur in the immediate future include: 

· Enhanced human search functions, including the non-preferred term search;

· Experiments to discover feasibility of a social tagging function in which users could suggest alternate terminology;

· Experiments in developing a “subject suggester” function; and,

· A redesign of the search results screen to display the “visualization.”


Longer-term goals include adding more vocabularies, including the Thesaurus of Graphic Materials (TGM); MARC geographic area codes, language codes and relator codes; and several additions in support of technical metadata standards, including preservation events and roles and cryptographic hash functions. 

Validation Records.  There are over 34,000 subject validation records as of December 2009.  They are being created at the rate of 500 a week, and PSD anticipates that the automatic generation of the records will be completed this year with an anticipated total of 70,000 to 80,000 records.  Special projects will then be initiated to evaluate discrete groups of subject headings and create validation records for those headings that are properly constructed.

Library of Congress Children’s Subject Headings.  PSD is currently investigating the feasibility of creating validation headings for children’s subject headings, which can be identified by a second indicator of “1” in the subject heading fields (6xx) in bibliographic records.  Unlike other validation records, those for children’s subject headings would be included in the print product (the Big Red Books).  A draft listing has been generated and is out for review to specified LC staff.  Every effort will be made to assure the list of headings will be those of most value in assigning subjects to or in researching library materials.  If the project is approved, topical headings would be added first.  Categories of headings that would not be included include those developed from name authority headings, headings created according to obsolete practices, headings that duplicate headings from the main LCSH volumes, and headings that appear in a limited number of bibliographic records.  Discussions are being held within the Library as to specific methods of enhancing the children’s subject headings section of the printed LCSH.  Input to the PSD email account policy@loc.gov from interested parties outside the Library is welcome.

Revision to Classification Span for the Iraq War.  The current classification span for the Iraq War, DS79.76-DS79.769, provides only seven numbers, which is insufficient for the volume of works being published.  The revised array provides specific numbers for individual countries’ participation, individual battles, regimental histories, personal narratives, and a “Special topics, A-Z” list, etc.  Because the space is tight in that area of the schedule some numbers are being reused for new purposes.  PSD plans to review existing bibliographic records and reclassify as necessary.

Reclassification of Law Materials.  The Law Section has now reclassified all of the legal treatises sent to it by the Law Library of Congress from the following geographic areas: Africa (English speaking countries); China; Latin American and Caribbean countries; Indian states; Philippines; and Hungary. Treatises sent by the Law Library from the following countries are in the process of being reclassed: Australia, Germany, Israel, Japan, Russia, and Spain.

Cookery/Cooking.  PSD would like to thank SAC for the thoughtful comments it provided in response to the two discussion papers on the revision of the Cookery headings.  The heading Cookery will be revised to Cooking and a scope note will be added explaining that the heading is to be used for food preparation with and without heat.  The word “cookery” will also be removed from headings wherever it appears, including in the heading for cooking with specific ingredients.  PSD considered three new heading formats for individual ingredients, Cooking—[Ingredient], Cooking with [ingredient], and [Ingredient]—Use in cooking.  The comments PSD received on these three options did not display a consensus, and while each option has advantages, each also has distinct disadvantages. Therefore, the form of the headings will not be revised; only the word “cookery” will be.  UFs in the forms [Ingredient]—Use in cooking and Cooking with [ingredient] will be added to each heading, to provide additional entry language.  PSD will also create a topical heading for cookbooks, as well as an identical genre/form heading.

Subject Heading Projects.  Since the Annual Conference PSD has undertaken several short-term projects to update subject headings and references, to bring them into alignment with current standards as defined by the Subject Headings Manual, or to modify outdated language.  Some examples are:

· The heading Cellular telephones was revised to the more commonly used phrase Cell phones; Domestics was updated to Household employees; Problem families was updated to Dysfunctional families; and Antenuptial agreements was changed to Prenuptial agreements. In each case, all of the related authority records and bibliographic records were updated.

· The project to revise headings with inverted religious qualifiers continued.  Since June 2009 headings with the qualifiers Coptic, Hindu, Islamic, Jaina, Jewish, Muslim, and Shinto have been updated.

· The heading Alaska Natives was approved; it may be used for works on the indigenous peoples of Alaska treated collectively.  Existing bibliographic records have been updated.

· The number of subject headings for Burmese history has been expanded, with the addition of several new headings for major kingdoms and periods.

· A broader term in the form [War]—Campaigns—[Place] has been added to headings for sieges that occurred as part of a war.  

· The heading Christianity and other religions will be revised to Christianity—Relations, to bring the treatment of this aspect of Christianity into alignment with the way it is treated for all other religions.

Cemeteries as Archaeological Sites.  M SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1any of the archaeological sites designated as cemeteries are prehistoric and therefore do not have formal names.  The generic term “cemetery” was included in the site name because of the nature of the excavation, or the site name was based on current features of the area, not on the actual name of a cemetery.  Archaeological sites designated as “cemeteries” should be established as Group 2 subject headings.

Classification Numbers in Subject Authority Records.  Over the next several months PSD will be adding classification numbers to all authority records for U.S. Civil War battles.  Additionally, established battles that are not explicitly included in the classification schedules will be added there.  This work is being done in preparation for the sesquicentennial of the war.

Instruction Sheet Numbers in Subject Authority Records.  PSD is beginning an experiment to add instruction sheet numbers to the authority records to which they are applicable.  Headings falling into the existing pattern “Materials” will be undertaken, and a new pattern will also be developed for topical works about moving images.  The results of the experiment will determine whether PSD will pursue the idea.

GENRE/FORM HEADINGS

Information on the genre/form projects, including the full texts of discussion papers, decisions, and an FAQ, can be found on PSD’s genre/form web page, http://www.loc.gov/catdir/cpso/genreformgeneral.html
FAQ Update.  The Frequently Asked Questions (FAQ) document was revised in November, 2009, and most of the updates were minor. 


The Biblioteca Nacional de España translated an earlier version of the FAQ into Spanish and provided a copy to PSD.  Ana Cristán of PSD revised it to include the November revisions, and it is now also posted online.  PSD warmly thanks the Biblioteca Nacional de España for its efforts.
Moving Image Project.  In May, 2009 PSD posted a discussion paper on the cancellation of the existing topical headings (MARC 21 tag 150) for forms and genres of video recordings.  After reviewing and discussing the comments received, PSD concluded the following:  

· The headings representing forms and genres of video recordings could be cancelled (accomplished on Weekly List 0950);

· The heading Video mini-series should be revised to Film mini-series and the heading Television mini-series should be retained (as opposed to cancelling both and making a general heading “Mini-series”) (accomplished on WL 9050);

· There should be genre/form headings for Internet videos, Podcasts, and Interactive videos, as well as one for Webisodes (accomplished on WL 0950 and 0951);

· The subdivisions –Video catalogs, --Video recordings for foreign speakers, –Video recordings for French, [Spanish, etc.] speakers, and –Film and video adaptations should be cancelled or revised (forthcoming).


PSD is currently inviting comment on its proposal to change the hierarchy of the moving image genre/form headings.  In short, headings would be explicitly placed into either the Fiction or Nonfiction hierarchy where appropriate.  The discussion paper, which is available on the genre/form web site, includes a list of all of the approved headings for television programs, and indicates the proposed broader, narrower, and related term relationships for each.  Comments may be sent to Janis Young at jayo@loc.gov through February 26, 2010.

Cartography Project.  In June, 2009 PSD posted a paper discussing the pros and cons of simplifying form subdivisions used for cartographic materials.  Those subdivisions consisting of an adjective and the word “maps” would be revised to remove the adjective (e.g. –Maps, Comparative would become –Maps).  The specific type of map would then be brought out with the genre/form heading.  The comments were generally positive, but there were concerns related to the limited search and display capabilities of many current ILSs; the need to undertake extensive bibliographic maintenance; and the need to implement the new genre/form headings before, or coincident with, the revised subdivisions.  PSD has decided to follow through with the proposal presented in the paper, in the belief that the concerns are short term (i.e., search and display capabilities and file maintenance) or could be remedied.  With regard to the latter, PSD will not revise the existing form subdivisions until the genre/form headings are in place.


PSD is currently making genre/form proposals for cartographic materials, and will also create proposals to revise existing topical headings to bring headings into natural language order where necessary.  It expects to approve the first group of cartographic genre/form headings in late spring or early summer, 2010.

Law Project.  In November 2009 the Classification and Subject Cataloging Policy Advisory Working Group of the American Association of Law Libraries presented PSD with its report, “Genre/Form Terms for Law Materials.”  LC policy specialists, law catalogers, and reference librarians have had an opportunity to review the report and make comments.  PSD will be conferring with the Working Group to resolve the substantive issues that have arisen and technical issues (e.g. the addition of inverted references where necessary) will be handled within PSD.  PSD will then input formal proposals, in hopes of approving the first group of law genre/form headings in summer, 2010.

Music Project.  PSD is continuing to collaborate with members of the Music Library Association (MLA) to deconstruct existing topical headings into their constituent genres and forms of music, and mediums of performance so the elements can be separately coded and searched.  LC policy specialists and catalogers are currently evaluating the recommendations made by MLA.  

Religion Project.  The American Theological Library Association (ATLA) is partnering with PSD to develop religion genre/form headings.  Janis Young will attend the ATLA conference in June to kick off the project.
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Dewey at ALA Midwinter

WebDewey 2.0 

Development is under way for the successor to the current WebDewey and Abridged WebDewey interface.  The new systems will include a modern, simple user interface; support for search, browse, number building, and personalization; a generic user interface script to support access to Dewey data in different languages, and access to different terminology sets; and local control over connection to OPACs plus display of comments, history of numbers, and hierarchy information.  OCLC has contracted with Pansoft, the Karlsruhe-based developer of the translation support software used by several Dewey translations, to develop the new system.
New Editorial Support System (ESS)

The fourth-generation Dewey Editorial Support System (ESS) was introduced recently.  The new ESS supports the development and maintenance of the DDC, “anytime” export of the DDC in a variety of formats to support a variety of services, publication of print editions, ingestion of mapped data, and eventual ingestion of translation data.  The system was developed by OCLC staff in Dublin, Ohio, and San Mateo, California.  

Earlier generations of the system used a proprietary format for data representation.  The new ESS uses the MARC 21 Format for Classification Data for schedule, table, and Manual data; and the MARC 21 Format for Authority Data for the Relative Index and mapped headings.  As part of our move to the new system, we have switched our distribution format from the ESS XML format to a MARCXML format. 

Under an agreement with OCLC, Pansoft has developed the print server for the new ESS. As part of that contract, Pansoft is currently converting the existing translation files supported by Pansoft to the new format, and implementing import/export of data in MARCXML in the translation support system. 
Dewey.info

In mid-August, we launched dewey.info (http://dewey.info), an experimental web service to explore the possibilities of applying linked data and semantic web principles to DDC data.  The DDC Summaries are available in ten languages as the initial data under the Creative Commons BY-NC-ND 3.0 license.  This license allows for noncommercial use and redistribution of the unmodified data.

Decimal Classification Editorial Policy Committee (EPC)

EPC held electronic Meeting 131A August 3-28, 2009, during which the committee addressed the use of the term “encompassing” in the DDC, plus minor issues in 400, 710, and 780.  

Meeting 132 was held November 16-17, 2009, at the Library of Congress.  EPC Chair Caroline Kent (British Library) was re-elected for a second two-year term as chair.

In Table 1 (Standard Subdivisions), EPC approved a proposal to recast T1—0286 Waste technology as T1—0286 Green technology (Environmental technology).  In Table 2 (Geographic Areas, Historical Periods, Persons), EPC gave provisional approval to the revision of Asia Minor and Turkey, and requested additional literary warrant information before approving the expansion for Switzerland.

EPC approved selected updates in the following schedules: 004-006 Computer science; 320 Political science; 361-365 Social problems and services; 390 Customs, etiquette, folklore; 400 Language; 569 Fossil mammals and 599 Mammals; 636 Animal husbandry; 646 Sewing, clothing; 690 Buildings; 720 Architecture; 800 Literature and rhetoric; and various historical periods in 900.  EPC also reviewed and approved the full schedules for 670 Manufacturing and 680 Manufacture of products for special uses.

Several discussion papers were considered by the committee.  One discussion paper addressed current and proposed practices related to representation and use of standard subdivisions with extended or narrowed meanings, and displaced standard subdivisions. Our investigation of such subdivisions was prompted by two streams of inquiry—a set of questions posed by a group of Dewey Section classifiers preparing training materials (Michael Cantlon, Carolyn Turner, and Ruby Woodard), and our ongoing review of practices related to the representation of standard subdivisions in add tables.  EPC approved the discussion paper on 281 Eastern churches for external review.  We are seeking advice immediately from the Arabic, Greek, and Russian translation teams; we will also be seeking advice from other experts in Orthodox Christianity.  Yvonne Jahns (Deutsche Nationalbibliothek), chair of the European DDC Users’ Group (EDUG) 340 Law Working Group, was a guest attendee at the meeting. She participated in the extensive discussion of various 340 Law discussion papers; the full 340 Law schedule will be considered at Meeting 133.  Yvonne also presented “20 years SWD: German subject authority data prepared for the future.”  EPC considered another set of discussion papers, including one from the EDUG 370 Education Working Group, focused on the 370 Education schedule.  EPC reviewed revised proposals for updates to 

372.3-372.8 Elementary education in specific subjects, and updates to levels of education in 372, 373, and 378.  The full 370 Education schedule will also be considered at Meeting 133.

EPC also heard progress reports on Dewey linked data, mixed translation models, and ongoing efforts to use machine assistance in the development of the abridged edition. 

EPC scheduled a follow-up electronic Meeting 132A (to be held February 1-26, 2010), during which the committee will review the Editorial Rules for standard subdivisions and corporate-body names with atypical punctuation; updates to T1—0284 Apparatus, equipment, materials and  T1—0288 Maintenance and repair; updates to the Table 2 provisions for Asia Minor, Turkey, and Switzerland; minor updates to clothing and fashion design; the updated history periods for Africa based on comments from outside reviewers; minor updates to animal husbandry and sports proposed by the Swedish translation team; and further work on the machine-assisted abridged model.  If necessary, we will split the meeting into two parts and schedule another electronic meeting, Meeting 132B, at a later date. 

Meeting 133, the last meeting to approve content for inclusion in the next print edition of the DDC (DDC 23), will be held at OCLC headquarters in Dublin, Ohio, June 16-18, 2010.  DDC 23 is scheduled to be published in early 2011; Abridged Edition 15 will be published in mid-2011.

Dewey around the World

Dewey Translators Meeting

OCLC hosted the annual Dewey Translators Meeting in conjunction with the World Library and Information Congress (75th IFLA General Conference and Assembly) in Milan on August 25, 2009.  The agenda included presentations on the UDC/DDC crosswalk developed by the Czech National Library for the purpose of collection assessment, the classification of photographs in the World Digital Library, Dewey research activities, and changes in the formats for the representation and distribution of the DDC. Arabic Full Edition


Dr. Sohair Wastawy (Bibliotheca Alexandrina) visited the Dewey Editorial Office at LC December 15, 2009, for discussions on the Arabic translation of the full DDC.  We reviewed the translation timetable, plus the latest version of the proposed expansion for Islam.  

Norwegian Full Edition

The National Library of Norway has decided to proceed with a Norwegian translation of the full edition of the DDC, to be published in a web-only version.  Previous Norwegian editions have been customized abridgments of the DDC.

Spanish Full Edition

Work has resumed on the new translation of the full edition of the DDC into Spanish. 

Swedish Mixed Full Edition
Ann Tobin, a member of the translation team at the National Library of Sweden, paid a working visit to the Dewey Editorial Office at LC November 30-December 4, 2009.  The Swedish translation will be a mixed one.  The Introduction, Glossary, and Tables 1-6 will be translated into Swedish.  The top levels of the schedules plus the full hierarchy of classes down to and including classes with a defined level of literary warrant will be translated into Swedish; the rest of the classes will be ingested directly into the translation as English-language records.  Manual records will be translated if associated with classes in Swedish; otherwise, they will be included in English.  The translation will be accompanied by separate indexes in Swedish and English.  During Ann’s visit, we reviewed the translation of the Introduction; Glossary; and Tables 1, 4, and 6.  We also discussed proposals and issues related to geographic areas, education, animal husbandry, sports, literature, and historical periods.  Additional topics of discussion included training, translation workflows, and WebDewey 2.0.

DDC Research Partners

In November 2009, OCLC signed a research agreement with Bielefeld University Library for use of the complete DDC data files in German and English in a DFG-funded project to enrich OAI metadata automatically with Dewey numbers in the BASE search engine (http://base.ub.uni-bielefeld.de/en/index.php), and to provide enhanced browsing and retrieval based on the enrichments.  The project combines approaches from computational linguistics, information science, and computer science. 

OCLC and Deutsche Nationalbibliothek (DNB) signed an agreement in December 2009 to facilitate DNB’s local stewardship of German DDC data (parts of which will be available under a Creative Commons BY-NC-ND 3.0 license) for display and redistribution.

Cataloging Correctly for Kids

Cataloging Correctly for Kids, 5th edition, is scheduled for publication by ALA Editions in summer 2010.  It will contain a new chapter, “Dewey Decimal Classification,” by Julianne Beall, assistant editor of the DDC.

Dewey Section at the Library of Congress

Dewey Section classifiers and others at LC assigned Dewey numbers to 62,784 titles during the period October 2008 – September 2009.  The comparable figure for October 2007 – September 2008 was 65,386 titles.

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Report of the Decimal Classification Editorial Policy Committee (EPC)

Meeting 132 of the Decimal Classification Editorial Policy Committee (EPC) was held November 16-17 at the Library of Congress. EPC Chair Caroline Kent (British Library) was re-elected for a second two-year term as chair. 

Prior to Meeting 132, EPC held electronic meeting 131A and approved these follow-up items to meeting 131: 

· Changes to the editorial rules for terms with variations in meaning.

· Updates to 710 Civic and landscape art

· Updates to the Music schedule relating to music and words

EPC approved several updates to the Dewey tables, including:

· In Table 1 (Standard Subdivisions), a proposal to recast T1—0286 Waste technology as  Green technology (Environmental technology).

· In Table 2 (Geographic Areas, Historical Periods, Persons), provisional approval to the revision of Asia Minor and Turkey. EPC requested additional literary warrant information before approving the expansion for Switzerland.

In the schedules, EPC approved updates in the following areas:

· 004-006 Computer science:
Several changes were approved that tied up loose ends from previous exhibits. In particular, the development of computer communications approved in Meeting 131 was restructured to contrast point-to-point (e.g., e-mail, IM) and broadcast (discussion groups) communications, and to provide for internet telephony.  The addition of Smartphones to the class-here note under handheld computing devices, and some changes to data file formats and error-correcting codes were also approved.

· 320 Political science:

Under 324.249406, Liberal parties of Switzerland, an addition was needed to the class-here note for a new party formed by the merger of several parties. At issue was the form of the name, which had not been established in any authority file.

· 390 Customs, etiquette, folklore

Revisions in Costume, eating and drinking to parallel (mostly) the recent changes in the 640 Home economics schedule

· 400 Language:

Changes in notes and indexing aimed at clarifying when works on the philosophy of language should be classed in Language (401) or in Philosophy (121.68), subject to further clarification of exactly what should go in 401.

· 569 Fossil mammals and 599 Mammals

Update of notation which had reflected an outdated taxonomy for the great apes.

· 636 Animal husbandry

A question from the Deutsche Nationalbibliothek about the term "German police dog" used for the German shepherd raised the more general question about dog breeds vs. dog functions, since police dogs (or guard dogs, or rescue dogs) are not necessarily of any specific breed. EPC approved an expansion and clarification of work animals generally and dogs in particular, distinguishing between dogs that do work of particular kinds and dogs that belong to breeds known as "working dogs." This also called for revisions to the schedule for Public safety (363), canine police services.

· 646 Sewing, clothing:

EPC approved changes to the structure and terminology of this schedule based on consultation with a subject expert.

· 670 Manufacturing and 680 Manufacture of products for special uses (full schedules): a number of changes were approved, including ripple effects from clothing construction changes.

· 690 Buildings/720 Architecture:

Updates to 690 Construction of buildings and 720 Architecture were approved, including expansions for portable and temporary buildings, buildings by shape. In Architecture there were also changes to Architecture and the environment to provide explicitly for Sustainable architecture and Green technology in architecture. Dual provisions in 720 and 721 were also eliminated.

· 800 Literature and rhetoric:

Some minor changes were approved, including provision for Figures of speech and Narration under Rhetoric and in the add table for use with specific literatures. Proofreading was moved from 686.2255 Typesetting to 808.027 Editorial techniques, since proofreading as a typesetting skill has been rendered obsolete by technological advances.

· Historical periods in the 900s:

New historical period notation for recent political administrations was approved for several countries in Central America, South America, and Central Europe.

Several discussion papers were considered by the committee. One discussion paper addressed current and proposed practices related to representation and use of standard subdivisions with extended or narrowed meanings, and displaced standard subdivisions. EPC approved the discussion paper on 281 Eastern churches for external review. EPC also considered discussion papers from the European DDC Users’ Group (EDUG) on 340 Law and 370 Education. The Law paper focused on EU law, the Education paper on subjects in elementary education and levels of education in an international context. The full schedules for 340 Law and 370 Education will be reviewed at meeting 133.

Yvonne Jahns (Deutsche Nationalbibliothek), chair of the European DDC Users’ Group (EDUG) 340 Law Working Group, was a guest attendee at the meeting. She participated in the discussion of various 340 Law discussion papers and presented a paper on the German subject authority file,“20 years SWD: German subject authority data prepared for the future."

EPC also heard progress reports on Dewey linked data, mixed translation models, and ongoing efforts to use machine assistance in the development of the abridged edition. There was also a preview of the forthcoming WebDewey 2.0, which will feature some nice interface enhancements.

EPC scheduled a follow-up electronic Meeting 132A (to be held February 1-26, 2010) to follow up on unresolved issues from meeting 132.  The committee will review the Editorial Rules for standard subdivisions; further work on the machine-assisted abridged model; updates to T1—0288 Maintenance and repair to address issues raised at Meeting 131; updates to the Table 2 provisions for Asia Minor, Turkey, and Switzerland; a possible expansion at 746.92 Costume (fashion design) to match similar provisions for clothing and accessories elsewhere; the updated history periods for Africa based on comments from outside reviewers; and minor updates proposed by the Swedish translation team. Meeting 133 will be held June 16-18, 2010, at OCLC headquarters in Dublin, Ohio.

Subject Access Subcommittee Report

ALA Midwinter 2010, Boston

The Subject Access Subcommittee of MLA’s Bibliographic Control Committee formed the MLA-BCC Genre/Form Task Force in March 2009.  The Task Force is charged with working with LC to establish the music portions of LC’s genre/form project.
In June, the task force presented LC with lists of LCSH music terminology (initially compiled by LC) which the task force reviewed and recommended as suitable or unsuitable for LC’s genre/form thesaurus.  This completed the first phase of the music genre project.  The task force also strongly stated our opinion that LC establish a separate medium of performance thesaurus as soon as possible.  To date, this is still under discussion.

The task force is now working on compiling new genre/form/medium terminology (not in LCSH) from various reference sources, focusing especially on terms from the New Grove Dictionary of Music and Musicians and from the 10 volume Garland Encyclopedia of World Music.  The purpose of this step is to supplement existing music genre/form/medium vocabulary and to identify new terms in the areas of world and popular music.  This portion of the project is taking more time than was expected, and it is now hoped that this step will be completed around the end of March when the annual MLA meeting will take place.

Questions that still need to be addressed for the music genre/form project include:  1) Dispensation of medium terms.  Will they be part of the genre/form thesaurus, a separate thesaurus, LCSH, or something else?  2) What are music genre/form/medium terms going to look like in bibliographic records?  How should they be treated in MARC?  

Discussing these questions and formulating plans for the next steps in the project will be the main agenda item for music genre/form meetings during the upcoming MLA annual meeting.

Report from the American Association of Law Libraries

The American Association of Law Libraries held its annual meeting in Washington, D.C. in July 2009. The 2010 Annual Meeting will be held in Denver in July. 

Genre/Form Terms for Law Materials 

Shortly before the annual meeting in D.C, the Classification and Subject Cataloging Policy Advisory Working Group (CSCP) released for comments a draft of Genre/Form Terms for Law Materials. While in D.C., several members of the law editorial group met with members of the Library of Congress Policy and Standards Division (PSD) to discuss both specific terms in the thesaurus and broader policy issues. Following are some of the more important resolutions concerning the relationship between LCSH 150/185 headings and 155 genre/form terms: 

· once 155 terms are established, the law editorial group will propose changes to scope notes of corresponding 150 headings currently used as form headings (e.g., “Law reviews” is mainly used as a form heading, so once it is established as a 155 term, the scope note in sh 91004810 will be limited to topical use only)

· inverted 150 headings will be changed to direct order to correspond to 155 terms (e.g., Bills, Legislative will be changed to Legislative bills)

· 155/150/185 headings would be carefully considered for harmonization. To aid in this process, the editorial group prepared a chart comparing 155 proposed terms with the corresponding 150/185 headings

· as it stands now, no cross-referencing will be made between 150/185 authorities and 155 authorities

Another important decision was to keep terms for law-related rare books and archival material in Genre/Form Terms for Law Materials. The editorial group later harmonized law genre/form terms, when possible, with the corresponding terms in Genre Terms: A Thesaurus for Use in Rare Book and Special Collections Cataloging (RBMS).

After reviewing the comments from the law community and from PSD, the editorial group went back to the drawing board and made the necessary revisions. The final draft, available at <http://www.aallnet.org/sis/tssis/committees/cataloging/classification/genreterms/genreformterms200910finaldraft.pdf>, was approved by the AALL Cataloging & Classification Committee in October 2009 and was sent to PSD.  

Classification of International Crimes

One of the interesting issues discussed at the CSCP meeting in D.C. was the classification of international crimes. While the International Criminal Court (ICC) is currently classed in KZ, the crimes are scattered throughout the K schedule and the schedules for individual jurisdictions. As this area of law develops and expands, it may make more sense to dedicate a section in KZ to both the ICC and the various international crimes (e.g., genocide, crimes against humanity, war crimes, aggression). PSD law specialist Jolande Goldberg will prepare a mockup of what the schedule might look like, and a group of law catalogers will evaluate the proposed arrangement in the context of their own collections.

The Cataloging Advisory Committee completed work on the subjects chapter of the guidelines for cataloging exhibition publications. It joins the chapters on notes and on title and statement of responsibility. All of the chapters are available without charge from the online publications page on the ARLIS/NA website: http://www.arlisna.org/pubs/onlinepubs/index.html

We are very excited that LC CDS is working on including these chapters as a single resource in Cataloger's Desktop. We hope very much that other catalogers will find them helpful. It is our particular hope that they will provide guidance for catalogers who do not deal with exhibition publications on a regular basis.

While we have heard sad stories from the Getty Center about cutbacks in reaction to lower endowment income, the Getty Vocabulary Program continues to report that they are working on the Cultural Object Name Authority (CONA). As I began to review MARBI proposals, I was struck by the potential applicability of Discussion Paper 2010-DP02 which deals with encoding URIs for controlled values. Object name authority might very well combine person and name data which in object records might be 100 and 240. In library records, these headings are more likely to be the subject of a work and would be X00 $a $t. This may not have any direct effect on SAC work but I hope you will keep it in mind as you hear discussions of object name authorities. Another model for work headings has been used in FAST, e.g., Titus Andronicus (Shakespeare, William); To the memory of my beloved, the author Mr. William Shakespeare (Jonson, Ben); William Shakespeare (Brandes, Georg Morris Cohen). While I wondered about this as we looked at it on the FAST subcommittee, it does obivate the 100/240 issue.
On a personal note, I gave a paper on how to describe "new" in LCSH art headings and used "new media" as my example. Some friendly agent at LC proposed "New media art" and it became part of LCSH in the middle of 2009. It wasn't me (040 DLC DLC) but I would like to take this opportunity to thank those at LC who make LCSH a community project. The first 670 cites a 2010 imprint and CIP so it may have been happy coincidence.

If you have any comments about this or other matters related to art cataloging, do not hesitate to ask. I will pass questions on to Cataloging Advisory Committee as warranted.

The Subcommittee met on Friday afternoon. The meeting began with introductions. Present were members Sherman Clarke, Stephen Hearn, Shannon Hoffman, John Maier, Ed O’Neill, and Jimmie Lundgren (chair); and guests Daniel Cromwell, Yael Mandelstam, Lois Chan, Michael Panzer, Rocki Strader, Bruce Trumble, Sarah Ricker, and Jane Greenberg. 

Shannon Hoffmann gave a report on her research project. She completed a literature search on what libraries are doing regarding search options in their OPAC’s. She reported that among academic libraries in the USA 86.59% either offered only keyword searching or offered it as the default or first option. Since this indicates that FAST is an effective subject methodology, she determined she would not need to do the users study she had planned.  

Ed O’Neill gave an update on the project. The development phase is now completed. The book FAST: Faceted Application of Subject Terminology, Principles and Application by Lois Chan and Ed O’Neill is being published by Libraries Unlimited and is expected to be available before the annual conference. Ed gave a very interesting demonstration of the FAST authority database. Since the convention center offered free internet service, he was able to show us how to search in the database, how to add geographic coordinates for those places for which it has not been possible to insert them automatically, and how to click to connect from the authority record into Googlemaps to show the location of the place in question. 102,487 records now have latitude and longitude. Efforts now focus on enrichment of FAST authority records with additional information and supporting different applications. Online demos are available at http://www.oclc.org/research/activities/researchworks.htm    It has been particularly advantageous in applications employing tag clouds. The FAST team is interested in finding more opportunities for collaboration and experimentation. The task group members are requested to input coordinates and to experiment in usage of FAST.

These counts have not changed significantly in the past year.  Some new headings were added and some duplicate headings were deleted but most of the activity focused on adding (1) geographic information, (2) references, and (3) links to LCSH authorities. While is still a brief time lag between FAST and LCSH, the lag has been reduced.  

The FAST database is available at http://fast.oclc.org. The indexing of the authority file has been extensively revised to support additional search options and new documentation on searching the FAST authority file is available on the FAST website.  The full FAST authority file can be licensed for non-commercial use.
The current research efforts are focused on (1) enriching the FAST authority records with addition information (2) supporting a variety of applications, both within OCLC and outside, that are using FAST (2) demonstrating the advantages that FAST offers as a fully enumerative faceted subject heading schema. OCLC Research has successfully used FAST in several projects including FictionFinder, Terminology Services, and WorldCat Identities.  Online demos on these projects are available at http://www.oclc.org/research/activities/researchworks.htm. FAST has been particularly advantageous in applications employing tag clouds. 

The FAST team continues to explore collaborative effects to improve FAST.   We are very interested in working with the community to further enhance FAST and are exploring the ways to allow the community to add and/or correct information in FAST records.  As a start, we are encouraging users to add geographic coordinates and feature type to FAST authorities.  The FAST database now includes a link in geographic authorities display to allow user input of the coordinates.  We are considering additional options for augmenting and/or correcting FAST authorities.

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IFLA Report to the Subject Analysis Committee

Activities of the Classification and Indexing Section

ALA Midwinter Meeting, January 2010

David Miller and Edward T. O'Neill
The Classification and Indexing Section Standing Committee held its customary two meetings at the 75th IFLA World Library and Information Congress in Milan, Italy. This was the first WLIC to adopt a shortened schedule, reduced by one day. In consequence, the second SC meeting was held during the Congress, as compared with the previous practice of holding the second meeting the day after the Congress. Jo-Anne Bélair (Bibliothèque de l'Université Laval, Québec) and Magdalena Svanberg (National Library of Sweden) were elected Chair and Secretary, respectively. Patrice Landry (Swiss National Library) and Leda Bultrini (ARPA Lazio, Rome) were thanked with deep appreciation for their work as former Chair and Secretary. The SC welcomed new members Thierry Bouchet (Bibliothèque nationale de France), Giuseppe Buizza (Bibloteca Queriniana, Brescia, Italy), Lynne Howarth (University of Toronto), Sandra Roe (Illinois State University), Jagtar Singh (Punjabi University, India), and Maja Žumer (University of Ljubljana, Slovenia).

The Classification and Indexing Section held a Satellite Meeting (or preconference) titled “Looking at the Past and Preparing for the Future” in Milan on August 20-21, co-sponsored by the Biblioteca Nazionale Centrale di Firenze. About fifty people attended the Satellite Meeting, fewer than were hoped for, but ultimately an acceptable number of attendees, considering the global economic crisis. Those in attendance participated actively in discussions, and agreed that the technical and logistical support for the meeting was quite good. It had been eight years since the previous Section satellite meeting, at OCLC in Dublin, Ohio, and the SC feels that the Section should not wait for this many years to pass before organizing the next one.

The Section’s main program in Milan was titled “Foundations to build future subject access”.  Two papers were presented: “Introducing FRSAD and Mapping with SKOS and other models”, prepared by Marcia Zeng (Kent State University) and Maja Žumer, “Subject indexing in Italy: recent advances and future perspectives”, by Anna Lucarelli, Federica Paradisi (Biblioteca Nazionale Centrale di Firenze, Florence, Italy) and Alberto Cheti (Research Group on Subject Indexing of the Italian Library (GRIS), Italy). Both papers are posted on the Congress website, accompanied by translations in Arabic, French, German, Russian and Spanish (http://www.ifla.org/annual-conference/ifla75/programme2009-en.php#thursday, Session 200). Although the program had been planned to include three papers, the extra time available for discussion was welcome.

The upcoming WLIC will be held in Gothenburg, Sweden, in August 2010. The Section will present a joint program with the Information Technology Section, with a focus on the Semantic Web.

The Working Group on Functional Requirements for Subject Authority Records held three meeting in Milan: while all were open to visitors, the third was specifically publicized as intended for open discussion. The first draft of the report, titled Functional Requirements for Subject Authority Data (FRSAD), was made available for public comment earlier in the summer. The deadline for public comments had passed prior to the Milan Congress, and in consequence, there was a great deal for the WG to discuss and prioritize.

Several developments have taken place since Milan: The Working Group had a meeting in September 2009 (four members met in Kent, Ohio, USA and the rest participated through teleconferencing).  All FRSAD draft report comments were reviewed by the chairs. The Working Group members further reviewed the revisions by the beginning of November, and changes to the structure of the report have been implemented. The final report will follow the layout and format used by the FRBR Final Report, as updated in 2008. Further reviews by the Working and Advisory Group members are expected in early 2010. The FRSAD draft and related documents are available at http://www.ifla.org/en/node/1297. 

The Working Group on Guidelines for Subject Access by National Bibliographic Agencies has had difficulty sustaining its work in recent years. Nevertheless, SC members agreed that the change of this WG is important and that it should be renewed. Yvonne Jahns (Deutsche Nationalbibliothek) agreed to chair this WG, and the group met once during the Congress to chart its course.  The goal of the Working Group is to publish a comprehensive indexing policy that would assist national bibliographic agencies providing appropriate subject access data in their bibliographies. The Guidelines for Subject Access by National Bibliographic Agencies will complete the work of the Bibliography Section's Guidelines for National Bibliographies in the Electronic Age (http://www.ifla.org/en/news/new-publication-national-bibliographies-in-the-digital-age-guidance-and-new-directions)..

In Milan, the WG decided to produce a draft for international review in summer 2010. The WG will build on the work done since 2004 and on the Bibliography Section's guidelines. Corresponding members from the Bibliography and Cataloguing Sections will assist with this project. The WG’s page, with contract information, is available at http://www.ifla.org/en/node/1707. 

IFLA has a new divisional structure, somewhat simplified, from eight former Divisions to five at present. In consequence, this was the final year for Division IV, Bibliographic Control. The four Bibliographic Control sections– Cataloguing, Classification &Indexing, Bibliography, and Knowledge Management – are now absorbed into the new and larger Division III, Library Services. Additionally, the IFLA Core Activity “IFLA-CDNL Alliance for Bibliographic Standards (ICABS)” is now renamed “IFLA-CDNL Alliance for Digital Strategies (ICADS),” with a correspondingly different focus. This has led to some concern that, in the new IFLA organization, there is no clear focal point for bibliographic control and standards. Standing Committee members discussed the need for ensuring that our concerns continue to have an appropriate voice within IFLA and potential strategies for achieving this.

Report on MARBI activity, ALA Midwinter Meeting, 2009

There are a number items on the MARBI agenda at Midwinter 2010 which are of interest to SAC. As of January 6, the following have been posted:

Proposal No. 2010-01. Defining codes for online and direct access electronic resources in 008/23 and 008/29 (Form of item)

The proposal would replace the current combination of a Form of Item code “s” plus an 007/01 code “r” to designate online electronic resources with a new pair of Form of Item codes to draw the distinction between online and direct access electronic resources.  Of possible interest to SAC in that it describes the form of the item, which is also treated in subject fields. 

Proposal No. 2010-04. New data elements in the MARC 21 Authority and Bibliographic Format for works and expressions.

The new data elements in authority and bibliographic records for works and expressions.  include a 380 field in both formats for form of work, which is an area of interest to SAC.  There may also be patterns implied in the proposal for the treatment of terms in qualifiers which could be applied to the new encoding of subject headings with qualifiers.

Proposal No. 2010-05.  Adding subfield $3 (Materials specified) to field 034 (Coded Cartographic Mathematical Data) in the MARC 21 Bibliographic and Authority Formats.

The proposal would define $3 in the 034 field (Coded Cartographic Mathematical Data) in the bibliographic and authority formats to permit the specified designation of parts of a named geographic entity, e.g., the source and mouth of a river.

Discussion Paper No. 2010-DP02. Encoding URIs for controlled values in MARC records.

The paper proposes the use of punctuation within a term subfield to mark a URI for the term and the use of $0 within a field to indicate the URI or resolvable data for a heading string.  The complexity of subject heading string authorization presents a challenge for the $0 approach.

Discussion Paper No. 2010-DP03. Encoding the International Standard Name Identifier (ISNI) and the International Standard Text Code (ISTC) in the MARC 21 Bibliographic and Authority Format.

The paper proposes using field 024 and a redefined $0 to record ISNI and ISTC values in bibliographic and authority records.  The 024 would be used for the ISNI code of a named entity established by an authority, or for the ISTC code of a textual entity being established or described. The $0 is needed for related entities which are not the primary name or text being established or described.  ISNIs can be assigned to fictional named entities, which in practice are established and assigned as subject headings.  In any case, these codes would require new kinds of data management in subject heading work and would make new kinds of services possible.

Follow up from MARBI at Annual 2009

Proposal 2009-08: Changes to field 257 (Country of Producing Entity) for use with non-archival materials in the MARC 21 Bibliographic Format.

The Online Audiovisual Catalogers (OLAC) Cataloging Policy Committee proposed expanding of the use of field 257 for country of producing entity beyond its current restriction to archival films.  Approved by MARBI and LC/LAC/BL review with amended wording to open the field to use beyond films.

Proposal 2009-09: Adding new codes to Music 008/18-19 (Form of Composition) in the MARC 21 Bibliographic Format.

The Biblioteca Nacional de España proposed codes for four traditional Spanish music forms: Zarzuelas, Flamenco, Villancicos, and Lyric theater music.  Approved by MARBI and LC/LAC/BL review with amended wording to prefer “Teatro lirico” as the name for the fourth musical form.

Proposal 2009-06/1: Accommodating relationship designators for RDA Appendix J and K in MARC 21 Bibliographic and Authority Formats.

The RDA/MARC Working Group proposed defining subfield i’s in various bibliographic and authority fields to indicate the set of relationships defined in the RDA appendices J and K. Approved by MARBI and LC/LAC/BL review with amended wording to add $4 to authority 4XX and 5XX fields for coded relationship terms and to note the use of $w/0 to indicate relationships.
Discussion Paper 2009-DP06/1: Encoding URIs for controlled values in MARC 21 records.
The RDA/MARC Working Group’s revised Discussion Paper focused on the use of subfield 1 for encoding the URI for a controlled value.  After the MARBI meeting at Annual and further discussion, the proposal has returned in a new form described above (2010-DP02).

Discussion Paper 2009-DP06/3: New data elements in the MARC21 Authority and Bibliographic Format for works and expressions.

This Discussion Paper has returned as Proposal 2010-04, described above.
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Subject Analysis Committee

Subcommittee on Genre-Form Implementation

ALA Midwinter Meeting, Boston MA

January, 2010

Report

The SAC Subcommittee on Genre/Form Implementation met on January 16, 2010, in Boston.

We discussed progress on two items of old business:

a. Recommendation to LC to begin a genre-form authority record (155s) creation project based on a list of form subdivisions (185s).  A small group had volunteered in Chicago to undertake the initial analysis and provide a draft of the proposal to the form-genre subcommittee.  Janis Young, our PSD representative, suggested a related task be added to the work of this group, namely to indicate which subdivisions are candidates for cancellation because of redundancy, e.g. we don’t need both $v Quotations and $v Quotations, maxims, etc.  The group will have a draft ready by Annual 2010.

b. Report to the library community (including LC, MARBI, Magert, OCLC, IFLA and others) on possibilities for including geographic, ethnicity, and language information as it pertains to form-genre headings in MARC records, including pros and cons of different approaches and if possible, recommendations for preferred practices.  We currently have a rough draft of this report which will be finalized by Annual 2010.

We also discussed two items of new business:

c. Policy and Standards Division proposal to add more hierarchy to moving image form-genre headings.  The reason for these additions to the form-genre authority records would be to facilitate “drilling down” into the vocabulary.  While the subcommittee generally approved of the motive, there were many questions about the application.  In particular, there was some disagreement regarding the application of broader terms such as Fiction television programs and Nonfiction television programs.  We will submit a response to PSD after the proposal is distributed for public comment. (Done 2/26/10)

d. Second indicator for bibliographic field 655.  A subcommittee member suggested that it should not be a zero, which means LCSH, since LC has made it clear that form-genre headings are not subject headings.  We began discussion on this issue, including debating what problems the zero indicator causes and possible methods for making changes on bibliographic records.  We will continue discussion on this issue during the spring.

Chair’s Report

Since the 2009 ALA Annual Meeting in Chicago, the Subject Analysis Committee has grown more active. Much of the business of the committee has taken place on the CCS-SAC listserv. Three separate votes, information sharing, and some brainstorming have occurred in this online environment. Email traffic has increased 4000% over the same period in the previous year (2008). 

Immediately after the Annual meeting, several pieces of business needed to be addressed. These included: 

· An electronic vote to accept the minutes from the 2009 Midwinter Meeting in Denver, Colorado

· Commenting on the CCS Task Force’s Response to the FRSAD document

· Reviewing the minutes from ALA Annual in Chicago

Shortly thereafter, the committee received the request from the Library of Congress to review the document, “Revision of headings for cooking and cookbooks.” The committee formed a Task Force, which crafted a thoughtful response within LC’s deadline. The SAC online community supported the work of the task force and the committee voted to send its comments to LC. 

After receiving feedback on the original proposal on cooking and cookbooks, LC requested additional information. The entire SAC community participated in this second discussion on how ingredients used in cooking would be presented. General consensus was reached, a response was crafted and accepted by a vote of the committee, and this response was sent to LC within the allotted time.

The other key activity of the committee was a discussion of meeting times at ALA Midwinter and Annual. Subscribers to the listserv were overwhelmingly interested in abolishing a long-standing practice of starting the Sunday SAC meeting approximately 90 after the published starting time for variety of good reasons. This was adopted for the ALA Midwinter 2010 Sunday meeting.

There is still more work to be done, but this term has been a good start.

Where is LC Heading with LCSH?

 The Policy and Standards Division’s Progress 

on the Recommendations made in 

“Library of Congress Subject Headings

Pre- vs. Post-Coordination and Related Issues”

Update presented by Janis L. Young to the 

ALCTS Subject Analysis Committee

January 18, 2010

The 2007 report written by the Cataloging Policy and Support Office (CPSO, now the Policy and Standards Division, PSD) concluded that LC should continue to assign pre-coordinated strings.  It also recommended numerous actions to make better use of technology and to simplify the rules for the creation and application of pre-coordinated strings.

The full report has been provided to SAC members and liaisons and will be available to the public on PSD’s web site, www.loc.gov/aba.  This presentation will highlight the ways that PSD cooperating with others to take advantage of new technologies, as well as some of the ways that PSD is enhancing the subject authority file to take fuller advantage of those technologies.

Partnering to take advantage of technology

Automatic generation of subject headings

LC is continuing to explore the possibility of assigning subject headings automatically, but is held back by three preconditions

· Lack of a large body of digital texts

· The software isn’t sophisticated enough to determine context

· The software must be highly trainable and there must be staff to train it

Metadata generation projects with Stanford University graduate students

· Creating algorithms to analyze scanned textual documents for personal and geographic names as well as chronological data

· Analyzing moving image clips to create summary statements

Metadata remediation project with the Office of Strategic Initiatives

· Adding geographic area codes and geographic coordinates, as well as personal name headings to existing bib records

· Enhancing records but not removing any data that is already there

XML datastore

· Existing records in various encoding schemas will be converted into XML records and integrated with each other

· New interface will provide seamless navigation of all LC collections and make use of hierarchical structures in authority records, faceted navigation, and the “did you mean” function, among other cutting-edge features

SKOS interface

· Free service that allows for the downloading of the entire LCSH so it can be repurposed on the semantic web

· Several enhancements are planned, including the ability to search alternate terms (UFs), the automatic generation of subject heading strings, and social tagging

Social tagging

· Not possible in LC’s OPAC, so other methods are being investigated

· Most promising method is to use SKOS interface

· No security issues

· Comment box could be modified to accept social tagging, or another box could be added

· Users would be able to add terminology to enhance LCSH
· PSD may download the user-generated content and vet it for inclusion in  LCSH
Enhancing the subject authority file

Validation records

· Used by computers to automatically validate subject heading strings

· To date, PSD has created approximately 50,000 validation records, for those headings used in at least twenty bibliographic records

· The first pass on the bibliographic file should be completed by the end of 2010

Classification numbers in subject authority records

· Assists catalogers and allows Classification Web to make correlations between classification numbers and subject headings

· Classification numbers are included in 053 fields if the concept in the subject heading is explicitly expressed in the caption for the classification number

· 053 fields are added when

· Catalogers request that one be added, or it otherwise comes to the attention of PSD

· When a classification number and subject heading are approved together

· Through projects

Instruction sheet numbers in subject authority records

· Authority records for free-floating subdivisions (MARC 21 tags 180 and 185) already include 073 field, which contains the numbers of the Subject Headings Manual (SHM) instruction sheets in which the subdivisions appear

· The 073 field works in cooperation with the 072 field in subject heading records 

· Advantages/uses of the 072 field

· Would assist catalogers

· Computers could be programmed to provide lists of all applicable subdivisions for individual headings, or even to automatically generate heading strings

· Might assist LC in publishing subject-based subsets of LCSH

· PSD is beginning an experimental project with a two-pronged approach

· Use an existing instruction sheet (H 1158, Materials)

· Write a new instruction sheet for works on moving images with computer processing in mind

· If PSD decides the project is feasible, the field will be programmatically added to identified authority records
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
