PROGRAM

The first part of the Metadata Interest Group meeting featured two presentations which focused on preservation metadata.

1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Sandy Card from Binghamton University Libraries presented “Creating a Metadata Portal and Workflows for a Digital Preservation Repository.”  In this presentation, Card shared her experiences with Ex Libris’ Rosetta digital preservation system.  Topics included were the Libraries’ reasons for choosing this system, the creation of metadata best practices and templates, the use of metadata librarians as project managers, and problems that were encountered on the way.

2. Aaron Collie and Lucas Mak from Michigan State University Libraries presented “Incompatible or Interoperable? A METS Bridge for a Small Gap between Two Digital Preservation Software Packages.”  In this presentation, Collie and Mak discussed how they were able to build a METS bridge between Archivematica, an open-source digital preservation system, and Fedora Commons in order to create a robust pipeline for generating, extracting and handling metadata.
