Introductions:  Leslie mentioned that Nikitia Wilson is officially now the membership chair
Midwinter General Membership Meeting
It was decided to hold a virtual meeting via Blackboard after the conclusion of midwinter so that Mimi and others who attend midwinter could report on activities.  Mimi will be able to share the OLAS report from the advisory committee. The tentative date for the virtual meeting Thursday, January 21st. Leslie will send out a doodle poll to the Executive board members to firm up a time.  In December we can announce the virtual meeting to the membership and other lists, as well as instructions for logging on.  
New Business
ALA annual 2016 program proposals.  There are currently 7 solid competitive proposals plus Elliot’s proposal.   Most are professors in library science, and one is from a librarian.  The deadline is tomorrow.  We will still need to identify who is a member of EMIERT, because they receive preference. We discussed how many programs would logistically be possible for us to host.  Even though financially EMIERT could sponsor several, it would be difficult for us to be present to introduce them.  Leslie later checked with John and he said three should be the maximum.  Leslie will send out a query to see who on the board would like to help rank the proposals using the rubric from last year.   
Task Force and Committee and Reports
[bookmark: _GoBack]Guidelines for Outreach to Immigrant Populations Task Force. Leslie sent the document to the executive committee for review. 
Mimi summarized the history of the guidelines.   The project started 2 years ago.  Six members created the document and met monthly. The goal was to give basic guidelines to assist new librarians with serving immigrant populations. They included an introduction and definition of what is meant by the terms immigrants and descendants.  The second section discusses doing a needs assessment for assessing their community. The third section discusses collection development, programs, and services that should integrate collections. There are guidelines on how to develop library programming, immigrant centered facilities, and marketing.  Included also are sections related to staffing and personnel, and community engagement to tie it all together. The goal was not to be all inclusive of every resource available, but to provide a foundation to begin with and to touch on services.  Mimi would like feedback on the document and an assessment of whether the language and tone of voice are consistent or if any areas need to be better defined.  
· Membership report.  Nikitia sent the report. There were 9 new members in August.  There are currently 605 across all library types.  Leslie would look to see comparisons of those who dropped last year, compared with this year.  Nikitia also sent a survey to student members to hear how they learned about EMIERT and how they would like to be involved in EMIERT. The executive board felt this type of a survey or follow-up to individuals who renew would also be useful (about getting involved).   Leslie reiterated that this would be a good way to continue letting others know of our work and how to be engaged.
Mimi asked if we still had the 1% of total ALA membership numbers required to have an ALA councilor.  Leslie will double check with John to see if we are maintaining that and what our number needs to be 
· Available positions:  Leslie mentioned that we could still use individuals for the positions of: Treasurer, ESL Task Force chair, and as liaisons with APALA, BCALA and the ethnic caucuses.  Let her know if you are interested.
Action Items
· Leslie would like to add the revised mission statement to the EMIERT Bylaws.  Leslie will send these to everyone.  It needs to be included on our ballot in the spring. There were some changes to include virtual meetings for the executive board, and the ability to attend midwinter virtually.  There is also a statement about our mission. 
· David Cohen award: Lori asked if Hazel would be acknowledging receipt of nominations as they come in.  Lesli indicated that she has done that in the past.  Right now there is only one nomination.  We should all send the call for nominations through our various listservs. The text is on the EMIERT website [http://www.ala.org/emiert/front]
