655 Field


Use 655 $z and authorize LCGFT terms for geographic subdivision


Develop faceting subfields within 655 including one for country of origin/associated country

Define $e - Relator term (R) and $4 – Relator code (R) in field 655 and develop list of relator
 terms/codes that could be used in this subfield to express the specific relationship,
e.g., country of production; nationality


751 Field


Use 751 instead of 6XX and define relator code and relator term for place of origin


257 Field


Redefine 044 and 257 so that they are not limited to countries.


Expand use of 257 beyond moving images (field can be used for any resources, but hasn’t yet)


Use linking method to link 257 to 655 and other related fields


Recommend indexing of 257 data as access points
