Meeting schedule is consistently Monday morning, 8am-10am, and the group meets at both Midwinter and Annual.  As far as we know it has met regularly for a long period of time now.

ALA Connect has improved the group’s ability to centrally house meeting notes, summaries, and copies of speaker presentations.  They are now located at http://connect.ala.org/node/66155.  For Annual 2011 ("Preparing Copy Catalogers for RDA"), we had exactly 75 attendees.  For Midwinter 2011 (“Test Driving RDA”), we had approximately 100 attendees.  For Annual 2010, we had approximately 140 attendees.
Recent topics have focused on RDA.  The Midwinter 2012 meeting, however, will follow a theme of developing service-oriented models for cataloging.  And for the first time in recent memory, we did an open call for presentation proposals fitting that theme.  We received more proposals than could be accommodated, so it was clearly successful.  The call for proposals read:  

The ALCTS Heads of Cataloging Interest Group invites your proposal to participate in a discussion of developing service-oriented models for cataloging and metadata, to take place at the ALA Midwinter Meeting in Dallas on Monday, January 23, 2012 at 8:00AM.  Presentations focusing on broad ideas or trends for the future of cataloging, metadata, and technical services, as well as illustrative case studies/examples of applying service-oriented approaches to cataloging are welcome.  Possible topics include, but are not limited to:

· Applying cataloger expertise to institutional operations outside of technical services (e.g., providing metadata outreach for other campus/partner communities)
· Role of catalogers in developing catalog interfaces and functionality (e.g., faceted catalog browsers)
· Managing re-organization/integration of non-MARC metadata into existing staff structures
· Developing assessment programs for cataloging and metadata
· Identifying and supporting emerging professional development needs for catalogers.
