2. Rubric SubCommittee Meeting Report – Jessame and Amanda
· Jessame updated the Committee on the SubCommittee’s first meeting and working plan through the end of May.
· We discussed creating a rubric to evaluate incoming submissions from institutions seeking to represent "Best Practices" in one of the 10 categories listed in our Committee's "Characteristics of Programs of Information Literacy that Represent Best Practices" document, which can be found in our ALA Connect "files" section. Amanda created a Google doc that will serve as the rubric template. Among the members in attendance at the meeting, we divided up the 10 best practice categories. Each Subcommittee member will work on drafting language for 1-2 categories, including a description of the category, and the criteria for evaluation at three performance levels: Level 1: Under-developed; Level 2: Good, Level 3: Excellent.
· The deadline for filling in our category/categories on the rubric is Monday, April 23; this is the first draft. The goal is to create a rubric that will be useful for us and future Committee members who will be evaluating instruction program submissions.
· Next meeting: the SubCommittee will meet directly following our April all-Committee meeting, Tuesday, April 24, 9-10am Pacific / 12-1pm Eastern.
