Present: Mary Woodley (Chair), Beverley Geer, Judith Ahronheim, Norman Medieros (recording), Arlene Klair, Cecilia Preston, Janet Carter, Greta deGroat
1. Mary Woodley brought the meeting to order at 2:00pm.
2. Introductions were made.
3. The 2002 Annual minutes were approved.
4. Norm Medeiros talked about the Toronto program titled “Metadata harvesting: Using the Open Archives Initiative to Expose the Deep Web.”  The program is on track, scheduled for June 22nd from 1:30-3:30.  Mary Woodley suggested that presentation titles and abstracts be compiled in order to advertise these via the ALCTS Newsletter.
5. Mary Woodley reported on the “Knowledge Without Boundaries: Libraries in Collaboration” two-day preconference set for Toronto.  Sally Tseng is the program chair.  There will be 12 speakers, including Beacher Wiggins, the opening speaker, and Clifford Lynch, the closing speaker.  Mary raised concern over the cost of the preconference, which is $425 for early-bird registrants.   Many of the speakers are attending from Europe and Asia.
6. Judy Ahronheim reported on the work of the Task Force for Action Item 2.3 (metadata enrichment).  Judy, the task force leader, reported that Marcia Bates’ has been contracted by the Library of Congress to work with the task force on their charge of investigating ways to enrich metadata records by providing additional subject and other access mechanisms.  Marcia has submitted a draft report.  Judy reported that she, Mary Woodley, and Sally Tseng would like to add Marcia to the speaker list for the Knowledge Without Boundaries preconference (after the midwinter conference, it was found not be possible).
7. Mary Woodley reported on Ann Sandberg-Fox’s program titled “ISBDs: International Standard Bibliographic Descriptions - Do We Still Need Them?”  The speakers are lined up.  The program will take place on June 22nd from 1:30-3:30.
8. Mary Woodley reported on programs that the NRMC is co-sponsoring, including “Serials Pig in the Aggregators Poke III” (Serials Section, Ann Doyle chair) and a program on one-stop search tools (RUSA Catalog Use Committee, Cynthia Levine chair).
9. Mary Woodley reported on the Standards Bibliography update that Cecelia Preston is overseeing.  Section responsibilities are as follows:

10. Mary asked that all updates to be done by the end of March, and that APA 5 citation format be used.  Mary’s hopeful that the update will not have to go through the ALCTS publication process, which would delay its appearance on the web site.    It was suggested that Mary speak directly to the Publications Committee chair regarding this issue.    In the interim, Mary will mount the updated Bibliography on her web site.  
11. Future program ideas were discussed.  Judy Ahronheim suggested a panel on clustered search services, a presentation that could emanate from the work of the Action Item 2.3 Task Force.  RUSA was considered a potential co-sponsor for such a program.  Marcia Bates, Lois Mai Chan, and Barbara Tillett were suggested as speakers.  There was also talk of a more technically-focused program on this topic, cosponsored with LITA.  Mary suggested a program on administrative metadata for electronic resources and asked Norm Medeiros to report to the committee in the spring as to the worthiness of this topic, the concern being that it may be old news by the 2004 Annual Conference.
12. Regarding e-resources metadata, Nancy Chaffin will attend this evening’s discussion group on e-resource management, and will email Mary Woodley with notes to share with the committee.
13. Mary Woodley reported on ALCTS’ new direction being outreach and education.  With respect to this new focus, Mary wondered if the NRMC might be a good body to crate a web course on metadata, especially since OCLC’s Knowledge Access Management course is no longer offered.

· Taskforce 5.3 Model of Continuing Education for Teaching Cataloging and Metadata (Medieros)
Ingrid Hseih Yee has written a plan. A metadata basics package is proposed. Perhaps creating a portal to connect people to current metadata resources on the Web. The committee has finished a review of various educational resources currently available.
· Taskforce 1.3 Selection Criteria for Digitization (Woodley) 
Charged with thoroughly developing a set of criteria for selection of materials for digital projects. The Committee is writing a white paper for the Library of Congress, due Fall 2003.
· Taskforce 2.3: Metadata Enrichment Taskforce (Ahronoheim) 
Judith Ahronoheim is the chair. Ahronheim, Woodley and Bates will be presenting a brief panel discussion about the first draft in a joint RUSA/ALCTS meeting this afternoon 4:30-5:30 at the Loews Hotel. 4. Report: Managing Electronic Resources (Geer) 
Covered the projects: Hermes (Hypertext Environment for journal Retrieval from Many Electronic Resources) "Hermes is a tool designed to integrate information resources, from searching in multiple bibliographic databases, to accessing the full text online via one seamless common interface. In its present stage 12 databases on three different platforms are integrated: Current Contents (CCC) from ISI, Pubmed from the National Library of Medicine, and 11 scientific databases from Silver Platter."http://www.iatul.org/conference/02/ainsworth.pdf)

5. Report on CC:DA (Woodley) 
Paul Weiss is the CC:DA liasion to NISO/ISO. He reported that Dublin Core has become a NISO standard and is seeking to become an ISO standard (received 4/03). Other new NISO/ISO standards relevant to metadata include: ONIX, ZING, METS, MODS at 4:30 today there will be a program at the Radisson titled: ONIX, what is in it for libraries?

Barabara Tillet described ZING: Z39.50 Next Generation. Protocol for vendors initiated by LC. Not intended to replace Z39.50 but to enhance. See http://www.loc.gov/standards/zing. 

METS is metadata created within XML schema that has a hierarchical structure. It is an outgrowth of the Making of American II. The core needed for a structured metadata standard: how the components of a complex resources should fit together for discovery. Needed in addition to the standards for descriptive and administrative metadata (technical source, rights, provenance). Has evolved into a broader encapsulation method for all related types of metadata. See http://www.loc.gov/standards/mets. 

MODS is a metadata standard for object description. It is a lightweight version of MARC with text tags instead of tags. It sits between Dublin Core and MARC. There is an article in a special issue of Library High Tech. Minerva projects used MODS. MODS is more compatible with Library data then with ONIX.

Rebecca Guenther reported on emerging standards. LC has various style sheets that can convert metadata between MARC, METS, MODS, ONIX, etc. Search MARBI website and especially the Library of Congress standards page http://www.loc.gov/standards
