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Sears List on EBSCOhost
The Sears List of Subject Headings continues to be updated under the guidance of the List’s Editor, Barbara Bristow, and a team of librarians at EBSCO Information Services. All additions and revisions are routinely updated in the Sears EBSCOhost database (typically in January) and are also available to our electronic users as MARC authority files (a separate fee applies). All headings are RDA compliant. Front matter and Principles of the Sears List of Subject Headings is available at https://www.ebscohost.com/promoMaterials/SearsFM.pdf 

During 2017, 44 new headings were created, 485 base headings were revised (revisions include our equivalent of upgrading from a 6xx to a 1xx, adding scope notes, correcting errors or typos, etc.), and 44 extended headings were revised. Examples given in this report are changes since our last report at ALA Annual 2017.
Revisions:
Many extant terms received edits, which could include promotion to preferred term, demotion to non-preferred term, addition of a scope note, correction of a typo, etc. This list represents a sample of recent changes.

The 22nd edition is expected to publish in 2018, printed and distributed by Grey House Publishing, and will contain all of the Canadian headings. Print editions are updated from the EBSCOhost database once every four years and sold separately from the database and MARC records.
