[bookmark: _GoBack]ALCTS Metadata Interest Group Minutes
ALA Midwinter 2012
8-10am, Sunday, January 22, 2012
Dallas, Texas

PROGRAM
The first part of the Metadata Interest Group meeting featured three presentations which focused on metadata for digital video.
1.) Jason Kovari from Cornell University presented “Video Metadata @ Cornell: Implementing Kaltura.”  In his presentation, Kovari discussed the library’s role in the campus-wide implementation of Kaltura, an open source video streaming platform.  The library’s responsibility involved creating metadata field sets for use within Kaltura.  Kovari spent a fair amount of time discussing the development of these field sets (baseline, CUL extended and auto-captured), but also touched on the use of controlled vocabularies within Kaltura, the importance of URIs, and some of the metadata difficulties in Kaltura that were encountered along the way.  Kovari ended the presentation with a list of suggestions for improvements that he feels would improve Kaltura.

2.) Amy Rushing from the University of Texas at Austen presented “Preservation and Access Metadata for Born-Digital Video.”  Rushing’s discussion of metadata for born-digital video was based on the Human Rights Documentation Initiative (HRDI) established by the University of Texas at Austen in 2008.  HRDI was formed to preserve fragile and vulnerable records of human rights struggles from around the world, promote the usage of these records, and help to advance research and advocacy in this area.  Rushing’s part in this project was to aid in the creation of the University of Texas Libraries' Human Rights Documentation Initiative Metadata Guidelines for Video.  Included in her discussion of this project was a description of their digital archive (a METS-based system), the desired metadata outcomes, the objectives they hoped would be fulfilled by the metadata guidelines, and the challenges that were encountered. Finally, Rushing discussed the descriptive, source, technical, and preservation metadata elements to be included in the description of these videos.

3.) Maureen Walsh from Ohio State University presented “Repurposing Metadata for an Institutional Repository.”  Walsh began her presentation with a brief description of Knowledge Bank, the Ohio State University’s institutional repository, including a discussion of the types of files that can be found there and the metadata currently used to describe them.  She then described the processes of submitting items individually vs. importing multiple items in a batch before moving on to repurposing metadata, the primary focus of her presentation.  Walsh discussed the repurposing of three kinds of metadata: 1.) MARC metadata from the library catalog can be repurposed by using XSLT crosswalks to transform the metadata into Dublin Core, or by exporting tab delimited records into an Excel spreadsheet to edit manually and batch load into the IR  2.) Embedded image metadata within Adobe Photoshop can be exported with ExifTool into an Excel spreadsheet to edit manually and batch load into the IR 3.) Printed text metadata can be harvested by scanning the item, running OCR on the text, and using a text editor to parse and clean up information before transferring it to an Excel spreadsheet and batch loading into the IR.

BUISNESS MEETING
· Approval of minutes from Annual 2012.  No updates needed; minutes approved.
· Officer Reports
1.) Programming (Amanda Harlan)
· For Annual 2012 we had two topics
a. The changing role of the cataloger
There was some miscommunication with the group we had planned on working with on this session; they decided to go in another direction. We can either push the topic back to 2013 or do something for virtual annual.  Susan Wynne, Co-Chair of the ALCTS Program Committee, explained that the virtual pre-conference at ALA Annual would involve putting on 3-5 webinars (either on our own or with another group).  Attendees could sign up for all or some of the sessions and the cost for attendees would be similar to the normal ALCTS webinars.  They would get a reduced price for signing up for the whole package.
· One advantage to doing a pre-conference would be that the deadline is later.
· The disadvantages to putting on webinars for the pre-conference is that potential attendees may not want to pay the additional cost and it would be more time-consuming for us to have to put on several webinars.
b. Datasets
We are working on a session on datasets with LITA and will soon send out invitations to speak.  Some suggested speakers include: Ryan Wolmack from Rutgers, Anna Gold from CA Polystate University, Jack Carson from Purdue, Joan Star or John Hunts from CDL, or Heather Piwowar from researchremix.org. One problem we face with this session is that the timeslot we currently have (Sunday at 4:00-5:30) conflicts with LITA’s President’s program, which is also about datasets. Their session focuses on datasets in the sciences, while we’re more interested in the big picture.  We have the option of moving our session to 8:00 on Saturday.  LITA has offered to plug our session if we decide go this route.
· Final decisions: We will move the Changing roles of the cataloger program to our business meeting at 8:00 on Sunday instead of pursuing the virtual pre-conference. We will also move the Datasets program to 8:00 on Monday to follow the LITA President’s program the night before.  However, in planning the datasets session, we need to insure that the program is NOT just a “this is what we do” style of panel.
