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The SAC Subcommittee on RDA is charged with responding to subject-related proposals for revisions to RDA. Comments on such proposals are made by the Subcommittee and also the ALCTS/CAMMS/Committee on Cataloging: Description and Access. Both sets of comments are sent to the ALA representative to the Joint Steering Committee, John Attig, who uses them to formulate ALA's official response.
One such proposal has been issued by the Joint Steering Committee so far, numbered 6JSC/LC rep/3. This proposal was discussed by the Subcommittee before ALA Annual and a proposed SAC response was discussed by the full Committee at Annual. Taking SAC comments into account, the Subcommittee forwarded the SAC response to John Attig after the Annual meeting. Using the SAC and CC:DA responses together, John formulated the ALA response, which was forwarded to the Joint Steering Committee as 6JSC/LC Rep/3/ALA response (http://www.rda-jsc.org/docs/6JSC-LC-Rep-3-ALA-response.pdf) and discussed at the JSC’s November meeting. 
A summary of the JSC’s discussion of the proposal is found at http://www.rda-jsc.org/1111out.html: “It was agreed that RDA is not intended to replace any subject indexing or classification system.  In order for RDA to provide comprehensive guidelines and instructions covering all types of content and media, it is necessary to include the subject relationship and those entities that may be the subject of works. Library of Congress will prepare a follow-up discussion paper on these issues, including recommendations for object, concept, and place. It was also recognised that the properties of Object, Event, Time, and Place are not limited to the subject relationship.  This is an issue with the underlying FRBR model, which JSC will raise with the FRBR Review Group.”
The follow-up discussion mentioned has not been issued yet, and so the Subcommittee will not be meeting at Midwinter.
