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Reflection on Information Literacy Framework with reference to International Students.
· New framework is more flexible, can focus on their needs rather than a schedule.
· Not every group is the same; may not be very sophisticated with computers
· For one-shots, flexibility may be more difficult.
· STEM fields don’t use library so much, so it’s a hard group of students to reach
· Personal Librarian program may be a way into STEM fields.
· If you can get into a faculty retreat or meeting, the faculty may get behind you.
· Graduate workshops are useful
· Partnering with writing center
· UG Outreach Librarian does “a la carte” sessions in dorm lobbies & International Center.  Students have been receptive
· Programs for student athletes are a model.  Non-invasive visits, in a coffee shop, for instance
· Success is recognized by instructors so results in more sessions
· Assessment is harder with new framework
· Socartive.com allows students to ask questions and vote on them.  Right Question Institute.  Can be anonymous.
· Intellectual Property and copyright are difficult issues; take more time on these.  Also critical thinking.
· Composing questions in English is hard.  Put students from different countries in small groups may help.
· Often students don’t ask questions because they think they should know. 
· Hard to come up with concrete outcomes with the frames
· Apply one or two frames to instruction first, then do the same with the others
· Use clickers: easy, anonymous
· Orientation in Chinese was very successful.  They’ll need and use English, but students appreciate hearing their own language.  How many and how often depends on staffing.
· Use faculty who speak a language, or a library-savvy student.  International peer students.  Questions as to whether translation is accurate.
Question – Anyone found an effective way to teach plagiarism to internationals?
· Be simple.  Use examples to illustrate
· Office of Ethics on your campus may have information you can modify.
· Talk about what it means to be a scholar in the U.S.  Be careful not to judge cultural differences.
· Make it into a game, with teams.
· Kahoot.com creates games
· Student Ambassador, either for library or from International program

· International students don’t get work-study
