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Report to CCDO, ALA Midwinter, January 25, 2014
1. Collection budget. The Stanford Libraries’ library materials operating budget received a 4.2% increase in FY2014. Payout on endowments – roughly 25% of total collection budget allocations – rose by than 3.19%.
2. Appointments and transitions:
At the beginning of January 2014, two newly appointed subject specialists and a new Assistant University Archivist joined the Stanford Libraries’ team:

Kathleen Smith, Bibliographer for Germanic Collections, worked for two years as a Research Fellow in the State and University Library in Göttingen, German, as part of the Collaborative European Digital Archive Infrastructure (CENDARI) project team.

Rebecca Wingfield, Curator for British and American Literature, was the Bibliographic Specialist for North America at Harvard, in Widener Library and, prior to that, in Lamont Library.

Joshua Schneider, Assistant University Archivist, previously served as Archivist for Institutional Records and Faculty Papers in the University Archives at the Bancroft Library, University of California, Berkeley.

In addition, as of this week Kristen St. John joins our staff as Head of Conservation, after having served as Collections Conservator at the UCLA Library Conservation Center for close to a decade.

In the autumn of 2013 Gabrielle Karampelas came aboard as Director of Communication, in the library’s Development Office. She served as Vice-President for Strategic Initiatives and Collaborations, for a Bay Area non-profit. Earlier in her career, she was Public Relations Officer at the San Francisco Public Library.
Our long-time overseer of approval plans, Ordering Librarian Sharon Propas, retired at the end of December 2013. My colleague Catherine Tierney, AUL for Technical Services, writes, “Sharon’s management of the details of these plans across dozens of selectors made our outsourcing efforts innovative, fiscally responsible, and admired by our peers, vendors, and staff. 3. Special Collections. Recent acquisitions include: 
a. The papers of the multimedia artist and poet Gerd Stern, whose activities involve connections with the San Francisco Beat Scene of the 1950s and relationships with figures such as Maya Angelou, Allen Ginsberg, Harry Partch, Marshall McLuhan, Timothy Leary, Huey P. Newton, Stewart Brand and many others.

b. Manuscripts, correspondence, and drawings by the poet Joseph Brodsky (Nobel laureate, Poet-Laureate of the United States). This collection belonged to close friends of Brodsky in Vilnius, Lithuania: Ramūnas Katilius and Elmira Katilienė. The collection also includes photographs and a three-volume samizdat (manuscript) collection.

c. “Art Meets Technology: Core Samples from Nine Archives” has been on view in Green Library’s Peterson Gallery (http://library.stanford.edu/spc/exhibits). Co-curated by several Stanford librarians this exhibit “includes selections from the papers of physicist and music acoustician Arthur H. Benade; architect and visionary Buckminster Fuller; artist and computer scientist Rich Gold; eco-artists Helen and Newton Harrison; media artist and filmmaker Lynn Hershman Leeson; artist and design theoretician György Kepes; computer scientist and typographer Donald E. Knuth; mathematician Benoit Mandelbrot; and computer music pioneer and engineer Max V. Mathews.”
4. [bookmark: _GoBack]Under construction.
a. Preparations continue for the relocation, in summer 2014, of the East Asia Library, SUL Technical Services, and Academic Computing Services, into the renovated (and renamed) Lathrop Library building. (Lathrop belonged to the Graduate School of Business until the School relocated to a new quad elsewhere on the Stanford campus.) These units are now housed in Meyer Library, which is slated for demolition.

b. At the end of Fall Quarter 2013, the Mathematics and Biology Libraries were consolidated at the Falconer Biology Library, as planning proceeds for the Combined Science Library (Biology, Chemistry, Mathematics). That facility is scheduled to open in 2016 in Old Chem, a historic building that has been shuttered for over 20 years and is to be repurposed as an undergraduate science center (http://news.stanford.edu/news/2013/june/trustee-building-projects-062113.html).

c. During the second half of 2013, several important units under the SUL umbrella were relocated several miles off-campus to Redwood City, adjacent to buildings that already housed units affiliated with the Stanford Hospital and Clinics. SUL units affected include: Manuscript Processing, Rare Book Technical Services, Conservation, Media Preservation, Stanford Digital Repository, LOCKSS, High Wire Press, and Stanford University Press.

5. Other developments.
a. In FY2013, for the first time, expenditures on e-resources exceeded 50% of total spending on collections. The shift has been markedly more pronounced for our Science and Engineering libraries – where e-resources now account for just over 90% of collection-development expenditures – than for the Humanities and Social Sciences, where e-resource expenditures comprise 28% of all spending on collections.

b. As a corollary, the continued growth of physical collections (over 80,000 volumes a year) coupled with the shrinkage of available shelf space on campus, have led us to grapple with principles and methodologies governing the contours of the core campus collection over the next decade. This discussion is ongoing.

c. The latest major enhancement to our main discovery tool, SearchWorks, is a greatly improved search capability for Chinese, Japanese, and Korean-script languages. Previously, our East Asia librarians and their clientele relied upon OCLC FirstSearch and SUL’s legacy OPAC, Socrates, as access tools for CJK publications. As a result of this latest improvement, public access to Socrates will soon be discontinued, though it will still be available – for awhile – to library staff.

d. In November 2013, after a long hiatus, Stanford rejoined the Center for Research Libraries.
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
