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Program
The program featured two presentations focusing on the topic of “Large-scale Metadata Aggregation Strategies and Workflows”. Diane Hillmann, in her presentation, “The Other Side of Linked Data: Managing Metadata Aggregation”, discussed linked data strategies for aggregation. She highlighted the importance of metadata provenance, separating services from the data, and appending updates with new harvesting as opposed to overlaying. The second presentation, “Harvesting and Normalization at the Digital Public Library of America: Lessons from a Diverse Aggregation”, was given by Sandra McIntyre (Mountain West Digital Library) and Amy Rudersdorf (Digital Public Library of America). They described the “hub model” that the DPLA employs to aggregate metadata; working with large institutions, regional consortia, and others to contribute metadata to the larger DPLA initiative. Methods for normalizing data from disparate collections and preemptive efforts to make these metadata sets “linked data ready” were described.

· CC:DA continues to look at RDA and revising instructions.  Many of the straight forward fixes have been made, and the group is now focusing on more complicated problems.  These include inconsistencies between similar instructions.
· It was announced last November that Gordon Dunsire would be the next Chair of the JSC.  Gordon also gave a presentation at CC:DA on Saturday regarding the RDA/ONIX framework for resource categorization. He stated that RDA would need to change to fit this framework and that it will need to get rid of non-FRBR concepts, some of which are holdovers from AACR2.  Slides for his presentation will be available on the CC:DA blog.

· Paying close attention to the development of Bibframe; invited Kevin Ford from LOC to speak on the latest on Bibframe in a plenary program at our Annual Meeting at the end of February.

· Following the development of ProMusicDB, a Web 3.0 professional music credits management project which MLA has endorsed, to see what impacts a project of this scale might have on music librarianship, and how music librarians might participate to enhance this service.
