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Dewey at ALA
The Dewey Breakfast/Update will be held on Saturday, 21 January, 7:00–8:30 a.m., in the Omni Dallas Hotel, Greenville Avenue Room.   The program will feature a sneak preview of Abridged Edition 15, plus presentations on WebDewey 2.0 and DDC translations.  The ALCTS Public Libraries Technical Services Interest Group will meet in the same room directly following the Dewey Breakfast/Update.

DDC 23

Abridged Edition 15 
Abridged Edition 15 will be published in early 2012; we expect to have a pre-publication copy available at ALA Midwinter.  Abridged Edition 15 is the product of a new approach to development of abridged editions of the Dewey Decimal Classification.  The content of Abridged Edition 15 has been derived from the underlying Edition 23 database applying a set of rules to build the edition with minimal intellectual intervention. 

200 Religion Class
200 Religion Class is also scheduled to be published in early 2012.  The publication will feature additional updates to Islam and other parts of religion, plus a new optional chronological/regional arrangement of the Bible and specific religions.

WebDewey 2.0 
WebDewey 2.0 features an easy-to-navigate user interface with local control over the display of record elements, a generic user interface script to support access to Dewey data in different languages, and access to different mapped terminology sets.  Recent enhancements introduced in November 2011 include display of the history information associated with each class, the inclusion of new icons to identify built numbers (a puzzle piece icon)  and Manual notes (a book icon), a new opening screen, extended default search preferences, and direct links to Dewey updates from each web page.  Future releases of WebDewey 2.0 will include number-building assistance and support for WebDewey as a source of user-generated content.  

OCLC Booth 921

Dewey Linked Data
Dewey.info, an experimental space for linked DDC data, currently contains the top three levels of the DDC in eleven languages, plus assignable numbers accompanied by captions from the English, Italian, and Vietnamese DDC Abridged Edition 14 data sets.

Decimal Classification Editorial Policy Committee (EPC)
The Decimal Classification Editorial Policy Committee (EPC) held Meeting 134 at OCLC headquarters in Dublin, Ohio, 8–10 June 2011.  The agenda included review of the proposed content for Abridged Edition 15 and 200 Religion Class, plus consideration of several papers on strategic directions for the DDC.  The committee has held several follow-up electronic meetings to complete review of the content for Abridged Edition 15 and 200 Religion Class, plus updates to DDC 23.

The Dewey translations highlighted below are all using translation-support software developed by Pansoft.  The Pansoft software imports and exports DDC data using the same MARCXML format used to export the English-language DDC data and to represent DDC data in WebDewey 2.0.  Pansoft also developed WebDewey 2.0 under an agreement with OCLC.  Pansoft has also developed an end-user Dewey search tool commissioned by the national libraries of Germany, Norway, and Sweden using the look and feel of WebDewey 2.0 under an agreement with OCLC.

· Arabic
A new Arabic translation of the full DDC is under way at Bibliotheca Alexandrina (BA) and is expected to be published by the end of 2012.
· German
We are working closely with colleagues at Deutsche Nationalbibliothek on the specifications for a new module in WebDewey 2.0 to support user contribution of synthesized numbers and support for number building.
	
· Indonesian
In December 2011, the National Library of Indonesia began work on the Indonesian translation of Abridged Edition 15.

· Norwegian
Work is under way at the National Library of Norway on a translation of DDC 23 in a web-only version—the previous five Norwegian translations were customized abridged editions.  The Norwegian team has launched a web site and blog in conjunction with work on the new Norwegian edition: http://www.nb.no/norsk-webdewey.  

· Swedish
The National Library of Sweden launched a preliminary version of the mixed Swedish-English translation of DDC 23 under the new WebDewey 2.0 interface in mid-December 2011.  


· Vietnamese
A team from the National Library of Vietnam visited the Dewey Editorial Office at the Library of Congress on 3 November 2011 to discuss the plan for the Vietnamese translation of DDC 23 (slated to be issued in early 2013).

Dewey Staff News
Giles Martin, assistant editor of the DDC since 1999, retired from OCLC in August 2011 and returned to Australia.  During his tenure as assistant editor, Mr. Martin played a pivotal role in the development of several schedules, the elimination of unbalanced spans, and the conversion of DDC data from a proprietary format to one based on the MARC 21 formats for classification and authority data.  Mr. Martin, the first member of the editorial staff from outside the United States, joined the editorial team in 1999 after a distinguished career that included the following professional posts: cataloguer, University of Sydney; librarian, systems section, University of New South Wales Library; and successive posts at the University of Newcastle Libraries as librarian, senior librarian (cataloguing), head cataloguer, deputy technical services librarian (monographs), and librarian in charge of quality control.  Prior to his appointment as assistant editor, Mr. Martin was a member of the Decimal Classification Editorial Policy Committee 1993–1999, served on the Australian Bibliographic Network (ABN) Standards Committee, the ABN Subject Headings Review Panel and the Australian Committee on Cataloguing.  
Letitia (Tish) Reigle, a member of the Library of Congress U.S. General Division's Dewey Section (and its predecessor, the Decimal Classification Division) for the last 35 years, passed away 4 August 2011.  
Eve Dickey, head of the Dewey Section at the Library of Congress, retired 31 December 2011 after 42 years of U.S. Federal service.  Eve has been closely associated with Dewey application for 40 years, and has led the Dewey Section for the last seven years.  The Dewey editorial team and the worldwide Dewey community have particularly benefited from Ms. Dickey’s expertise in law, sociology, and education.

Dewey Section at the Library of Congress 
Dewey Section classifiers and others at the Library of Congress assigned Dewey numbers to 59,714 titles during the period October 2010 – September 2011.  The comparable figure for October 2009 – September 2010 was 66,465 titles.
