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We are pleased to let you know that the Subject Analysis Committee has completed the following tasks:
1. RDA comments
The SAC RDA Subcommittee, led by Robert Maxwell, prepared comments on 6JSC/LC Rep/3 (Group 3 entities and “subject”). The purpose of the subcommittee is to enable ALA to respond to (or make) subject related-proposals for RDA, and to make policy regarding subject-related developments in RDA that come from the Joint Steering Committee for Development of RDA. CC:DA has always been pretty much ALA's sole conduit to the JSC for ALA policy positions on the cataloging rules, but CC:DA's charge does not allow it to comment or make policy on subject cataloging issues.

Those comments received approval motion from Linda Ballinger (Newberry) and second by Deborah Ryszka (U. of Delaware). SAC unanimously approved the proposal and forwarded it to John Attig for the preparation of ALA response.

2.  “setting” proposal
SAC unanimously approved the proposal from the SAC Subcommittee on genre/form implementation, led by Adam Schiff (U. of Washington). 
Setting is a place or time period in which the activity or plot of a work takes place.  The ALA/ALCTS Subject Analysis Committee recommends that setting information
was sufficiently close to subject that existing 6XX subject added entry fields could be used.  What is needed,  however, is a relator term and code that can explicitly note that a term in one of these fields represents the setting of the work being described.  We request a relator term and a code for "setting" to be established. The term/code should be authorized for use in the following fields: 610, 611, 648, 650, 651. 
The motion was from Alex Thurman (Columbia U.) and was second by Deborah Ryszka (U. of Delaware). The proposal has been forwarded to Library of Congress on Nov. 25, 2011.
3. 185/155 terms
SAC unanimously approved the proposal from SAC Subcommittee on Genre/Form Implementation, led by Adam Schiff (U. of Washington). The proposal is looking at recommendations to LC for adding general genre/form terms to the Library of Congress Genre/Form Thesaurus based on the genre/form subdivisions found in the LCSH list of free-floating subdivisions (H1095). The motion of approval was from Deborah Ryszka (U. of Delaware) and second by Adam Schiff (U. of Washington). The recommendation has been forwarded to the Library of Congress.
