Challenges/Questions
· Looking to set up a little tinker station outside of the maker space and curious what others are doing.  Colleen Graves (Texas) has a site that includes resources and programming: https://colleengraves.org/makerspace-resources-and-programming-ideas/
· NAU Makerbot Innovation Center (https://www.makerbot.com/innovation-center/) is great, but also has electronics prototyping kits that go out for three days that aren’t seeing much use.  Started in January… How are others handling this?
· Another library said it takes 2-3 years for word of mouth to get around.
· Work with instructors to make sure that it is tech that is being used in the classroom. 
· Linking the technology to specific programs will help raise circulation.
· Students sponsor events for “Arduino Day” each year: https://day.arduino.cc/.
· Indianapolis Public Library – We are disconnected with our local non-profit maker space.  Any suggestions?
· Create an advisory board and invite them to collaborate.  Post on Meetup (http://www.meetup.com/) to get additional people to show up.
· Philadelphia maker space – they continue to get access after graduation.
· Hackerspaces.org (https://wiki.hackerspaces.org/Hackerspaces) – open API that allows you to enter what materials and equipment you have.
· Maurice from Harford County Public Library – they work with a Hackerspace that is two counties away (30 miles) to do training for librarians.  Make referrals to Digital Harbor (http://www.digitalharbor.org/) when it gets beyond the level of what the library is able to support. 
· Cross-promote and keep working on the relationship.
· Only one institution has a formal Memorandum of Understanding.  Other find that establishing a connection is mutually.
· Georgetown – DC has a FabLab (http://www.fablabdc.org/) and the person who runs the space is really awesome and it doesn’t seem necessary to formalize.
· Public Library in Reno gets a certain number of passes that they can give out any given month.
· Invite partners and administrators on tours so they get a better sense of the value of making a connection.
· Georgetown – other department makerspaces on campus shut down when they created a central space in the library.
· Policies for Maker Spaces
· NAU Had to meet with legal council – copyright and IP issues, non-compete with local businesses.  Had to meet with local maker space to make it clear they would redirect to when it gets to level of production.  Also, issues with minor having access to equipment and needing to be safe.
· 3D printer policy that had to be adopted to all equipment policy.  Advised on liability waiver, but did not use it because teens would not be able to sign.
· 3D printer policy – copyright and no weapons.  Behavioral policies.  Photo releases for individuals in the space.  Considering anti-bullying and inclusivity policies (gender, racism, sexism), but wonders what others are doing.
· Northern Arizona University – don’t have specific policies, but has disruptive behavior policy that is set for the entire library.
· University of Arizona – also has a Code of Conduct, but some event-specific reminders regarding conduct.
· Create a safety agreement that everyone needs to follow when they walk in, but keep it simple and focus on building community in the space.  In teen spaces, empower to work through their own issues (with support of library staff when needed)
· Priorities for the future of this discussion group
· Knowing what is new in technology – hard for smaller places to keep up.
· Sustainability and how to evolve when certain tech becomes passé (i.e. 3D printing)
· Evaluation and assessment – Maurice from Harford County Public Library is doing an 18 month assessment of the space.  They have a 5-year grant and they are in year three so they brought in a consultant to survey and talk with people using the space.
· It would be great if this could be hosted within the LITA site, which will be a follow-up for this group.
· Creative programming ideas – especially to get to the underserved populations across multiple counties.  Also would like to do professional development for librarians and will need information and support for all of that.
· Want to partner with faculty and would like to see more about how people are using maker spaces in different disciplines.
· Education – curriculum repository on Arduino projects.
