Report on MARBI activity, ALA Midwinter Meeting, 2013
MARBI is discussing six documents of interest to SAC at this conference.  The last three are proposals from SAC’s Subcommittee on Genre/Form Implementation:
Proposal No. 2013-01: Identifying Titles Related to the Entity Represented by the Authority Record in the MARC 21 Authority Format.  This proposal follows up on a discussion paper presented at Midwinter 2012 and was originally presented at Annual 2012.  The latest version proposes the creation of fields 672 and 673 in the MARC Authority format to represent respectively titles with a relationship to or no relationship to the entity named in the 1XX field.  Currently such titles may appear in 670 notes on authority records, but are difficult for automated processes to access in that form.  In earlier versions the proposed 672 field could indicate when the entity named in the 1XX had a subject relationship to the title given in the 672, but this use of the field has been dropped in the latest version.  The proposal is no longer of immediate interest to SAC, though the subject question may come up again in discussion at MARBI.
Proposal No. 2013-04: Defining New Code for Score in Field 008/20.  This proposal extends work done earlier in Proposal No. 2012-07 to better align MARC 21 Bibliographic Format field 008/02 code definitions for Format of Music with the definitions in RDA.  The proposed codes  are new code l, matching the definition of score in RDA, and revised definitions for codes a, Full score, and z, Other.  Since some form and format questions come under the purview of SAC, it may be of some interest, though it is more closely related to RDA implementation in the music community.

Proposal No. 2013-02: New Fields to Accommodate Authority Records for Medium of Performance Vocabulary for Music.  This proposal follows up on Discussion Paper No. 2012-DP02 and proposes defining new X62 (or other available tag) 1XX, 4XX, 5XX, and 7XX fields in the MARC Authority format for authorizing medium of performance terms which would appear in the MARC Bibliographic and Authority 382 field.  In the proposal terms are authorized individually, though they are often used in various combinations in field 382 to represent a particular musical resource.  These terms were formerly included in LCSH headings for music, but are not part of the implementation of LCGFT terms for music.  They would come from a new vocabulary, the Library of Congress Medium of Performance Thesaurus for Music (LCMPT), now being developed.
The last three proposals originated from SAC’s Subcommittee on Genre/Form Implementation, chaired by Adam Schiff:

Proposal No. 2013-05: Defining New Field 385 for Audience Characteristics in the MARC 21 Bibliographic and Authority Formats.   This proposal calls for the creation of a new 385 field in the MARC Bibliographic and Authority formats to represent the intended audience of a resource.  This kind of data has appeared in various forms in LCSH headings and subdivisions representing genre/form, but will not be included in LCGFT terms.  The proposal includes subfields for audience terms, codes, and group designations (the larger categories to which audience terms belong).  It follows from a discussion paper presented at Annual 2012 noted below. 
Proposal No. 2013-06: Defining New Field 386 for Creator/Contributor Group Categorizations of Works, Expressions, and Persons in the MARC 21 Bibliographic and Authority Formats.  This proposal calls for the creation of a new 386 field in the MARC Bibliographic and Authority formats to represent the categories into which groups of authors responsible for the aggregated content of a resource fall.  This kind of data has appeared in various forms in LCSH headings and subdivisions representing genre/form, but will not be included in LCGFT terms.  The proposed field would also be applicable to works with single authors and to authorities for individuals.  The proposal includes subfields for creator group terms, codes, and group designations (the larger categories to which creator group terms belong).  It follows from a discussion paper presented at Annual 2012 noted below. 

Proposal No. 2013-07: Defining Encoding Elements to Record Chronological Categories and Dates of Works and Expressions in the MARC 21 Bibliographic and Authority Formats.  This proposal calls for new subfields in field 046 and new indicator values in field 648 for representing the origin dates of the contents of aggregated works.  In LCSH this sort of data has been included in the past in subject headings and subdivisions used to indicate genre/form, but this is not the practice in LCGFT.  It follows from a discussion paper presented at Annual 2012 noted below. 

Follow up from MARBI Annual 2012:

Proposal No. 2012-02: Identifying Titles Related to the Entity Represented by the Authority Record in the MARC 21 Authority Format.  This proposal was withdrawn for review and revision after the Annual 2012 MARBI discussion. Its latest version, Proposal No. 2013-01, is discussed above.

Proposal No. 2012-03: Data Provenance in the MARC 21 Bibliographic Format.
This proposal to indicate with a new field whether or not classification numbers and other fields in the MARC bibliographic record are machine generated and to assign a confidence value based on the generation method was approved.  Adding the new field also to the MARC 21 Authority Format and Classification Format was also approved.
Discussion Paper No. 2012-DP02: Authority Records for Medium of Performance Vocabulary for Music.  This discussion paper has returned as Proposal No. 2013-02 discussed above.
Discussion Paper No. 2012-DP03: Chronological Aspects in the MARC 21 Bibliographic and Authority Formats.  This paper has returned as Proposal No. 2013-07 discussed above.
Discussion Paper No. 2012-DP04: Recording Audience Characteristics of Works and Expressions in the MARC 21 Bibliographic and Authority Formats.  This paper has returned as Proposal No. 2013-05 discussed above. 

Discussion Paper No. 2012-DP05: Recording Creator/Contributor Group Categorizations of Works, Expressions, and Persons in the MARC 21 Bibliographic and Authority Formats.  This paper has returned as Proposal No. 2013-06 discussed above.
