The Planning Committee met on March 11, 2014 to discuss the conference.  Prior to the meeting, the co-chairs developed a timeline of events leading up to the conference, and a draft of the call for papers.  The Committee gave input to both documents, and discussed ideas for keynote speakers. Due to the difficulty in scheduling face to face meetings, the Committee will do the bulk of its work online and via conference call or Skype.
The conference will open on Friday, July 31 and end Sunday, August 2.  Special tours of Boston area libraries will take place in the days prior to the start of the conference.  
Call for Papers
The preliminary Call for Papers was finalized in March2014 and a “Save the Date” message posted to appropriate email lists such as LHRT and SHARP. The first formal Call for Papers will go out in July 2014 and will be repeated in September and October. The deadline to receive paper and panel proposals is November 1.
Website
Christina Stone, Melanie’s Graduate Student Assistant (GSA), prepared materials for the conference website and a trailer.  Her GSA ended in April, but we will have additional student help in the next academic year.  The website will go live with the Call for Papers and general information in July.  We will update the website as appropriate in the fall and spring to include information on registration, housing, travel, and so forth. 
Housing
We have reserved rooms in the Simmons College Residence campus for the weekend of the conference.  For those who do not wish to stay in the dorms, there are many nearby hotels.  There will be a conference banquet on Saturday evening.  Snacks and beverages will be provided for breaks, but other meals will not be provided.  There are a wealth of restaurants near Simmons College as well as a coffee shop and cafeteria on campus.
Keynote Speakers
We plan to have two keynote speakers.  Ann Blair, Historian and Professor at Harvard University, and author of Too Much to Know: Managing Scholarly Information before the Modern Age agreed to be one of our keynote speakers.  We are in conversations with another keynote speaker but as of this writing have not confirmed that he will be available.  We are also pursuing other speakers should he give us a definite “no” answer.
Auction
We will hold an auction during the conference, as has been the custom at the last two Seminars, with proceeds going to LHRT.  Sid Berger will serve as auctioneer.  In January or February 2015 wee will send out information for those who wish to donate materials to the auction.
Committee Members
We will solicit additional members for the various committees, particularly the jury committee, later this summer.

The convergence and divergence of the physical and the digital may result in opportunities and challenges that we do not yet realize. Traditionally libraries have made their collections available to defined audiences, but today it is increasingly difficult to define and delineate user communities. The Library History Seminar XIII will provide a lively forum for such scholarly debate.

We encourage the submission of papers that explore the notion of the library, from brick-and-mortar to digital. Topics include, but are not limited to, the history of library services and types, library architecture, the library as place, library users (digital and virtual), library communities, challenges and opportunities of cyberspace, disruptive technologies, social media and networking, pop-up libraries, online learning, and social reading.
