Welcome
John Siegel, in his role as convener, welcomed meeting attendees. Introductions took place at the end of the meeting, along with updates on current projects.

Accessibility Issues: Web conferencing
The discussion of Web Conferencing was moved to the beginning of the meeting to accommodate speaker schedules. Lorn and Clyde from Talking Communities  (http://www.talkingcommunities.com) , a company specializing in accessible virtual conferencing, were present to discuss their product and answer any questions. Several members of UAIG had previously tested Talking Communities, but encountered technical difficulties. Another test is scheduled for July.

Web conferences have been an issue for UAIG in the past because much of the available technology is not accessible. Captioning would be ideal, but would cost more than the $150/year each interest group receives from ALA. Possible alternatives, partnerships, and funding sources were mentioned. 

UAIG Information and Resources
John provided a quick introduction to the three accessibility interest groups: ACRLS’s Universal Accessibility Interest Group, ASCLA’s Universal Access Interest Group, and LITS’s Accessibility Interest Group. UAIG has a space on ALA connect (http://connect.ala.org/node/75381) open to all ALA members, and the UNIACCESS listserv is available to anyone with an ALA Discussion List account: http://lists.ala.org/sympa/info/uniaccess.
