	Discussion



Aimée opened the meeting welcoming everyone and thanking Andrew for setting up the call.  She provided some context for the discussion and reminded everyone the main purpose was to determine if the Committee should remain a standing committee or should become a virtual one like GITCO since for the past few years, it has mostly been just a communications group rather than providing any kind of service or action to GODORT.  

Helen discussed her questions regarding the history of the committee and her interests in serving on it coming in as a student.

Andrew reminded the group the last big project was working on the New Deal papers from the Jerome Wilcox bibliography which turned out to be a much bigger task than the committee could do as it really needed one person to guide the project.  It needed someone to write a grant proposal and head up a grant project – some kind of up and coming librarian to shepherd the project.

Aimée asked if anyone looked at the link she shared from an earlier e-mail about one of the early publications entitled: ALA RBMS/GODORT/MAGERT Joint Committee on Government Documents as Rare Books.  The OCLC record is linked at:

Aimée thought it might be worthwhile to update this work perhaps as a LibGuide.  Other suggestions for work this committee could do is serve as a clearinghouse for preservation; create a panel/panels of experts and develop a program or webinar on preservation of rare, valuable or endangered government publications.  Which ones are at risk?  What about the ones being pulled down from the web?  Digital documents?  

RBMS – gaps?  What are they working on?

Survey membership?  What are their expectations of this committee? 

GPO Registry of Digital Projects? Trail? ASERL?  Other groups?

What about E-readers?  Visual data?  Space concerns?

Simon pointed out a panel discussion on E-readers happening at Midwinter and Elizabeth mentioned that RBMS is looking at E-books more closely.
