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Dewey at ALA
The Dewey Breakfast/Update will be held on Saturday, 23 June, 7:00–8:30 am, Sheraton Park Hotel, Plaza Rooms A/B. The program will feature presentations on upcoming enhancements to WebDewey 2.0, updates for Islam and Islamic law, the new virtual Dewey religion browser, and Dewey research activities. The ALCTS Public Libraries Technical Services Interest Group will meet in the same room directly following the Dewey Breakfast/Update.
There are several Dewey-related activities associated with the ALA Annual Conference beyond the Dewey Breakfast/Update. Michael Panzer is speaking on Dewey linked open data at two ALA preconferences: the RBMS Preconference on 21 June in San Diego, and Creating Library Linked Data: What Catalogers and Coders Can Build (a preconference sponsored by the LITA/ALCTS Linked Library Data Interest Group) on 22 June in Anaheim. 
Finally, our OCLC Research colleague Diane Vizine-Goetz will be speaking on her knowledge organization research (much of which makes use of  Dewey data) during the meeting of the ALCTS CaMMS Subject Analysis Committee, Monday, 25 June, Hyatt Regency Orange County, Grand Ballroom C. The meeting runs 1:30–5:30 p.m.; her talk is scheduled at the beginning of the meeting.
OCLC Booth 2100

DDC 23
Edition 23 of the Dewey Decimal Classification and Relative Index (DDC 23) was published in April 2011. Abridged Edition 15 
Abridged Edition 15 was published in February 2012. Abridged Edition 15 is the product of a new approach to development of abridged editions of the Dewey Decimal Classification. The content of Abridged Edition 15 has been derived from the underlying Edition 23 database applying a set of rules to build the edition with minimal intellectual intervention. 200 Religion Class
200 Religion Class was published in April 2012 in print; the associated updates to DDC 23 were introduced in WebDewey in early May 2012. The publication features additional updates to Islam and other parts of religion, plus a new optional chronological/regional arrangement of the Bible and specific religions. A virtual browser based on the new optional arrangement and linked to Dewey-classified resources in WorldCat.org is available at http://www.oclc.org/dewey/versions/religion/religion.htm. 

WebDewey 2.0
We expect to introduce number-building assistance and support for WebDewey as a source of user-generated content in third-quarter 2012. At the same time, we will be introducing an “abridged view” of the DDC data in WebDewey to support abridged edition users. Abridged WebDewey will no longer be offered as a separate subscription.

Dewey Linked Data
Dewey.info, an experimental space for linked DDC data, contains the top three levels of the DDC in 12 languages, plus assignable numbers accompanied by captions from the English, Italian, and Vietnamese DDC Abridged Edition 14 data sets. In June 2012, we extended the linked DDC data in dewey.info by adding assignable numbers and captions from DDC 23.

Data Provenance
Deutsche Nationalbibliothek (DNB), the Library of Congress, and OCLC have jointly developed a proposal for documenting data provenance in the MARC 21 Bibliographic Format (MARC Proposal No. 2012-03, available at http://www.loc.gov/marc/marbi/2012/2012-03.html). The proposal will be considered at the first meeting of the MARBI (Machine-Readable Bibliographic Information) Committee at the ALA Annual Conference on 23 June.

European DDC Users’ Group
EDUG met in Boston Spa at the British Library 26-27 April 2012. EDUG and BL co-sponsored a full-day seminar on 26 April, Classification: Leveraging the Power of Hidden Knowledge. The second day was devoted to meetings of the IT, 370, and 930 working groups, plus a general business meeting. The IT group has decided to continue virtual meetings to study best practices for managing and distributing mappings between controlled vocabularies and the DDC.

International Dewey Users Meeting
OCLC will sponsor the International Dewey Users Meeting (formerly known as the Dewey Translators Meeting) in conjunction with the World Library and Information Conference (IFLA) in Helsinki on Tuesday, 14 August, 8:00–9:30 a.m., Wintergarden Room, Helsinki Convention Centre. The preliminary agenda includes updates on Islam and Islamic law, data provenance, Dewey linked data, the Norwegian translation, and European DDC Users’ Group (EDUG) activities. There will also be demonstrations of the virtual Dewey religion browser, WebDewey Search, and recent enhancements to WebDewey. 

Decimal Classification Editorial Policy Committee (EPC)
The Decimal Classification Editorial Policy Committee (EPC) held Meeting 135 at OCLC headquarters in Dublin, Ohio, 11–12 June 2012. Caroline Kent (British Library) was re-elected as chair for the term January 2012 – December 2013. Jonathan Furner (UCLA [and former assistant editor of the DDC]), was elected vice-chair for the term January 2013 – December 2014.  He will succeed current vice-chair Anne Robertson (Australian Committee on Cataloguing), who has served the maximum number of years in that position.
The agenda included proposals related to updates to the classification, modifications to EPC work methods and DDC development, and new editorial rules for segmentation and oceans and seas.  The committee considered discussion papers on Islamic law; the treatment of marriage, partnerships, and unions in the DDC, a new standard subdivision for archaeology, and the possible adoption of a new taxonomic basis for 583-584 Angiosperms.  The committee approved follow-up discussion and consultation on all but the last. The committee had a wide-ranging discussion on engaging with Dewey users and the role of social media. The agenda also included presentations on modeling topics in the DDC, DDC research, DDC training, edition-level metadata, Dewey linked data, data provenance, upcoming enhancements to WebDewey 2.0, and the virtual chronological/regional religion browser. EPC approved a resolution honoring OCLC president Jay Jordan as a Friend of Dewey, and congratulating him on his retirement.
Two new members have been appointed to EPC and joined the committee for the June 2012 meeting. Pat Riva is Coordinator of the Monographs Section in the Cataloguing Directorate for Heritage Collections (Direction du traitement documentaire des collections patrimoniales) at Bibliothèque et Archives nationales du Québec (BAnQ) in Montreal, Canada. Formerly she held academic librarian positions at McGill University Libraries, first in the Library Systems Office, then as Romance Languages Cataloguer/Bibliographic Database Specialist and Coordinator of the Original Cataloguing, Authorities and Database Enhancement Services unit in Library Technical Services. Pat completed her MLIS at McGill University in 1986, having undergraduate degrees in mathematics and linguistics. Pat is chair of the Canadian Committee on MARC and a member of the Canadian Committee on Cataloguing. Since 2005, she has been an elected member of the IFLA Cataloguing Section Standing Committee and chair of the FRBR Review Group. BAnQ uses the English-language DDC 23 in print and web versions, plus the French translation of DDC 22. Gert de Jager currently holds the position of Subject Cataloguer, Unisa Library, University of South Africa. He has worked at Unisa Library since 1994, cataloging  materials in English and Semitic Languages and Literature, Criminology, Sociology, Sciences, Religion, Law, and Music. Gert has also led projects to reclassify the Unisa Library Study Collection (2008-2009) and audio-visual materials (2011) according to DDC. He has an M.A. in Semitic Languages and a postgraduate degree in Information Science. Gert speaks Afrikaans and English, plus has a basic knowledge of isiZulu, Sesotho, Dutch, German, and Swedish.  
Two electronic meetings have been scheduled to follow up on discussion papers from EPC Meeting 135. Meeting 135A will take place the first week in October and will focus on Islamic law, and Meeting 135B is scheduled the first week in November to consider a revised proposal on marriage, partnerships, and unions. EPC will hold Meeting 136 at OCLC headquarters in Dublin, Ohio, 13–14 May 2013.
[bookmark: dewey]Translations
Most of the Dewey translations highlighted below are using translation-support software developed by Pansoft. The Pansoft software imports and exports DDC data using the same MARCXML format used to export the English-language DDC data and to represent DDC data in WebDewey 2.0. Pansoft also developed WebDewey 2.0 under an agreement with OCLC. Pansoft has also developed an end-user Dewey search tool (WebDewey Search) commissioned by the national libraries of Germany, Norway, and Sweden using the look and feel of WebDewey 2.0 under an agreement with OCLC.

Arabic 
A new Arabic translation of the full DDC is under way at Bibliotheca Alexandrina and is expected to be published by April 2013.

French 
Work is under way on the new edition of Guide de la classification dècimale de Dewey, an authorized derivative work based on DDC 23. 

German 
In January 2012, DDC 23 data was imported into the Pansoft translation software. Deutsche Nationalbibliothek estimates that the translation will be completed in about three years, meaning that DNB expects to introduce the German translation of DDC 23 in 2015. An updated translation of DDC Sachgruppen is also under development. 

Italian 
OCLC has received a letter of interest in pursuing a new full-edition translation and producing a web version. Some experimentation is under way on an Italian WebDewey at the present. 

Indonesian 
In December 2011, the National Library of Indonesia began work on the Indonesian translation of Abridged Edition 15. 

Norwegian 
Work is under way at the National Library of Norway on a translation of DDC 23 in a web-only version—the previous five Norwegian translations were customized abridged editions. The Norwegian team has launched a web site and blog in conjunction with work on the new Norwegian edition: http://www.nb.no/norsk-webdewey. 

Portuguese 
OCLC is in discussions with Fundação Editora Unesp (São Paulo) to produce the first Portuguese translation of the full edition of the DDC. Unesp proposes to publish the Portuguese DDC 23 in print and web versions. 

Swedish 
The National Library of Sweden launched a preliminary version of the mixed Swedish-English translation of DDC 23 under the new WebDewey 2.0 interface in mid-December 2011.  In March 2012, the full mixed translation of DDC 23 was made available in the Swedish version of WebDewey.

Turkish 
OCLC has received a letter of interest from the National Library of Turkey for a new full-edition translation. The last Turkish translation was based on DDC 20. 

Vietnamese 
The Vietnamese translation of DDC 23 is slated to be issued in early 2013. In May 2012, the Vietnamese team sent us a set of possible corrections to DDC 23 that we are currently studying.

Dewey Staff News
Caroline Saccucci has been appointed Head of the Dewey Section within the U.S. General Division of the Acquisitions and Bibliographic Access Directorate at the Library of Congress, effective 25 June 2012. Ms. Saccucci is currently a Cataloging in Publication (CIP) program specialist in the U.S. and Publisher Liaison Division at the Library of Congress, where she has primary responsibility for all cataloging issues related to the CIP Program, including queries from catalogers and publishers, as well as participating in new metadata initiatives. She also serves as the primary point of contact for libraries and institutions in the ECIP Cataloging Partnership Program and is the RDA expert within the CIP Program. Prior to working with the CIP Program, she was a senior cataloging specialist in the Geography, Political Science, and Education Section of the U.S. General Division.  She chairs the Library of Congress’ Subject Advisory Group. Before coming to the Library in 2003, Caroline worked in the Stuttgart, Germany office of PricewaterhouseCoopers. She was previously the Circulation/Reserves Librarian at New York Law School Library. She has experience applying the DDC to materials as a cataloging intern at Fisher College Library in Boston. She is an active member of the American Library Association (ALA) and currently serves on the Margaret Mann Citation Jury to recognize outstanding professional achievement in cataloging or classification. Dewey Section at the Library of Congress 
Dewey Section classifiers, others at the Library of Congress, and Cataloging-in-Publication partner libraries assigned Dewey numbers to 61,051 titles during the period October 2011 - May 2012.
