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[bookmark: _GoBack]In fiscal year 2016 (October 1, 2015 through September 30, 2016), staff in all Library of Congress cataloging units completed 69,707 bibliographic records using copy cataloging guidelines. This figure represents 24.7 percent of the total 282,587 MARC 21 bibliographic records completed during the same period. At Library of Congress, copy cataloging historically accounts for about 23 percent of total bibliographic records completed in the Integrated Library Management System. Two years ago, in fiscal year 2014, the percentage completed with copy cataloging was only 22.6, whereas in fiscal 2015, copy cataloging accounted for 27.06 percent of all completed bibliographic records. Thus the 2016 percentage of 24.67 is consistent with expectations. In 2016, all copy cataloging performed at LC was for books, and all of it was performed in the Acquisitions and Bibliographic Access Directorate. Other formats received either original full level cataloging or minimal level cataloging. The total LC bibliographic record production actually increased from 271,977 in fiscal 2015 to 282,587 in 2016.  It seems clear that use of copy cataloging allowed the Library of Congress to increase its overall production.   
The Library of Congress continues to maintain its training materials for RDA: Resource Description & Access on its public website. The training course “Copy Cataloging Using RDA”  focuses on helping copy catalogers develop cataloger’s judgment and on keeping the FRBR end user tasks—Find, Identify, Select, and Obtain--in mind when adapting copy cataloging to describe the Library’s collections. The “Copy Cataloging Using RDA” training manual, instructor’s manual, and training exercise answers are downloadable at no charge from the Acquisitions and Bibliographic Access Directorate’s public Website for RDA; see URL http://www.loc.gov/catworkshop/RDA%20training%20materials/index.html. 
The courses were written for Library of Congress classrooms and some of the terms and instructions are specific to the Library of Congress, but any institution is welcome to adapt the materials for its own use.
