Report on Meeting 140A of the Decimal Classification Editorial Policy Committee

Meeting 140A of the Decimal Classification Editorial Policy Committee (EPC) was held virtually over the EPC listserv, in October-November 2017. 
EPC approved the following changes to the tables and schedules (most are follow-ups from the previous face-to-face meeting):
· In 158.1, Personal improvement and analysis: relocation of Personal improvement based on personality tests to 158.15 (scholarly works on personality tests remain at the original number, 155.28)
· Provision for the ethics of torture at 179.75, under Respect and disrespect for human life
· Provision for Human microbiome, human microbiota, at 612.001579, with specific provision for gastrointestinal microbiome and probiotics
· Clarification of the correct number for Road maps, cycling maps, pedestrian maps: all go in 912, not in 388, with general works on roads. 
· The committee was also informed, in accordance with recent policy, of changes to the historical period notation of Zimbabwe needed due to the resignation of Robert Mugabe.
[bookmark: _GoBack]There will be another electronic meeting in January-February 2018, comprising additional follow-up items from meeting 140.
The next face-to-face meeting of the Decimal Classification Editorial Policy Committee, EPC 141, was originally scheduled for June 2018 at OCLC, but the editors proposed rescheduling the meeting, and probably all subsequent meetings, to the fall. An exact date has not yet been determined, but will probably be early to mid-October.
