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FAST (Faceted Application of Subject Terminology) is an enumerative, faceted subject heading system derived primarily from the Library of Congress Subject Headings (LCSH).  

Recent Developments

· OCLC Research is developing a tool that will enable users to propose new personal name headings or topical headings consistent with established FAST headings.  When the tool is ready for release, an announcement will be posted to the FACETVOC-L list. 

· FACETVOC-L (Faceted Controlled Vocabularies discussion list) was introduced in August 2016. The list, hosted by OCLC Research, is focused on faceted controlled vocabularies used in libraries, archives and museums.
