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The Music Library Association (MLA) has continued to collaborate with the Library of Congress Music Genre/Form Project Group on two vocabularies: the music component of Library of Congress Genre/Form Terms for Library and Archival Materials (LCGFT) and Library of Congress Medium of Performance Thesaurus for Music (LCMPT). 

Music terms in LCGFT (approximately 750) have been arranged in a rough hierarchy. Several categories of terms are still under discussion, including music with text (primarily Psalms and other sacred texts), carrier terms (such as “Scores” and “Sound recordings”), and notation terms. Next steps include defining the top terms “Art music,” “Folk music,” and “Popular music,” and starting to plan for creation of authority records for LCGFT.

LCMPT terms (approximately 800) are also undergoing hierarchical analysis, and so far the instrumental terms have been arranged into a preliminary hierarchy. Terms still under discussion include choral terms and ensemble terms. MARC Proposal no. 2013-02, which proposed new fields for the creation of medium of performance authority records, was approved at MARBI in January.
