BACKGROUND:	
[bookmark: _GoBack]As of March 2015, the ALSISIG had 424 members, and there are 319 subscribers to our list-serv.  In 2014 we had 376 members, so we have seen an increase of 12%. We provide venues for discussion of issues related to supporting international students both through our list-serv and through our discussion groups at the ALA conferences.  We believe the large number of members and the continual growth in international students at many U.S. universities means there is still a need for this group to convene.  We are also looking into other venues, such as hosting roundtables or doing presentations at ACRL conferences.  We are also considering applying for an ACRL program at the 2016 ALA Annual Conference.
