Scope of Revision of the 2021 Summer Edition
70th Anniversary of the NLM Classification
2021 marked the 70th anniversary of the NLM Classification. The first edition of the classification was published in 1951 as the U.S. Army Medical Library Classification. The name changed to the National Library of Medicine Classification with the second edition in 1956 to coincide with the library's name change. It is still recognized as a standard classification system for the arrangement of library materials in the field of medicine and related sciences used by health and medical libraries all over the world.
