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Meeting 134 of the Decimal Classification Editorial Policy Committee (EPC) was held June 8-10 at the OCLC headquarters in Dublin, Ohio.
Members present: Caroline Kent (chair), Jonathan Furner, Andrea Kappler, Anne Robertson, Deborah Rose-Lefmann, Sandra Singh, Welna van Eeden, Paula Van Strien, Karl Debus-Lopez. Members absent: Lyn McKinney.
The meeting was preceded by a full-day workshop on DDC 23, which was attended by several EPC members.
 The first day’s agenda included several minor updates to DDC 23, and review of the proposed content for Abridged Edition 15 and 200 Religion Class. EPC approved updates to:
· Bukovina: It was pointed out to the editors that Bukovina, a historical region now divided between Romania and the Ukraine, was classed in the wrong part of Romania.
· Dog breeds: In connection with translations it came to light that the DDC classification of dog breeds, based on the American and British kennel club classifications, does not correspond to the European FCI (Federation Cynologique Internationale) groupings. It was not feasible to restructure the classification to accommodate them, so captions were changed and class-here notes and relative index entries were added as necessary to include terminology from the FCI. Inconsistency in the use of work vs. working dogs will be addressed at a later date.
· 200 Religion class: Significant expansions have been made to the treatment of Islam, particularly to the classification of the Koran and its parts, translations, and commentaries; Islamic law; the Hajj and other pilgrimages. The Islam schedule will be sent out for external review. A few other updates to the Religion schedules were also approved. The 200 Religion separate schedule is expected to be published later this year.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Abridged Edition 15: The Abridged edition is being produced by a new, computer-assisted process from the full edition database (which still requires some editorial intervention). Some expansions, the Editorial Rules, Manual, and Tables 1, 3, and 4 were approved. The full text of the Abridged edition was made available at the meeting for preliminary discussion and will be discussed more fully at a later electronic meeting.
The rest of Meeting 134 was devoted to strategic planning.  Members considered exhibits, demonstrations, and presentations related to a wide variety of topics related to the future of the content, representation, development, and use of the DDC, including: 
· The nature of “edition”, and version control in an environment of continuous electronic updates
· Geographic notation in 340 Law—how is the concept of “approximation of the whole” affected by abridged, full, and expanded geographic data?
· Research: Classify, BISAC headings in WebDewey, an experimental recommender service using DDC notation (taken from data in Classify) to fetch “more like this”
· DDC as discovery tool—report on projects in Germany, Sweden and Norway
· Attempt to extend the FRSAD model (developed as a conceptual model for controlled vocabularies) for use with classification systems
· Proposals to MARBI for extensions to classification format
· WebDewey 2.0 (now with DDC 23 data!)
We are grateful to colleagues at the national libraries of Germany, Norway, and Sweden who provided some of these discussion papers.  
EPC welcomed Paula Van Strien from Library and Archives Canada, and bid farewell to Sandra Singh (Vancouver Public Library) and Welna van Eeden (South Africa).
The next face-to-face meeting of the Decimal Classification Editorial Policy Committee will be held the week of June 11, 2012 at OCLC. Four electronic meetings are planned between now and the end of the year.
